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1. Introduction

The problem of the dissertation

The dissertation raises the problem of a toy’s significance in the Lithuanian rural
culture, which was insufficiently assessed by now. During the Soviet period,
ethnological science considered a toy as insignificant, beneath to be a subject of
research. In the interwar period, attention was drawn to the old children’s toys, they
started to be collected, described, a survey questionnaire was composed. Playing
children themselves got into the photos of ethnographers and local researchers.
Traditional rural children’s toys and games also attracted attention of teachers of that
time. During the interwar years, the old toy culture was vigorous, supported by the
children themselves, and local researchers had no problem to record it. However, over
time, this culture of home-made toys has deteriorated, ethnologists could not directly
contact with it, and partly due to that there was not any research dedicated to it. In order
to justify the significance of a toy, it is necessary to prove the existence of the culture of
traditional toys, revealing features characteristic of it.

Subject of the dissertation

The dissertation deals with Lithuanian rural children’s toys from the late 19th to
the first half of the 20th century, the aspects of their production and use.

Purpose and tasks of the dissertation

The purpose of the dissertation: to research the rural children’s toys and their
significance from the late 19th to the first half of the 20th century to the Lithuanian
culture. For the implementation of this purpose, there were raised four tasks:

1. To disclose the variety of the Lithuanian toys and their specific features, creating
a classification based on the purpose of toys and identifying their types.

2. To research individual process of toy manufacture and creation of toys,
peculiarities of constructions and decoration, origin and spread, techniques of
playing with them.

3. To show a significance of a toy in the processes of a child’s education and self-
education, to highlight a creative aspect. To raise importance of the Lithuanian
toy in strengthening the national identity.

4. To describe the social aspects of a toy, discussing the differences in the families

of peasants, crafts people and public servants.
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Methodological principles of the research

In order to focus the subject of the dissertation, to fill its gaps, a field research
methodology was used. Field research was carried out by combining quantitative and
qualitative methods of the research, using observation, free interview, structured and
semi-structured interview forms according to the questionnaire “Toys and measures of
games” (Pliuraité, 1989: 16-19). The toys found were photographed and drawn and
stories of the presenters about their manufacture and use were recorded.

Due to the specificity of the subject — its undurability —a new reconstruction
method was applied in the field research, thoroughly described in the article “The
specificity of ethnographic field studies: own reconstructions of toys” (Pliuraité, 2014).
During the study, the presenters produced toy reconstructions in two ways. Producing a
toy in the first way, the presenter was observed and the toy’s production was recorded,
the additional questions were asked. In the second way, a toy was produced by the
presenter alone; he showed it later and told how it was manufactured.

Presenting a variety of toys from the late 19th to the first half of the 20th century,
developing a classification, the method of systematization-typology was used. Recording
different types of toys and types of distribution in the Lithuanian map, the mapping
method was used.

Historical geographical and comparative methods were used when analysing and
summarizing data collected from a variety of sources, researches, field researches, the
authentic toys stored in museums and private collections, fs well as comparing them with
the toys from other countries.

The anthropological approach created possibilities to evaluate toys through the
prism of human (specifically of a child’s) experience, to understand their creation
intentions and motives, to pay attention to a playing child himself and a need of his toys.

Sources of the research

The dissertation is based on miscellaneous sources referring to the Lithuanian
toys: written and iconographic historical material, archival ethnographic material,
material of the field research of the dissertation’s author, museum collections, memoirs

and periodicals.



The oldest toy known to us is depicted in the drawing of the 16th century, which
was painted by the artist Adelhauser from Germany, who visited the city of Grodno. He
portrayed a rich woman with a child, who is holding a toy stick with a bird’s head in his
hand. The sculpture shape and carving of the toy tells us that wealthy town-dwellers’
juniors played with the toys made by masters or brought from other countries (Reklaitis,
1991: 88-97).

The earliest known written sources relevant to our thesis reach the middle of the
17th century. It is a story written by Adam Olearius about wooden hoops which were
rolled by rural children in Russia and Livonia (Lepneris, 2003). As well as in the book of
the famous West Lithuanian and Prussian ethnographer and historian Matthaeus
Pretorius “Prussian sights or Prussian observation place”, the manuscript of which is
stored in the Manuscript Department of the Academy of Sciences, it mentions wooden
toys — whirligig, rounders, wind mill, with which the rural children played (LMABRS, F
.129-1338 / 15, p.1867). The historian Simonas Daukantas in the middle of the 19th
century in the book “Customs of ancient Lithuanians, Highlanders and Samogitians”
wrote about clay and wooden whistles, pills, called the “pylyné”, which were made by
children themselves (1976: 478-479). The bishop Motiejus Valancius realized the
importance of entertainment and games to rural humans. In one of his sermons he wrote:
“But now, when we know that constant work exhausts the vital forces, that the mind
after a long stress necessarily requires a rest, we have to recognize that, generally
speaking, games and entertainment, as appropriate measures to strengthen our forces and
to spend pleasantly hours passing by, do not have anything reprehensible in themselves
and are needed and suitable to hardworking people” (Valancius, 1989: 34). In Valancius’
didactical stories we find data on the peasants’ approach to the toys and the fact that a
game reveals the negative character features of children (Valancius, 1972: 305).

Discussing the archival ethnographic sources in the inter-war period, first of all
we should mention the contribution of Balys Bura¢as. His photos and ethnographic
material about toys are stored in the archives of the Kaunas Vytautas the Great War,
Mikalojus Konstantinas Ciurlionis’ Art, Siauliai “Ausra“, the Lithuanian National
museums. The ethnographer and museologist B. Burac¢as not only photographed
Lithuanian towns during feasts, the toys sold in markets, but also recorded the

biographical data of toys’ manufacturers, peculiarities of toys’ manufacture and trade in
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his registration books of photos and negatives, which are stored in the archive of the
Kaunas Vytautas the Great War Museum. Particularly valuable is the material recorded
by him about the folk artists and masters of toys Ambrazas Lucka, Jonas Orvidas,
Kazimieras Jundulas, Nikodemas Mockus (KVDKM, BBN No. 3540, 3537, 3550, 3551,
3556, 3564).

Most of the archive materials of the inter-war cowherds’ sound and moving toys
are collected in the archive of the Ethnography Department of the Siauliai “Ausra“
museum. Here, stored is the ethnographic material and drawings of different toy vehicles
collected by Adomas Vitauskas, made by children’s parents or children themselves
(SAM, b. 54), Vladas Martinkus’ description of cowherds’ toy weapons, their drawings
(SAM, b. 49). The Siauliai museologists Vincas Vaitiekiinas (SAM, 43 b) and Juozas
Petrulis (SAM, b. 30) most by focused on the cowherds’ musical instruments describing
their conditions of manufacture and usage.

The archive of the Ethnography Department of the Lithuanian National Museum
stores a number of valuable material about the toys made by children themselves, which
was found in the childhood’s memories written down by Emilija Miltenien¢ from
Ylakiai (Skuodas district) (NM F-28-39, F. 28-37), as well as in the ethnographic
material gathered by the ethnographers of the Virbaliskiai school in 1984 about
children’s growing and education. Some information is found in the Virbaliskés
surroundings of the Kupiskis district (what were the first children’s toys, how bigger and
smaller children played together in a village (NM F.16-35)).

Data about old toys can be found in the ethnographic material, collected by the
ethnologists of the Institute of History, the expeditions of the Romuva Ethnographers
Club of the Vilnius University, about grazing, calendar customs, folk pedagogy, which is
stored in the archive of the Institute of History and the Manuscript Department of the
Library of Vilnius University. In the archive of the Institute of History, most information
about the old rural children’s toys can be found in the answers to the ethnographic
questions sheet No. 12, which was drawn up in 1969 and sent to ethnographers of
different regions of Lithuania to collect material (11A (b. 215). They refer to the toys
which in villages used to become different materials found in nature, some vegetables
and fruits of plants, as well as various toy vehicles which in winter and summer were

made by parents of small children or by the children themselves. Cowherds’ toys and
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games with clay toys in the Zeimelis surroundings (Pakruojis district) were described by
the ethnographer Juozas Sliavas; his manuscript is stored in the Manuscript Department
of the Vilnius University (VUBRS, F. 152-3).

Much valuable material about toys can be found in the childhood’s memories
written by ethnographers in the childhood’s memories that are stored in the archive of
the Open-Air Museum of Lithuania. Especially valuable is the material recorded by
Antanas Bielinis about cowherds’ toys in Tveredius surroundings of the Svencionys
district (LBM, b.4596, b. 10098) and the memories of Agniet¢é Ambraziejiité-
Steponaitiené who tells about girls’ games with dolls, as well as a puppet theatre which
was carried by traveling masters before Christmas from house to house (LBM, b. 5732).
The teacher and museologist Stasys Ankevicius in the childhood’s memories described a
toy of a functioning mill, which he made himself when beinga cowherd (LBM b. 10193).
Valentinas Gustainis wrote a story of old men born in the late 19th century, who
producedthe oldest store-bought toys in Griskabadis surroundings (Sakiai district) (LBM
b. 10262).

About the importance of toys in an organized children’s care in times of serfage
tells the story of Mikalojus Katkus “Balanos gadynéje (“The spill’s age”) (1989: 35). A
number of data about the traces of the most common rural children’s toys and games we
find in the autobiographies, childhood’s memories of people serving to Lithuania. A lot
of valuable knowledge is provided by the social activist Jonas Basanavicius
(Basanavicius, 1926), Elena Glemzaité-Dulaitiené (Glemzaité-Dulaitiené, 1958), the
writers Broné Buivydaité (Buivydaité, 1969) and Pranas Masiotas (Masiotas, 1993), the
historian Ona Giréyté-Maksimaitiené¢ (Giréyté-Maksimaitiené, 1996), ethnographers
Bronius Antanaitis (Antanaitis, 1992), Vladas Statkevicius (Statkevicius, 1992), Vladas
Ul¢inskas (Ul¢inskas, 1995), Emilija Brajinskiené (Brajinskiené 1997), Leonas
Lingvevicius (Lingvevicius, 2005) and Albinas Batavic¢ius (Batavicius, 2005), the lawyer
Leonas Petras (Leonas, 2005), and others. About Lithuanian Minor fishermen’s
children’s toys and games in the beginning of the 20th century — “kauliné Gz&€”, wooden
circle, sailing with skates — wrote Ricardas Pycas (Richard Pietsch) in the book

“Curonian Neringa fishermen’s life”” (1982).



Valuable information about the inter-war children’s toys was provided by photos
with children’s toys, which were published in the periodicals designed to children and
adults — “Saltinélis” (1906-1940), “Vyturys” (1931, 1935-1940), “Ziburélis” (1920
1944) “Jaunasis tkininkas” (1932-1940), “Motina ir vaikas” (1929-1940), “Naujas
zodis” (1925-1933), as well as photos from the personal albums of Marija Matusakaité,

An analysis of museum exhibits has a significant importance to the dissertation’s
research. We used the toys collections from the late 19th to the first half of the 20th
century, which are stored in the collections of the Russian Museum of Ethnography in
Saint Petersburg, the Lithuanian National, M. K. Ciurlionis’ Art, Lithuanian Art
museums, Siauliai “Ausra”, Tel$iai “Alka”, Kédainiai, Mazeikiai, Silale, Ukmergg,
Rokiskis area, Upyna Folk Crafts, Pedagogical Faculty of the Klaipéda University, the
Lithuania Minor history, Folk Musical Instruments, A. and J. Juskos Ethnic Culture, the
Open-Air museums.

The first child-made toy rifle “musket” which got into a museum, and wooden
home-made ice skates are stored in the Museum of Ethnography in Saint Petersburg,
where they were brought in 1907 by the museum personnel from the expedition to
Lithuania. The collection of the Lithuanian National Museum mostly consists of
traditional wooden toys made in the late 19th to the first half of the 20th century. Part of
them were taken over from the Ethnographic Museum of Stefan Batory University in
Vilnius, others — from the collections of the Lithuanian Science, Science Fellows and
Belarusian Science Societies. The collection of these toys was supplemented by the
wooden toys found by the ethnographic expeditions in Sudovia and Samogitia in the 5th
decade of the 20th century.

The National M. K. Ciurlionis’ Art Museum stores the largest collection of
Lithuanian folk clay and wooden whistles which were made by potters and folk artists,
wood masters in the 3—4 decades of the 20th century in different areas. In the Lithuanian
Art, Siauliai “Ausra”, Telsiai “Alka”, Kédainiai, Ukmergé, Mazeikiai, Silale, Upyna
area, A. and J. JuSkos Ethnic Culture museums you can see different kinds of toys made

and sold by the local craftsmen in the first part of the 20th century.
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The Museum of Lithuanian Folk Music Instruments exhibits the blown
instruments which rural children could make from tree branches, bark, straw or a tube of
a feather. The toy museum of the Pedagogical Faculty of the Klaipéda University
exhibits various fabric reconstructions of “rag” puppets, and the Open-Air Museum of
Lithuania accumulated a numerous collection of wooden cowherds’ toys’
reconstructions.

The study used 1433 toys stored in various museums and private collections, 80
authentic toys’ reconstructions, 36 photos stored in archives and private collections, 22
drawings reconstructing the toys.

The main source of the dissertation was the material of the field research
conducted by the author of the dissertation in 1988-2010'. The researches were
performed in 54 areas, they cover all regions of Lithuania. During them, there were
interviewed 186 presenters. There were collected 499 authentic and authentically
reconstructed exhibits.

Review of the previous research

The research of toys in Lithuania and other countries is distinguished by the
diversity and creative application of research methods.

The first research of Lithuanian toys was published in the journal “Gimtasis
krastas”: Adomas Vitauskas described peasant children’s toys (1937a: 65-72; 1937b:
126-132). The researcher drew attention to the fact that toys for boys were made by their
fathers. He also observed the influence of historical events, economy reforms on the
increase of one or another kind of toys (Vitauskas, 1937b:132). Peliksas Bugailiskis,
Kazimieras Scesnulevi¢ius, Balys Buracas focused on cowherds’ toys. They described
how the cowherds produced, decorated wooden whistles, reeds, tubes (lumzdeliai) and
other noise-making toys (Bugailiskis, 1935: 266-273, S¢esnulevicius, 1938: 368-375,
Buracas, 1993). Antanas Gricius, discussing the education of peasant children, noted that
they did not buy toys (Gricius, 1942: 98-106). During this period, considerable attention

was paid to the social, educational and market aspects.

! The collected ethnographic material is stored in the archive of the Open-Air Museum.
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Lithuanian toys’ studies were carried out in the Stefan Batory University in
Vilnius occupied by Poland. In their essence, these studies little differed from those
carried out in independent Lithuania. In the fourth decade of the 20th century, in the
Vilnius area, children’s toys were described by the ethnologist Cezarija Baudouin de
Kurten-Erenkroicova from the Stefan Batory University (Baudouin de Courtenay-
Ehrenkreutzowa, 1992-1993: 127). She mentions home-made fabric dolls, wicker and
clay toys, wooden horses, whistles produced by the children themselves. All of them the
ethnographer summarized as “modest, grey, childish”.

The student Kazimiera Domanievska (Domaniewska, 1937: 38-52) of the
University also published an article about children’s games and toys in Vilnius
surroundings, in which she stated that children usually had home-made toys: fabric dolls,
wooden horses, rotating whirligigs (“kaulinés tzés”), wooden and cord stone slingshots.

In Soviet times, Lithuanian ethnologists did not pay more attention to the studies
of traditional toys. For example, the publication “Lietuvos etnografija” of the generalized
nature gives several times less space to toys and games than to tangible measures of
child rearing, although both games and toys manufacture was expressed by the initiative
of the children themselves and creative abilities (Vysniauskaité, 1964: 448-464). The
fact that in Lithuanian village dominated home-made toys is mentioned by the
ethnologists Angelé Vysniauskaité (1971: 200-206) and Irena Cepiené (2003: 184—187).
Writing about peasant children education, the ethno-pedagogue Romanas Vasiliauskas
(1972: 220-230; 1989: 182-186) discussed traditional toys. Toys, according to him, had
an important meaning in the development of job skills, encouraging children to work
well.

A larger ethnological study about children’s toys was published in 1956 by
Vytautas Steponaitis in his book “Lithuanian folk games and entertainment”. The book,
in addition to games, also describes the toys used in folk, unfortunately, without
geographical and bibliographical references. The ethnologist Angelé Vysniauskaité also
quite modestly contributes to the development of toys’ classification by distinguishing
children’s carriages and sledges according to the method of production into towed and
sliding (1959: 307). The ethnologist Prané Dunduliené (1999: 73) in her book “Family

traditions of old Lithuanian village”, written in the 1990s, mentioned the mostly

prevalent rural children’s toys: dolls, cowherds’ whistles and reeds, clay figures of
animals and people.

Summarizing the studies carried out during the Soviet period, it can be said that
they were not equivalent to the development of the Lithuanian ethnology. Science was
developing fast enough, and the meaning of toy still was a “white spot” for the
Lithuanian culture. New opportunities occurred after the restoration of Lithuanian
independence, even more intensifying ethnographic field researches.

The ethnographer Juozas Kudirka published the study “Lithuanian sports games”
in 1993, but more attention has not been devoted to the means of games or toys. J.
Kudirka also studied the production of wooden rocking horses in the villages of Vilnius
surroundings. In the article “Cekoniskés’ horses” he described toys’ masters that
produced wooden rocking horses in the 4-8th decades of the 20th century in Prapuolai
village (Vilnius district), also revealed the production and decoration of toys, the
peculiarities of trade in Vilnius St. Casimir’s Fair (2000: 56). Thus, he was the first who
discussed the aspect of the toys’ market in Lithuania.

The lecturer Renata Jarovaitiené of the Pedagogical Faculty of Klaipéda
University analysed the evolution of games and toys in Lithuania Minor (1994: 34-36).
Basing on the written sources, ethnographic research of the 15th-17th centuries, she
stated that games and toys in the Curonian Neringa, the Pomeranian province, the
Western Samogitia were similar. In Lithuania Minor, compared with other regions,
children had more toys with which they plaid with water: paper and wooden boats, water
mills, water pistols charged with water, birds folded from water plants. This land was
especially popular with skating and sailing with skates. This article proves that the land’s
relief, natural environment could determine certain specifics of toys.

During the National Revival period also appeared larger-scale works of regional
researchers. A distinctive article was written by Almina Blaziené (1989: 20-21). She,
basing on the ethnographic material collected in Panevézys, Sakiai and Kaunas
surroundings, described fabric dolls, craftsmen whistles, “tzés”, wooden skates, stick-
pulled wheels, small baby carriages, wooden bikes, wooden weapons, wooden horses,

paper and wooden boats.
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Analysing the customs of life’s cycle, also the toys were episodically mentioned.
The ethnologist Rasa Paukstyté, discussing the customs of a child’s birth, emphasized
that a doll helped a girl to strengthen the innate sense of motherhood (1995: 397). Rasa
Racitinaité in her study about a woman’s life in the interwar Lithuania emphasized the
role of mother educating children. Toys and games, according to her, helped peasant
children to form a lifelike position and ideals (Racitnaité, 2002: 75-78).

Presentations of the collections of toys are started to make in museums. They also
contributed to the preparation of our classification. Grazina Dauniené reviewed the
history of the origin of the collection of clay and wooden whistles of the Kaunas M. K.
Ciurlionis’ Art Museum, manufacturers of whistles and their production centres, the
most popular shapes of clay and wooden whistles (1997: 39-44). In this way, she also
has extended the toy market research started by Juozas Kudirka. Even a wider
presentation of the collection of toys of the National Museum was presented by Elvyda
Lazauskaité (2001: 8-50). She reviewed various toys classified according to the purpose,
use in games and distribution in Lithuanian village from the late 19th to the first half of
the 20th century.

In the educational aspect, much place is devoted to a toy and a game in Romanas
Vasiliauskas’ monograph ,,Lithuanian folk pedagogy as a phenomenon of socialization
of the young generation”. Toys in folk pedagogy he calls the initial stage of social
training that helped children to know themselves, to understand the functional purpose of
things, to get acquainted with the community’s norms of behaviour (Vasiliauskas, 2006).

Old toys are also mentioned by archaeologists. Noteworthy are articles of Povilas
Blazevic¢ius (2005: 164-171; 2008: 71-122) and the monograph ,, The oldest Lithuanian
toys” (2011) written on the basis of the archaeological data of the 13"_17th centuries. A
toy arrow or spearhead of the 13"-14th century were found in Kernavé and in the same
period a toy sword handle in the Vilnius Lower Castle. From the same period, also a toy
boat carved from the birch-bark from Kernavé, the production of which does not differ
from those that was made by rural children. An axis of a rolling toy wagon, dated to the
beginning of the 15th century, was found in the Vilnius Lower Castle, carved in the same
way, with an axis which could be make by children in home conditions (2011: 51, 54—
55). The data of archaeological toys confirm that the production method of the majority

of home-made toys has not changed for long centuries.
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Foreign research the history of toys we can distribute into three main groups: 1.
Research which reveals the evolution of toys and the characteristic toys of each historical
period from prehistoric times to the 20h century. 2. Research designed to the evolution
of toy history of any single nation. 3. Research of the history of the origin and
production of individual toys.

Works on the history of the global evolution of toys, toys of different periods
from the ancient times appeared in the beginning of the 20th century. The historians of
German, French, Russian, English and American toys deserved most in this field. The
most famous works are the following: English historian N. Jackson’s book ,,Toys of
other days” and L. Daiken’s book ,,Children’s toys through the ages”, A. Fraser’s book
,Toy story” (Jackson, 1907; Daiken, 1953; Fraser, 1966), Russian toy historian L.
Orshanskij’s book ,,Toys. Toy story, ethnography and psychology” (Opmanckwuii, 1923).
The Czech researcher E. Hercik presented the toys of different nations and various
periods stored in different museums of the world (Hercik, 1952). The history of toy
evolution in the world from the ancient times is reviewed in the book ,,Children’s toys of
bygone days” of the famous German historian K. Grober (Grober, 1928). Also
significant are books of the American toy historians: D. Foley’s ,, Toys forever” and G.
White’s ,,Ancient toys and their base” (Foley, 1962; White, 1971).

In the middle of the 20th century, more works have appeared, in which children’s
toys of individual nations were discussed. A comprehensive monograph about toys of the
Polish nation was written by T. Severin. In this book, he discussed the history of the
origin of Polish toys and their evolution from the ancient times, as well as the main
centres of wooden and clay toys made in Poland and their paths of spread (Seweryn,
1960). K. Fritzsch and M. Bachman’s book ,,Illustrated toy story” depicts the rise of
German toys and their main production centres (Fritzsch, Bachmann, 1968). A catalogue
of clay and wooden toys of the Ukrainian nation, classified according to production sites,
is composed by M. Kompaneic (Komnaneiin, 1980). G. Dain’s book ,,Russian toy”
provides a comprehensive, richly illustrated material on the characteristic history of toys
of the Russian people, their production sites and producers from ancient times to the
middle 20th century ([aiin, 1987). Eva Panchuhova’s book ,,Wooden folk toys” reveals
the history, the main production centres and classification of wooden toys of the

Slovenian folk (Panchuhova, 1988). The examples of Estonian folk toys are presented in
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R. Piiri’s booklet ,,Estonian folk toys™ (Piiri, 1989). Belarusian clay toys are presented in
M. Rzavucki’s book ,,Belarusian clay toy” (Pxasyukwu, 1991).

Researchers of foreign countries also analyse individual toys or the history of
their production centres. Rozova’s book ,,Bogorodian toy and sculpture” is dedicated to
the manufacturers of toys in the Bogorode village near Moscow, which presents one of
the most famous Russian toy production centres where figurative and moving wooden
toys were manufactured (Po3zosa, 1970). R. Thiele and K. Haase’s book ,,Table games”
analysed the history of the origin of puzzles, other table games and their production not
only with their illustrations, historical pictures, but also with drawings of their
manufacture (Thiele, Haase, 1988).

Foreign researchers gave much attention to the research of toys; therefore, this
review provides only a part of the works which were used when writing the dissertation.

Originality and relevance of the research

This is the first scientific work investigating the Lithuanian rural children’s toys
from the late 19th to the first half of the 20th century, and the second work after Povilas
Blazevi¢ius® monograph ,, The oldest Lithuanian toys” about toys in Lithuania in general.

The dissertation focuses on the subject itself — toys of the researched spread
throughout the different Lithuanian museums, as well as toys’ iconography and the
associated historical, archival and other material. The latter expanded and deepened by
the field research specifically conducted for this dissertation, during which not only were
collected and reconstructed the toys themselves, but also questions were raised, who and
how produced children’s toys and how children played with them.

For the first time in the literature of Lithuanian ethnology, there was created the
classification of Lithuanian toys by their purposes. This classification has revealed the
main features of the Lithuanian toys.

The toy research revealed a playing child and his world of games, his imagination
and creation space. Thus, the research of traditional children’s toy tests should be useful
and relevant not only for researchers in various fields of science, but also for research in
the fields of science that deal with children’s teaching, education, and culture of

cognition.
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In the 4th decade of the 20th century, toys already had been started to realize as
an important part of the culture, forming children’s national identity. At that time,
initiated were more than one project of the traditional toys revival, which were stopped
by Lithuanian occupation at their beginning. This dissertation enables to continue the
revival of traditional toys’ initiatives not only to recognize traditional Lithuanian rural
toys, but also to develop them on the basis of the former tradition. Continuing the old
traditions, enriching them with new ideas, samples of the old toys can be used by folk
artists of various areas.

The performed research will contribute to the dissemination of traditional toys in
museums’ educational programs, children’s teaching and educational institutions where
they will be able not only to get acquainted but also to learn to play with the copies of
traditional toys. On the basis of these studies has already developed the educational
traditional toys’ exposure in the Open-air Museum.

This study allows comparing Lithuanian toys with the toys of different cultural
periods of other nations. The started research of toys will be significant in the
continuation of this theme in the future research.

The structure of the dissertation

The dissertation consists of an introduction, four chapters of enunciation,
conclusions, references, and lists of illustrations.

The first part of the dissertation is devoted to the study of the general issues of
toys. There are presented specifics and intentions of the research of a toy as an object.
Highlighted are the social aspects of a toy: toys’ distribution in different social layers in
the period under research. Presented are the aims of the interwar Lithuania in order to
support the development of Lithuanian toys, assessing their contribution to the formation
of Lithuanian identity.

The researched toys from the late 19th to the first half of the 20th century by
classifying them according to the purpose are distinguished into three groups: sound,
moving, non-moving toys. Each of these groups is discussed and analysed in a separate

section of the dissertation.
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To sound toys devoted is the second part of the dissertation by structuring toys
according to how the sound is produced: noise-making, blown, and stringed toys. These
three groups of toys are further distinguished according to shape or material.

The part discussing moving toys distinguishes nine groups according to the
movement mechanism: inertia-propelled, pull along, pendulous, rotating, rolling, toys on
swings, mills, weapons and vehicles.

The final part discusses non-moving toys, which include eight groups
distinguished by the shape of a toy: animals, dolls and sculptures, toys resembling work
tools, household objects, furniture, puzzles, clothing and footwear, toys resembling
buildings and structures.

The dissertation concludes with conclusions, references, and lists of illustrations.

Defensive statements

1. Classification of traditional toys according to the purpose of a toy best reflects the
most typical features of Lithuanian rural children’s toys. According to this
classification, three main types of toys are distinguished: sound, moving, non-
moving toys.

2. Due to weak commercial and economic relations, the rather isolated way of
living, in Lithuanian village until the middle of the 20th century dominated home-
made toys which children usually made themselves. Therefore, the research of
toys reveals a child’s imagination and creation world.

3. Although during the inter-war period there appeared the first centres of toys’
manufacture, in Lithuania, unlike in European countries, they have not grown into
large-scale centres producing only toys. Toys were generally produced by
craftsmen, mostly potters and folk artists, and the manufacturing of toys was an
additional source of income to them.

4. Archaic shapes are characteristic of Lithuanian toys, linking them with the public
culture of primeval people.

5. Children’s toys are an integral part of national culture, reflecting the common

historical, economic and cultural situation.
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I.ATOY OF THE LATE 19TH - THE FIRST HALF OF 20TH CENTURY AS
OBJECT OF ETHNOLOGY RESEARCH
.1. IMPORTANCE OF THE RESEARCH OF THINGS IN ETHNOLOGY

The first part of the introduction states that the dissertation is designed for research of
toys as objects. Whereas, sciences of these days’ ethnology and anthropology focus
more on processes of research, a strategy of this dissertation requires an additional
argumentation, i.e. rethinking and expansion of concept of the thing. Thereto favourable
direction of the humanity returning to the things (E. Husserl, M. Heidegger, M. Merleau-
Ponty), and they influence phenomenological anthropology (M. Jackson). Return to the
things is understood as enabling return to authentic being.

The traditional ethnological concept of a thing, first of all, pays attention to shape,
material and method of manufacture, tools used for manufacture, peculiarities of
decoration, purposes of use of a thing, location of storage. It is also intended to
understand, how the same thing and its purpose were understood by human being who
had it.

This dissertation attempts to expand the boundaries of ethnology reconsidering and
adjusting the concept of a thing. In this way, ethnology acquires features of
anthropology, thus it intends to maintain the closest possible contact of toy with a child,
who created it and played with it.

A toy as an object distinguishes for creativity. Research has shown that the major toy
manufacturers in Lithuanian village were cowherds, so the toys uncover for us the initial
children’s creativity and imagination. On the one hand, we can talk about economic
backwardness of rural Lithuania, because of which almost were not purchased toys and
longer than in other countries remained the oldest home-made toys. But on the other
hand, the shortage of toys created favourable conditions for children’s creativity.

For children creating human and animal figures, dominated generalized forms, when
more realistically was highlighted only the most characteristic feature of the figure.
These figures remind a style of visual art figures of the Stone Age. Rural children
learned to make toys from each other or they were taught by adults. Therefore, rural
children are naturally produced such toys, which have been passed down from
generation to generation. The remained old toys show that some things used by primeval

people remained, because children played with them. Therefore, the dissertation
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researching old children’s toys in relatively late period, distinctively communicates with
culture of the earliest times.
1.2. THE SOCIAL ASPECTS OF ATOY

Lithuanian children’s life differs depending on social status of their family. In the late
the 19th —the first half of the 20th century the most of the Lithuanian people lived in
villages or small towns and their main source of income was agricultural activity. Toys
were produced in traditional peasant family for the smallest, do not consumed special
tools or materials. Toys were made from dough, spinning tow taken out wool or flax
bunch or made a doll, threshing rye, laced straw toys from slaughtered pig’s bladder or
goose’s larynx made rattle, and from goose’s sternum produced jumping goatling. Most
of girls under 3 years already had the first fabric doll. Only wealthy peasants sometimes
used to buy a doll or a head of doll for small girls. Almost a quarter of peasant children
(26,47%) had the purchased toys. More attention was paid to senior children (3-6 years).
About a half of senior peasant children (55.14%) had the purchased toys. Even 45.58%
of cases the first toys were already made by children themselves from various materials
that they found in their own environment. 7-14-year-old children usually shepherded.
When shepherded, children shared experience with each other, learning to produce the
toys (88.23% of cases).

Craftsmen paid more attention to the toys. They not only made them by themselves,
but also bought. Craftsmen children under three years had the purchased toys twice as
many than peasant children (55.14% of cases); considerably more in 3-6 age group
(78.94% of cases) and almost the same number of 7-14 age group (47.36% of cases).
Craftsmen children made toys themselves far less often than peasant children (3—6 age
group, 39.47%; 7-14-year-old — 84.21% of cases). More toys had children which parents
manufactured toys.

Comparing with peasants and craftsmen families, public servant families were pretty
scanty. They during the interwar period grew average only 2—4 children. Most of public
servant paid considerable attention to children’s education, therefore they bought more
toys. Children of public servants of all age groups had the purchased toys (100%),
therefore there was a little need to produce them by themselves. That was done only by
20% of 3-6-year-old and 40% of 7-14-year-old children. Their toys comparing with

peasants and craftsmen children were not related to parents’ employment or occupation.
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1.3. IMPORTANCE OF ATOY FOR NATIONAL IDENTITY FORMATION

In the first part of the 20th century, in the modernizing Lithuanian culture, national
identity was developing alive: on the one hand, the Lithuanian cultural heritage was
taken over, on the other hand, a new Lithuanian culture was created, meeting the needs
of time. It should be noted that in the projects of national identity formation, a specific
attention was paid also to toys. After the declaration of Lithuanian independence and the
intensification of economics of the Republic of Lithuania after the First World War and
the wars of independence, concerns were raised also to the industry of toys. In the fourth
decade of the 20th century, the number of Lithuanian toys in the Lithuanian market
increased. Their production was stimulated by the Home Industry Affairs Commission
established by the Chamber of Agriculture, and the ,,Marginiai” cooperative which was
organized for the production and sale of various folk crafts. Samples of Lithuanian toys
were exposed also in global exhibitions of folk crafts.

1.4. CLASSIFICATION PRINCIPLES OF TOYS

The classification of numerous arrays of toys was collected during the research — it is
itself the objective of this dissertation. The classification intends to understand the
current array and thereby to help those who are looking for descriptions and research of a
particular toy.

The books designed for toys of other countries usually classify them by the principle
of the chronological development of toys (Sewerin, 1960, Hereik, 1952, Gréber, 1928;
Fraser, 1966). Another common basis of the classifications of toys is the material of
which a toy is made (Lewinska, 1980, PxaByiku, 1991, Kommaneiinp, 1980,
[TepeBesennieBa, 1980, Jlaita, 1987). In rare cases, toys are classified according to what
they depict (Piiri, 1989, Lazauskaité, 2001) or by their purpose (Daiken, 1953). The use
of toys in different games is based on the classification of the Lithuanian archaeological
13th—17th centuries’ toys, suggested by the archaeologist Povilas Blazevicius
(Blazevicius, 2011).

Classifying sound generating toys, widely reviewed was the globally spread Curt
Sachs’ and Erich Hornbostell’s classification of musical instruments, as well as Marija
Baltréniené¢ and Romualdas Apanavicius’ research of Lithuanian folk music instruments.

During the ethnological research designed for this dissertation, the toys were

collected together with memories, stories of the presenters, how a toy was used. In order
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to preserve the unity of the things and memories collected, the objective was risen to
create a classification of Lithuanian toys of the late 19th — first half of the 20th century,
based on the toy characteristic which is essential for a child and attracts most attention of
a child: the sound generated, the movement of a toy, or the figure of a toy. According to
their features, all toys known until now are classified into sound (idiophone, blown and
stringed), moving (inertia-propelled, pull along, pendulous, rotating, rolling, toys on
swings, mills, weapons and vehicles) and non-moving toys (animals, work tools,
household objects, furniture, buildings and structures, dolls and sculptures, clothing and
footwear, puzzles). Three main chapters reveal the specifics and diversity of the toys
researched.
I SOUND TOYS

Sound toys span three toy sub-groups which differ according to how the sound is
produced: 1. noise-making toys; 2. blown toys; 3. stringed toys. Unlike other objects,
these things can be identified not just as children’s toys, but also as work tools,
signalling and musical instruments, or even works of art. These types of toys are further
distinguished according to shape and material. In the collections of Lithuania’s museums
it is blown toys that make up the largest group: clay (78.86%) and wooden (18.34%)
whistles; much fewer noise-making toys — rattles and clackers (2.57%); and least of all —
stringed toys, such as bladder bows and violins (0.22%).

1.1 THE NOISE MAKING TOYS

The noise-making group of toys includes rattles and clackers. These toys create a
sound when their components come into contact with one another. Home-made rattles
and clackers were widespread in all of Lithuania, except Lithuania Minor where the
bought version of these toys dominated.

In Lithuanian villages parents, older children and crafts people would make rattles
for their young children from pig bladders, goose gullets, or they could be made from
clay, carved or ground down from wood, or bent into shape from a piece of tin. A
clacker is a wooden instrument consisting of moving, noise-making parts. They can be
divided according to their shape into tabular, hammer-shaped or roller-shaped. It was

mostly herders who made themselves clackers for their own entertainment or for work.
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11.2 Blown toys

Blown toys include figurine whistles and pipes. Blown toys create a sound when air
is blown into a hollow pipe which has holes through which the air can escape. Figurine
whistles are divided according to their shape: human, animal, bird or other. They are
known right across Lithuania, yet the main manufacturing centre of this type of toy was
in the Samogitian region. Of those clay whistles that appear in the collections of
Lithuania’s museums, the most popular figure portrayed was farm animals (46.77%) and
birds (27.83%), while among the wooden whistles most popular were birds (69.18%) and
farm animals (19.49%). In the Lithuanian villages, clay figure whistles were modelled or
made based on a mould by potters, crafts people and merchants who wished to add
variety to their products and thus attract more customers. They would also be made by
poorer village and townspeople, not just men but women as well, searching for an
additional source of income. Copying the bought variety, village children, usually
herders, would also make their own whistles. Wooden figurine whistles were widespread
in all of Lithuania yet they were most popular in Samogitia where they would be carved
by dievdirbiai (religious statuette wood carvers). They would carve them from a plank of
wood or be ground down by wood carvers and turners, as well as dievdirbiai, who were
looking for an additional source of income, or village children. Differently to figurine
whistles, blown pipes can be divided according to the material they were made from —
wood, clay, feathers or straw. Blown pipes were popular in all of Lithuania. They are
closely related to herders’ entertainment and work. The most popular were wooden
whistles made by a majority of village children. Blown pipes stayed around longest in
eastern and south eastern Lithuania where herders herded animals for the longest time.
Bought pipes were more common among children who lived in towns or closer to larger
cities. Wooden pipes could be made from osier, willow, alder, ash, nutwood, black alder,
sorb-apple or pine branches, by twisting, burning or boring out the heart of the wood, or
by simply twisting the bark into shape. Herders would learn how to make wooden or
bark blown pipes from one another.

Clay pipes were similar to wooden whistles and pipes. Clay whistles and pipes were
made and sold by potters and other crafts people. Many village children would make
their own clay whistles and pipes, while bought pipes were more common amongst

children who lived in the towns or closer to the larger cities. In winter village children
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would more often use feather and straw blown pipes. A feather pipe could be made from
a goose’s wing feather shaft. A straw pipe would be made from a rye or wheat straw
with its insides sucked out.
11.3 Stringed toys
Stringed toys make a sound when one or more strings are vibrated. They are
divided according to their shape into bladder bows and violins. Older village children
would make themselves these stringed toys, often herders. Village children would make
their bladder bows from a simple bow bent from a flexible nutwood or willow branch,
tightening the ends with a linen string, or sometimes animal guts or wire. The bow
strings would be rubbed with tree resin or wax to make them more slippery. They would
make a rattle from a pig or another animal’s bladder, adding a few peas or beans,
blowing it up like a balloon, tying the end and drying it. The bow or smicius that was
used to drag along the bow string could be a small bow tightened with a tuft of horsehair
or a file, or scraper, made from a piece of wood with its surface engraved with small
grooves. Toy violins were known throughout all of Lithuania, yet only the odd village
boy would make one for himself. It would be a copy of a regular violin, or a “child’s
violin” where an inflated animal’s bladder filled with peas would be placed under the
strings.
I1l. MOVING TOYS
Moving toys span nine toy groups. In the collections of Lithuanian musuems, the most
numerous group is forms of transport (32.9%), rolling toys (14%), pull-along toys
(12.4%), weapons (12.4%), somewhat fewer inertia-propelled toys (11.3%), mills
(7.65%), and least of all — pendulous toys (3.8%), rocking toys (3.2%) and wind-up toys
(2.2%).
I11.1 Inertia propelled toys
Inertia-propelled toys — spinning tops and their varieties, the sukutis, sparniukai,
zvirblis, oziukas. These would be turned on their axis by hand or by pulling a string. The
Lithuanian museum collections contain inertia-propelled toys mainly from the Samogitia
and eastern Highland areas (Aukstaitija). Spinning tops, a balanélé (small carved stick)
or buttons for young children would be made by their father from bone, while older
children would make them themselves. A spinning top (sukutis) would be made from a

cone- or round-shaped head with a small shaft spun by hand or a string. Sparniukai
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would be carved or shaped from tin, or made from an empty spool, a wooden handle and
a piece of string. The Zvirblis or vilkas was a joke-toy spun by string and released into
someone’s hair. Older village boys would make a Zvirblis from a small bow bent from a
nutwood or willow branch, with the ends tightened with a double string, and a small,
light balanéle stuck in-between the strings. When the parents would kill a goose for a
celebration, they would make a jumping ozZiukas from the goose’s breastbone for a
young child.

111.2 Pull-along toys

Pull-along toys moved by being pulled by string or a stick. They resembled
people, animals or technical equipment. They are divided according to the way they
moved: string-pulled toys or toys with sliding strings or sticks. Pull-along toys were
found all over Lithuania, yet most were found in Samogitia and northern Lithuania. They
were made by crafts people, parents, and children themselves. String-pulled toys were
carved from wood, cut out from a piece of wood or a piece of paper. They would
resemble a person or animal with moveable limbs, or sometimes a toy mill whose wings
would turn as the string was pulled. Some toys moved as sliding strings or sticks were
pulled. Toy wooden blacksmiths became popular from Russia and other European
countries. Figurines of people at work or pecking birds would also be made in Lithuania,
or timber cutters or someone chopping firewood. Joke-boxes were also known, where
certain toy parts moved under a sliding lid which would close the box. They would
resemble a person or animal, usually a kind of reptile’s head. Some toys moved on a
vane that would open and close.

111.3 Pendulous toys

Pendulous toys were various figurines with a weight that would swing like a
pendulum. They are divided according to their shape: a figurine of a person with a tool
(usually a man with a wooden saw) and animal figurines (mostly hens). Toy figurines
with a weight were widespread in all of Lithuania. The museum collections mostly
contain toys from eastern Lithuania, where they remained in use the longest.

111.4 Wind-up toys

Wind-up toys are figurines that moved when a barrel-shaft handle was turned.

They are divided according to shape: a figurine of a person with a tool (reapers) or a mill
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and a person with a tool. Craftspeople would usually make such toys, as well as older
village boys with a leaning towards woodwork.

111.5 Rolling toys

Rolling toys can be divided according to their shape: round, cylindrical, bowed
and wheeled, and toys with wheels. In the late 19th and early 20th century village
children would make wooden, felt and fabric balls. In Lithuanian villages up until the
Second World War rubber factory-made balls were mostly owned only by wealthier
peasant children. A sphere would be cut from a birch or fir-tree log or cut from a dry
piece of wood. Sometimes it would be bound with tin or a metal rim. In those days
children would also roll wooden or steel rims. Toys with wheels would often resemble
animals — horses, birds or rabbits — or people. Wooden horses with wheels were
especially popular, and would be made by farmers or certain crafts people.

111.6 Rocking toys

Rocking toys were aimed at young children. Most often this was a large horse on
which a young child could sit and rock backwards and forwards.

111.7 Toy mills

Toy mills can be divided according to how they turned, i.e., by wind or water.
Simple toy mills were widespread in all of Lithuania. The Lithuanian museums
collection has toys of this sort mainly from Samogitia and Suvalkija. Simple toy mills
would be made by village children from a stick with an axle and one or two wings
attached, carved from wood or cut from a piece of tin, sometimes cut from paper. Some
older boys knew how to carve a mill and join the wings with wooden rattles or clackers,
or add moving figurines. Village children would also construct wooden water mills in
streams or ditches with swift flowing water.

111.8 Toy weapons

Toy weapons were made as copies of weapons used by adults. According to how
they worked, they can be divided into sling (sling-shots and bows) or shooting action
(piston and gunpowder fired) toys. The Lithuanian museum collections hold most toys of
this type from eastern Lithuania. Village children, usually herders, would make various
sling action toys from string or sticks. Bows can be further divided into simple bows and
bow guns. To make a bow they would take a nutwood or willow branch with the bark

still on, bend it into a semi-circle and attach a piece of string to each end, a templé (string
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part of the bow). Arrows would be carved from ash wood. A bow gun was similar to a
crossbow. It was made from a bow and a wooden stock. Toy guns were similar to real
firing weapons. Herders would make piston fired guns from a pipe where the heart of the
tree branch would be twisted or carved out, or from a goose wing feather, and a piston
which they would make from a little stick. A gunpowder gun would be made from a
metal pipe fixed to a wooden browning-shaped stock. Herders would make the metal
pipe from a piece of tin or ask a blacksmith to forge one for them.

111.9 Toy forms of transport

Toy forms of transport can be divided according to their means of mobility: land
rollers (wheels, scooters, bicycles, cars), winter skaters (sleds, ice-skates), water
transport (boats) and air transport (planes). These types of toys were popular all over
Lithuania. Toy forms of transport were usually boys’ toys which they would make
themselves. Sometimes the toys themselves or their parts would be made by the parents,
blacksmiths or crafts people.

IV. NON-MOVING TOYS

Non-moving toys make up eight groups, according to the shape of the toy. Most
popular in the Lithuanian museum collections are animals (36.4% of all non-moving
toys), dolls and sculpturettes (18.4%) and toys resembling work tools (15.8%).
Somewhat rarer were household objects (9.1%), toy furniture (7.3%) and puzzles (6.8%).
The rarest non-moving toys were clothing and footwear (4.2%), and toys resembling
buildings and structures (2%).

V.1 Animal toys

Animal toys can be divided according to animal types: birds, farm animals, wild
animals and reptiles. Animal toys differed according to whether they were hanging or
free-standing toys. The Lithuanian museum collections feature these types of toys from
all over Lithuania. Hanging birds sometimes resembled forest birds with out-stretched
wings. Hanging toy birds could be made from egg shells, woven from straw or carved
from wood. These types of toys would be hung above a young child’s cradle or above
the table as a decoration during family and calendar celebrations. Free-standing birds
would be made from clay, woven from reeds, carved from wood or made from plaster or
metal poured into moulds. Children played with farm animal, wild animal and reptile

toys as well. Parents would make these sorts of toys for their youngest children, while
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older children could make them themselves, or crafts people would make them from
clay, carve them from wood, use moulds, or sew them from fabric scraps.

IVV.2 Toy work tools

Toy work tools are divided according to their function: wood processing tools;
farming tools; grain harvest, cleaning, threshing and grinding tools; linen processing
tools; spinning and weaving tools; and washing and ironing tools. The Lithuanian
museum collections contain toys of this sort from all over Lithuania. Toy wood
processing tools included knives, axes, saws and grind-stones. In the late 19th—early 20th
century it was usually village children who would carve these items from wood. Toy
farming tools, such as shovels, harrows, ploughshares and ploughs would be made from
wood or sometimes even iron. Children also happily played with grain harvest, cleaning,
threshing and grinding tools that would be either made by crafts people or themselves, as
well as wooden hoes, flails, rollers, thrashing machines, pitchforks, winnows and querns.
Toy linen processing tools that included brakes, scutchers and brushes were rather rare,
and only the collection of one master is known. Toy spinning and weaving tools were
usually spinning wheels, swifts, winders, thread-winders, warpers and weaving looms
made by the odd older boy or crafts people. Children and crafts people would make toy
washing and ironing tools, such as flailers and rolling-pins.

IVV.3 Toy household objects

Toy household objects can be divided according to their purpose and included
dishes, food preparation tools, baskets, money-boxes and boxes. Parents, children and
some crafts people would make them from clay, wood and straw. Toy dishes included
cups, jugs, troughs and woven containers. In the period being researched only the rare
village child would have glasses, porcelain cups, plates or other dishes manufactured in
factories to resemble real dishes. Small toy baskets would be woven by both village
children and some crafts people from osier (cane), nutwood chips or roots, or pine
sapwood. Girls’ favourites were toy food preparation tools: peelers, butter churns and
sieves. Money-boxes would be made from clay or wood for saving money. Toy wooden
or bark boxes were used by village children to store small objects.

V.4 Toy furniture

Toy furniture can be divided according to purpose into cradles, beds, tables,

benches, sofas, chairs and cupboards. Toy furniture resembled the furniture used by
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peasants or manufactured by wood masters and factory-made furniture from the 19th
century to the 1930s. Parents, older children and some crafts people would make toy
furniture objects for younger children.

IVV.5 Toy buildings and structures

Toy buildings and structures can be divided according to houses, huts, farm
buildings, churches, mills, wells and gates. They would be made by parents, older
children and crafts people. The Lithuanian museum collections contain these types of
examples from eastern Lithuania. Children would make houses from clay, hammer them
together from sticks or weave them from osier twigs. The walls would be covered with
turf or moss, woven twigs and straws, and sticks would be used to make the roof. During
craft classes at school, children would learn how to make paper model houses. There
were also complex houses made by toy-master Klemensas Misitinas (b. 1884), known as
the creator of Lithuanian doll-houses. Whilst playing, older boys would construct
houses, huts or tents into which they would crawl and play. Children also played with
toys resembling a barn, stockyard, granary and other farm buildings. They would also
play with wooden and clay model churches. Clay or wood-carved model mills, wells and
gates were also popular toys made by children.

IV.6 Dolls and sculputettes

Dolls and sculpturettes were divided according to their shape. Dolls could be
made from dough, fabric scraps, straw or wood, while free-standing sculpturettes could
be made from clay, wood or metal. Another souvenir doll functional sub-group can also
be distinguished. The Lithuanian museum collections feature dolls and sculpturettes
from various locations in Lithuania. Dolls would resemble a baby or young child, often a
girl. They would be made by the parents or crafts people, while older girls would make
them themselves. Mothers would make toys from dough and bake them along with the
daily bread, or fathers, upon returning from town, would buy dough dolls that would
serve first as toys and later as edible goodies. Fabric dolls would be made by mothers,
grandmothers or seamstresses. Older girls would sew their own dolls. In the late 19th
century some village girls had fabric dolls with porcelain heads. Girls would make straw
dolls themselves. Some would wrap a handful of straw with a scarf, others would plait a
figurine, draw on facial features and dress them with clothes made from paper or sewn

from fabric. Wooden dolls would be made by parents, older boys and crafts people for
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younger girls. Older girls would make their own wooden dolls from a stick or wooden
spoon, tying a scarf on the “head” or wrapping it up like a baby.

Sculpturettes were free-standing figurines resembling people used in children’s
games. Village children and crafts people would make them from clay, carve them from
wood or assemble them from natural materials. Crafts people would make them from
plaster or metal using moulds. It was usually girls who made clay doll sculpturettes,
while boys would make soldiers, concentrating only on the main external features. More
precise clay sculpturettes would be fired and sold by crafts people. Herders and some
crafts people, usually dievdirbiai, would carve wooden soldiers. Village boys would
accentuate only the most characteristic external features, while crafts people made and
painted their figurines to look more life-like. Village children and crafts people would
also make sculpturettes from pine cones and moss. Some would resemble an old man
with a walking stick or armful of firewood, others resembled Father Christmas. Crafts
people would also make footballers or soldiers from lead. The Marginiai Cooperative
Company encouraged crafts people and artists to create souvenir dolls wearing national
costume. The artists Konstancija Petrikaité-Tulien¢, Domicelé Tarabildiené and Petras
Tarabilda also created Lithuanian dolls. They were a great success at the 1939 World
Expo in New York (Sataviciate, 2007: 263).

IVV.7 Clothing and footwear

Clothing and footwear make up separate sub-groups. They could be the miniature
clothing and footwear of dolls, and not seperate toys as such. The museum collections
contain mostly such items from western Lithuania. Clothing was divided according to
the gender of the doll, whether it was male or female. This type of clothing was sewn,
knitted or cut out from paper for young girls by the parents, made by the girls themselves
or made by crafts people. Women'’s clothing resembled the actual clothing worn by
women during that time — a scarf, shift, skirt, dress, apron, vest and head covering, while
men’s clothing was just a shirt and pants. Toy footwear is divided into simple leather or
reed wrap-around foot coverings (nagines or vyzas), clogs or shoes, i.e., the type of
footwear people actually wore in the 19th—early 20th century. Toy footwear would be
used on dolls as well as a room decoration. Parents, older children and some crafts

people would make them for younger children from wood, leather or fabric.
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IVV.8 Toy puzzles

Also popular were toy puzzles — objects that could be dismantled that were made
by village boys (usually herders) or some crafts people. Depending on the material they
were made from, they are divided into wooden, wire or string toys. Wooden puzzles
were square figures constructed from sticks or pieces of wood. Inter-locking figures from
wire were also popular. When there was no wire available, herders would make puzzles
using two buttons, a piece of string and a balanélé (small carved stick): the two buttons
would be strung onto the string, whcich would be folded and inserted through the three
holes in the ends and centre of the balanéle. The piece of string would be strung through
the holes until the buttons came loose. More than any other toy, puzzles would help
develop the mind and logical thinking. They were known throughout all of Lithuania, yet
it was mostly just the odd child who would make one themselves.

2. CONCLUSIONS

1. Lithuanian rural toys from the late 19th to the first half of 20th century are
distinguished by their significance: a relation of a toy with a certain play activity
is incomparably more important than its decorativity.

2. The classification of toys according to the purpose showed that in the Lithuanian
village there were spread three types of toys: sound, moving, and non-moving
toys — related to the games of the corresponding type.

3. In the Lithuanian village, during the period of research home-made toys were
widespread, and the social research of toys has shown that among peasant
children, unlike craftsmen and public servant children, purchasable toys were very
rare. Due to the higher economic backwardness, the peasant farm’s isolation,
archaic homemade toys remained longest in the areas of the Eastern Lithuanian
region.

Various materials at hand were used for manufacturing of domestic toys;
therefore, they were simple, one-day, unsteady.

4. In Lithuanian villages, the children were the main manufacturers of toys. The
adults manufactured toys usually only for the youngest. Thus, the research of toys
from the late 19th to the first half of the 20th century opens the unfamiliar world

of a playing child of that time, his imagination and creativity.
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5.

Ideas of toy manufacture were taken over by kids from each other or they were
instructed by adults. Therefore, toys produced by children are a part of traditional
culture. The features of archaic culture are characteristic of rural children’s toys:
figures of generalized, minimally realistically highlighted shapes; a reserved form
highlighting their decoration; noise-making toys, close to the objects of the
magical purpose of early cultures.

The tradition of old toy manufacture was continued also by some craftsmen,
mostly potters and folk artists; therefore, pottery and wooden craft toys were
spreading. The toys manufactured by craftsmen were also characteristic of the
playful purpose; however, they paid more attention to the manufacture method of
a toy, realistic shapes of figures, decoration; therefore, their toys distinguished not
only by durability and longevity, but also by loveliness. During the interwar
years, the first small toy manufacture centres had appeared, mostly in the areas of
the Samogitian region — Kur$énai, Vieksniai, TelSiai, Kraziai, etc. Tailor-made
toys were widely known only in the Klaipéda region, and throughout Lithuania
they pushed out home-made toys only after the Second World War.

In Lithuanian villages, from the late 19th to the first half of the 20th century, the
existing culture of toys manufactured by children was regulated by the needs and
opportunities of the children themselves. By that, it was radically different from
the later periods when home-made toys were changed by bought, tailor-made
toys; the creation of children’s toys was taken over by the adults. It should be
noted that the movement of Lithuanian toys’ creation during the interwar period
renewed the traditional toys, but it already could not revive the tradition when
toys were produced by children themselves.

Despite the recovery movement “Lithuanian toys” arisen in the fourth decade of
the 20th century, the changing economic and cultural environment has led to the
common “Europeanization” of the Lithuanian as well as rural toys, a part of
traditional toys converting to souvenirs. However, the slow pace of urbanization
and the country’s economic situation have determined the longer domination —
even to the middle of the 20th century — of homemade toys in Lithuanian than in

the neighbouring European countries.

2) IStirti atskiry Zaisly gamybos ir kiirybos procesa, konstrukciju ir
puoSybos ypatumus, kilmg ir paplitima, zaidimo jais btdus.

3) Parodyti Zaislo reikSmg¢ vaiko ugdymo ir saviugdos procesuose,
iSrySkinant kirybisSkumo aspekta. ISkelti lietuvisko zaislo svarba stiprinant tauting
tapatybe.

amatininky ir tarnautojy Seimy skirtumus.
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Metodiniai tyrimo principai

Siekiant sutelkti disertacijos objekta, uzpildyti jo spragas, pasitelkta lauko
tyrimy metodologija. Lauko tyrimai atlikti derinant kiekybinius ir kokybinius tyrimo
metodus, taikant stebéjimo, laisvo pokalbio, struktiiruoto ir pusiau struktiruoto interviu
pagal klausimyna ,,Zaislai ir Zaidimy priemonés® (Pliuraite, 1989: 16-19), formas.
Aptikti Zaislai buvo fotografuojami ir pieSiami, fiksuojami pateikéjy pasakojimai apie ju
gamyba ir naudojima.

D¢l tiriamo objekto specifikos — jo neilgaamziSkumo - taikytas lauko

Zaisly tyrimai Lietuvoje ir kitose Salyse pasizyméjo jvairove ir kirybisku
tyrimy metody taikymu.

Pirmieji lietuviSky Zaisluy tyrin¢jimai buvo paskelbti zurnale ,,Gimtasis
krastas“: Adomas Vitauskas apra$é valstieCiy vaiky zaislus (1937a:65-72; 1937b:126-
132). Tyrinétojas atkreipé démesi 1 tai, kad berniukams Zzaislus darydavo tévas. Jis taip
pat pasteb¢jo istoriniy (vykiy, tkio reformy itaka vienos ar kitos riiSies Zzaisly
pagaus¢jimui (Vitauskas, 1937b:132). Peliksas BugailiSkis, Kazimieras Sc¢esnulevicius,
Balys Buracas daugiausia démesio skyré¢ piemeny zaislams. Jie apra$e, kaip piemenys
gamino, puo$¢ medinius Svilpukus, diideles, lumzdelius, kitus garsa sukelian¢ius zaislus
(Bugailiskis, 1935: 266-273, Scesnulevicius, 1938:368-375, Buracas, 1993). Antanas
Gricius, aptardamas valstieCiy vaiky aukléjima, pastebéjo, kad jie neturéjo pirktiniy
zaisly (Gricius, 1942:98-106). Siuo laikotarpiu nemazas démesys buvo skiriamas
socialiniams, edukaciniams ir rinkos aspektams.

Lietuvisky zaisly tyrimai buvo vykdomi ir Lenkijos okupuoto Vilniaus
Stepono Batoro universitete, savo esme $ie tyrimai mazai kuo skyrési nuo atlickamy
Nepriklausomoje Lietuvoje. XX a. ketvirtame deSimtmetyje Vilniaus krasto vaiky
zaislus raS¢ Stepono Batoro universiteto etnologé Cezarija Boduen de Kurtené-
Erenkroicova (Baudouin de Courtenay-Ehrenkreutzowa, 1992-1993: 127). Ji mini namy
darbo medziagines l¢les, paciy vaiky pasigaminamus pintus ir molinius Zaislus, medinius
arkliukus, Svilpukus. Visus juos etnografé apibendrino kaip ,,kuklius, pilkus, vaikiSkus*.

Sio universiteto studenté Kazimiera Domanievska (Domaniewska,1937: 38-
52) taip pat paskelbé straipsni apie vaiky Zaidimus ir Zaislus Vilniaus apylinkeése,
kuriame teige¢, kad vaikai dazniausiai turéjo namy darbo Zaislus: medziagines I¢les,
medinius arkliukus, sukamuosius vilkelius, kaulines uzes, medines ir virvelines

akmenuky laidynés.

Surinkta etnografiné medziaga saugoma Lietuvos liaudies buities muziejaus archyve
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Sovietmeciu tradiciniy zaisly tyrimams Lietuvos etnologai neskyré didesnio
démesio. Pavyzdziui, apibendrinto pobiidZio leidinyje ,,Lietuviy etnografijos bruozai‘
zaislams ir zaidimams skirta kelis kartus maziau vietos negu materialiosioms vaiky
auginimo priemonéms, nors tiek Zaidimuose, tiek Zaisly gamyboje reiskési ir paciy vaiky
iniciatyva ir kiirybiniai gebé¢jimai (VySniauskaité, 1964: 448-464). Kad Lietuvos kaime
vyravo namy darbo Zaislai, mini etnologés Angelés Vysniauskaité (1971: 200-206) ir
Irena Cepiené (2003: 184-187). Rasydamas apie valstiediy vaiky aukléjima tradicinius
zaislus aptaré etnopedagogas Romanas Vasiliauskas (1972: 220-230; 1989: 182-186).
Zaislai anot jo, turéjo svarbia reik§me ugdant darbinius jgidzius, skatinant vaikus gerai
dirbti.

Stambesn¢ etnologin¢ studija apie vaikiSkus Zaislus buvo 1956 metais
publikuota Vytautas Steponaiio knyga ,Lietuviy liaudies zaidimai ir pramogos®.
Knygoje be Zaidimuy apraSomi ir liaudyje vartoti Zaislai, deja, be geografiniy ir
bibliografiniy nuoroduy. Gana kuklus ir etnologés Angelés VySniauskaités indélis kuriant
zaisly klasifikacija — vaiky veziméliy ir roguciy skirstymas pagal gamybos biida i
traukiamuosius ir stumiamuosius (1959: 307). Etnologé Pran¢ Dundulien¢ (1999: 73)
apie 1990-uosius raSytoje knygoje ,,Senieji lietuviy Seimos paprociai® pamingjo
labiausiai paplitusius kaimo vaiky Zzaislus:medZiagines l¢les, piemenuky Svilpukus ir
dideles, molines gyviiny ir zmoniy figtréles.

Apibendrinant sovietmeciu atliktus tyrimus, galima teigti, kad jie nebuvo
tolygiis Lietuvos etnologijos vystymuisi. Mokslas vystési pakankamai sparciai, o zaislo
reikSmé Lietuvos kulttrai tebebuvo ,,balta démé*. Naujos galimybés susidaré atkiirus
Lietuvos nepriklausomybe dar labiau suintensyvinus etnografinius lauko tyrimus.

Etnologas Juozas Kudirka 1993 m. iSleido studija ,,Lietuviy sportiniai
zaidimai®, taciau zaidimy priemonéms ar zaislams didesnio démesio nebuvo skirta. J.
Kudirka taip pat tyrin¢jo mediniy supamyjuy arkliuky gamyba Vilniaus apylinkiy
kaimuose. Straipsnyje ,,Cekoniskiy arkliukai* jis aprasé zaisly meistrus, kurie XX a. 4-8
—ame deSimtmeciuose Prapuoly k. (Vilniaus r.) gamino medinius supamuosius arklius,
taip pat atskleid¢ Siy zaisly gamybos ir puoSybos buda, prekybos ypatumus Vilniaus
Kaziuko mugeje (2000: 56). Taigi Lietuvoje jis pirmasis aptaré Zaisly rinkos aspekta.

Klaipédos universiteto, Pedagogikos fakulteto déstytoja Renata Jarovaitiené

analizavo Zzaisly ir Zaidimy raida Mazojoje Lietuvoje (1994: 34-36). Pasiremdama XV-
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XVII amzZiy raSytiniais Saltiniais, etnografiniais tyrimais, ji teige, kad KurSiy Neringoje,
Pamario kraste, Vakary Zemaitijoje Zaidimai ir Zaislai buvo panaiiis. MaZojoje
Lietuvoje, palyginus su kitais regionais, vaikai turéjo daugiau zaisly, su kuriais zaisdavo
prie vandens: popieriniy ir mediniy laiveliy, vandens maltinéliy, Sautuvéliy su vandens
uZtaisu, i§ vandens augaly i§lankstyty pauk$Giy. Siame kraste ypa¢ populiarus buvo
¢iuozimas ir buriavimas su pacitizomis. Straipsniu jrodyta, kad krasto reljefiné, gamtiné
aplinka gali lemti ir tam tikra Zaisly specifika.

Tautinio atgimimo laikotarpiu pasirodé ir stambesniy krastotyrininky darbu.
ISkirtinas Alminos Blazienés (1989: 20-21) straipsnis. Ji pasiremdama etnografine
medziaga, surinkta Panevézio, Sakiy ir Kauno apylinkése, apras¢ medziagines léles,
amatininky Svilpukus, 0Zes, medines paciiizas, lazda stumiamus ratukus, mazy vaiky
vezimélius, medinius dviracius, medinius Sautuvus, medinius arkliukus, popierinius ir
medinius laivelius.

Analizuojant gyvenimo ciklo paprocius, epizodiSskai uzsimenama ir apie
zaislus . Etnologé Rasa Paukstyté aptardama vaiko gimimo paprocius pabréze, kad 1¢le
padédavo sutvirtinti mergaitei jgimta motinystés jausma (1995: 397). Rasa Radiiinaité
savo studijoje apie moters gyvenima tarpukario Lietuvoje akcentavo motinos vaidmenj
aukléjant vaikus. Zaislai ir Zaidimai, jos teigimu, padéjo valstiediy vaikams suformuoti
gyvenimiska pozicija, idealus (Racitinaité, 2002: 75-78).

Pradéti ir zaisly rinkiniy muziejuose pristatymai. Jie taip pat prisid¢jo prie
miisy klasifikacijos parengimo. Grazina Dauniené¢ apzvelgé Kauno M. K. Ciurlionio
dailés muziejaus moliniy ir mediniy Svilpuky rinkinio atsiradimo istorija, Svilpukuy
gamintojus ir jy gamybos centrus, populiariausias moliniy ir mediniy Svilpuky formas
(1997: 39-44). Tokiu budu ji praplété ir Juozo Kudirkos pradétas zaisly rinkos tyrimus.
Dar platesni Nacionalinio muziejaus zaisly rinkinio pristatyma pateiké Elvyda
Lazauskaité (2001: 8-50). Ji apzvelgé ivairiy zaisly, kuriuos klasifikavo pagal paskirti,
naudojima Zaidimuose ir paplitima Lietuvos kaime XIX a. pabaigoje-XX a. pirmoje
puséje.

Edukaciniu aspektu nemazai vietos zaislui ir zaidimui skirta Romano
Vasiliausko monografijoje ,Lictuviy liaudies pedagogika — jaunosios kartos

socializacijos fenomenas®. Zaislus liaudies pedagogikoje jis vadina pradine socialinio
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rengimo pakopa, kuri padédavo vaikui pazinti save, suvokti funkcing daikty paskirti,
susipazinti su bendruomenes elgesio normomis (Vasiliauskas, 2006).

Senuosius Zzaislus mini ir archeologai. Pazymétini Povilo Blazeviciaus
straipsniai  (2005: 164-171; 2008: 71-122) ir monografija ,,Seniausieji Lietuvos
zaislai“(2011), paraSyta remiantis XIII-XVII archeologijos duomenimis. XIII-XIV a.
zaislin¢ streleé ar ietigalis buvo rastas Kernavé¢je, o to paties laikotarpio zaislinio kalavijo
rankena-Vilniaus Zemutinéje pilyje. To paties laikotarpio ir Zaisliné i§ tosies i§skobta
valtelé 1§ Kernavéje, kurios gamyba niekuo nesiskiria nuo ty, kurias darydavo kaimo
vaikai. Riedancio zaislinio vezimelio aSis, datuojama XV a. pradzios laikotarpiu rasta
Vilniaus Zemutingje pilyje, isdrozta taip pat, kaip tokia a$j namy salygomis padarydavo
vaikai (2011: 51, 54-55). Archeologiniai zaisly duomenys patvirtina, kad daugumos
namy darbo zaisly gamybos biidas nesikeité ilgus Simtmecius.

Zaisly istorijai skirtus uZsienio 3aliy tyrimus galétume suskirstyti i tris
pagrindines grupes: 1. Tyrin¢jimai, kuriuose atskleidziama zaisly raida ir budingiausi
kiekvieno istorinio laikotarpio zaislai nuo prieSistoriniy laiky iki XX a. 2. Tyrinéjimai,
skirti kurios nors vienos tautos Zaisly raidos istorijai. 3. Tyrinéjimai, skirti atskiry zaisly
atsiradimo ir gamybos istorijai.

Darbai, skirti pasaulinei zaisly raidos istorijai, atskiry epochy Zaislams nuo
seniausiy laiky, pasirodé XX a. pradZioje. Sioje srityje labiausiai nusipelné vokieéiy,
pranciizy, rusy, angly ir amerikie¢iy zaisly istorikai. Zymiausi Sios srities darbai: angly
istoriky Nevillés Jackson knyga ,,Kity dieny zaislai“ ir Leslio Daiken knyga ,,Vaikuy
zaislai per amzius®, Antonijaus Fraserio knyga ,,Zaisly istorija“ (Jackson, 1907; Daiken,
1953; Fraser, 1966), rusy Zaisly istoriko Levo Oranskio knyga ,,Zaislai. Zaisly istorija,
etnografija ir psichologija® (Opmanckwuii, 1923). Ceky tyrinétojas Emanuelis Hercikas
pristaté {vairiuose pasaulio muziejuose saugomus skirtingy epochy ir jvairiy tauty Zaislus
(Hercik, 1952). Zaisly raidos istorija pasaulyje nuo seniausiy laiky knygoje ,,Praéjusiu
laiky vaiky zaislai*“ apzvelgé Zymus vokieciy istorikas Karlas Groberis (Grober, 1928).
Reik$mingos ir amerikie¢iy Zaisly istoriky knygos: Dano Foley ,,Zaislai per amzius* ir
Gwen White knyga ,,Senoviniai Zaislai ir jy pagrindas‘ (Foley, 1962, White, 1971)

XX a. viduryje pasirodé¢ daugiau darby, kuriuose buvo aptariami atskiry
tauty vaiky zaislai. ISsamia monografija apie lenky tautos zaislus parasé¢ TadeuSas

Severinas. Sioje knygoje jis aptaré lenkisky Zaisly kilmés istorijq ir raidq nuo seniausiy
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laiky, taip pat pagrindinius Lenkijoje gaminty mediniy ir moliniy Zaisly centrus ir ju
sklaidos kelius (Seweryn, 1960). Karlewaldo Fritzscho ir Manfredo Bachmano knyga
»Hlliustruota zaisly istorija® skirta vokisky Zzaisluy ir ju pagrindiniy gamybos centry
atsiradimui, kuriuose buvo gaminami biidingiausi vokiski Zaislai (Fritzsch, Bachmann,
1968). Ukrainieciu tautos moliniy ir mediniy zaisly, suskirstyty pagal gamybos vietas,
kataloga sudaré Michailo Kompaneicas (Kommaneiin, 1980). Galina Dain knygoje
»RusiSkas Zaislas* pateiké i§samia, gausiai iliustruota medziaga apie biidingiausiy rusu
tautos zaisly istorija, ju gamybos vietas ir gamintojus nuo seniausiy laiky iki XX a.
vidurio ([Ha#in, 1987). Evos Pancuhovos knygoje ,,Mediniai liaudies Zaislai* atskleista
mediniy Slovénijos liaudies Zaisly istorija, pagrindiniai gamybos centrai ir klasifikacija
(Pancuhova, 1988). Esty liaudies Zaisluy pavyzdziai pateikti Retas Piiri knygeléje ,,Estu
liaudies zaislai“ (Piiri, 1989). Baltarusiski moliniai zaislai pristatomi Michasio
RZavuckio knygoje ,,BaltarusiSkas molinis Zaislas* (PxaByuku , 1991).

Uzsienio $aliy tyrinétojai taip pat analizuoja ir atskiry zaisly, ar jy gamybos
centry istorijas. Bogorodés kaimo prie Maskvos Zaisly gamintojams skirta Liudmilos
Rozovos knyga ,,BogorodiSkas Zaislas ir skulptira®, kurioje pristatomas vienas
zymiausiy Rusijos zaisly gamybos centry, kur buvo gaminami figiiriniai ir judantys
zaidimai* analizavo galvosiikiy, kity stalo zaidimy atsiradimo ir ju gamybos istorija ne
tik su ju iliustracijomis, istoriniais pieSiniais, bet ir ju gamybos bréZiniais (Thiele, Haase,
1988).

Uzsienio tyrinétojai yra skyr¢ daug démesio zaisly tyrin¢jimams, todél Sioje
apzvalgoje pateikiama tik dalis darby, kurie buvo naudoti raSant disertacija.

Tyrimo naujumas ir aktualumas

Tai pirmas mokslinis darbas, tiriantis XIX a. pabaigos — XX a. pirmosios
pusés Lietuvos kaimo vaiky zaislus ir antras darbas (po Povilo Blazeviciaus
monografijos ,,Seniausieji Lietuvos Zaislai®“) apie zaislus Lietuvoje apskritai.

Disertacija sutelkia pati objekta — tiriamo laikotarpio zaislus, pasklidusius po
skirtingus Lietuvos muziejus, taip pat Zaisly ikonografija bei su jais susijusig istoring,
archyving ir kt. medZiaga. Pastaroji iSplésta ir pagilinta specialiai §iai disertacijai atliktais
lauko tyrimais, kuriy metu ne tik rinkti ir rekonstruoti patys zaislai, bet ir kelti klausimai,

kas ir kaip gamino vaikams zaislus bei kaip vaikai su jais zaide¢.
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Pirma karta lietuviu etnologingje literatiroje sukurta lietuviSky zaisly
klasifikacija pagal Zaislo paskirtj. Si klasifikacija atskleidé svarbiausius lietuvisky Zaisly
bruozus.

Zaisly tyrimai atidengé ZaidZianti vaika ir jo Zaidimy pasaulj, jo vaizduotés
ir kiirybos plotme. Tad tradiciniy vaiky zaisly tyrimai turéty biiti naudingi ir aktualis ne
tik jvairiy sriciy kultiros tyrinétojams, bet ir ty mokslo sri¢iy, kurios susijusios su vaiky
mokymo, ugdymo ir paZinimo kultiira, tyrimams.

XX a. 4 deSimtmetyje jau buvo imta suvokti zaislus kaip svarbia kultiiros
dalj, kaip formuojancius vaiky tauting tapatybe. Tuo metu inicijuotas ne vienas tradiciniy
7aisly gaivinimo projektas, kuriuos nespéjusius jsibégéti nutrauké Lietuvos okupacija. Si
disertacija sudaro galimybg testi tradiciniy Zaisly gaivinimo iniciatyvas: ne tik paZinti
tradicinius Lietuvos kaimo Zaislus, bet ir kurti ankstesnés tradicijos pagrindu. Tgsdami
sengsias tradicijas, praturtindami jas naujomis idéjomis, senyju zaisly pavyzdziais galés
pasinaudoti jvairiy sri¢iy tautodailininkai.

Atlikti tyrimai prisidés prie tradiciniy zaisly sklaidos muziejy edukacinése
programose, vaiky mokymo ir ugdymo istaigose, kur jie galés ne tik susipaZinti, bet ir
pasimokyti Zaisti su tradiciniy Zaisly kopijomis. Siy tyrimy pagrindu jau sukurta
edukacin¢ tradiciniy zaisly ekspozicija Liaudies buities muziejuje.

Si studija sudaro salygas lietuvisky Zaisly lyginimui su skirtingy kultfiriniy
laikotarpiy kity tauty Zaislais. Pradéti zaisly temos tyriné¢jimai bus reikSmingi tesiant $ios
temos tyrinéjimus ateityje.

Disertacijos struktira

Disertacija sudaro ivadas, keturios déstymo dalys, iSvados bei naudotos
literatuiros ir iliustracijy sarasai.

Pirmoji disertacijos dalis ,,XIX a. pabaigos — XX a. pirmosios pusés Zaislas
kaip etnologijos tyrimo objektas® skirta bendriesiems Zzaisly tyrimo klausimams.
Pristatoma Zaislo kaip daikto tyrimo specifika ir intencijos. ISrySkinami Zaislo socialiniai
aspektai: 7Zaisly pasiskirstymas skirtinguose socialiniuose sluoksniuose tiriamu
laikotarpiu. Pristatomi tarpukario Lietuvos siekiai palaikyti lietuvisky Zzaisly kiirima,

vertinant juy indélj lietuviskos tapatybés formavimuisi.

Tiriami XIX a. pabaigos — XX a. pirmosios pusés zaislai, klasifikuojant juos
pagal paskirti, skiriami 1 tris grupes: garsinius, judanciuosius ir nejudanciuosius Zaislus.
Kiekviena i§ $iy grupiy aptariama ir analizuojama atskiroje disertacijos dalyje.

Garsiniams zaislams skirta antroji disertacijos dalis struktiruojama Zaislus
aptariant pagal garso iSgavimo biida kaip saviskambius, puciamuosius ir styginius.
Saviskambiy, puciamyjy ir styginiy zaisly grupése zaislai papildomai skirstomi pagal
forma arba medZziaga.

Judanciuosius zaislus aptariancioje dalyje skiriamos devynios grupés pagal
jud¢jimo mechanizma: inerciniai, traukomieji, Svytuokliniai, sukamieji, riedantieji,
zaislai ant stipyniy, mal@in¢liai, ginklai, transporto priemongés.

Paskutinéje dalyje aptariami nejudantieji zaislai, kurie apima aStuonias
grupes, skiriamas pagal zaislo forma: gyvunai, 1¢lés ir skulptiiréles, darbo jrankiai, namy
apyvokos daiktai, baldai, galvosiikiai, drabuziai ir apavas, pastatai ir statiniai.

Disertacija baigiama iSvadomis ir naudotos literatliros bei iliustraciju
sgrasais.

Ginamieji teiginiai

1. Tradiciniy zaisly klasifikacija pagal zaislo paskirti geriausiai atspindi
buidingiausius Lietuvos kaimo vaiky Zaisly bruozus. Pagal §ig klasifikacija skiriamos trys
pagrindinés zaisly ruiSys: garsiniai, judantieji ir nejudantieji Zaislai.

2. Deél silpny prekiniy ekonominiy santykiy ir pakankamai uzdaro gyvenimo
budo Lietuvos kaime iki XX a. vidurio dominavo namy darbo zaislai, kuriuos
dazniausiai darydavo patys vaikai. Tad Zaisly tyrimas atidengia vaiko vaizduotés ir
kiirybos pasaulj.

3. Nors tarpukariu ir atsirado pirmieji zaisly gamybos centrai, Lietuvoje
kitaip nei Europos $alyse jie neiaugo i stambius tik Zaislus gaminanéius centrus. Zaislus
paprastai gamino amatininkai, dazniausiai puodziai ir dievdirbiai, kuriems zaisly gamyba
buvo papildomas pajamy Saltinis.

4. Lietuviskiems zaislams buidingos archaiskos formos, susiejancios juos su
pirmyks$¢iy zmoniy visuomenés kultira.

5. Vaiky zaislai yra neatskiriama tautos kulttros dalis, atspindinti bendra

istoring, ekonoming ir kultiiring situacija.
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l. XIX A. PABAIGOS — XX A. PIRMOSIOS PUSES ZAISLAS KAIP
ETNOLOGIJOS TYRIMO OBJEKTAS
I.1 Daikty tyrimo svarba etnologijoje

Pirmoje jvado dalyje teigiama, kad disertacija skirta zaisly kaip daikty tyrimui.
Kadangi $iu dienu etnologijos ir antropologijos mokslai daugiau démesio skiria procesu
tyrimams, Sios disertacijos strategija reikalauja papildomo argumentavimo, t.y. daikto
sampratos permastymo ir plétimo. Tam palanki prie daikty griztanti humanistikos kryptis
(E. Husserl, M. Heidegger, M. Merleau-Ponty) bei jos jtakota fenomenologiné
antropologija (M. Jackson). Sugrizimas prie daikty yra suprantamas kaip igalinantis
sugrizima | autentiska biitj.

Tradiciné etnologin¢ daikto samprata pirmiausia kreipia démesi 1 daikto forma,
medziaga, gamybos biida, gamybai naudotus irankius, puoSybos ypatumus, daikto
naudojimo tikslus, laikymo vieta. Taip pat siekiama iSsiaiSkinti, kaip pati daikta ir jo
paskirti suprato ji turintis (ar turéj¢s) Zzmogus.

Sioje disertacijoje bandoma plésti etnologijos ribas pergalvojant ir koreguojant
daikto samprata. Tokiu biidu etnologija igyja antropologijos bruozu, nes siekta iSlaikyti
kuo glaudesnj zaislo rysi su ji kiirusiu ir su juo Zaidziusiu vaiku.

Zaislas kaip daiktas i$siskiria kirybiskumu. Tyrimai parodé, kad pagrindiniai
zaisly gamintojai Lietuvos kaime buvo piemenukai, todél zaislai mums atidengia pirmini
vaiky kiirybiSkuma ir vaizduotg. Viena vertus, galime kalbéti apie Lietuvos kaimo
ekonominj atsilikima, dél kurio beveik nebuvo pirktiniy Zaisly ir ilgiau negu kituose
krasStuose isliko patys seniausi namy darbo zaislai. Taciau, kita vertus, zZaisly triikumas
sudaré palankias salygas vaiky kiirybai.

Vaikams kuriant zmoniy ir gyviiny figtréles, dominuodavo apibendrintos formos,
kai realistiskai biidavo paryskinamas tik budingiausias figirélés bruozas. Sios figarélés
primena akmens amziaus vaizduojamojo meno figtreliy stiliy. Kaimo vaikai iSmokdavo
gaminti zaislus vieni 1§ kity arba juos pamokydavo suaugusieji. Tod¢l kaimo vaikai
savaime gamino tokius zaislus, kurie buvo perduodami i§ kartos i karta. ISlike senieji
zaislai parodo, kad kai kurie pirmyks¢iy Zmoniy naudoti daiktai iSliko, nes su jais zaidé
vaikai. Taigi disertacija, tirianti senuosius vaiky zaislus pakankamai vélyvu laikotarpiu,

savitai susisiekia su ankstyviausiy laiky kultura.
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1.2 Socialiniai Zaislo aspektai

Lietuvos vaiky gyvenimas skyrési priklausomai nuo juy Seimos socialinés padéties.
XIX a. pabaigoje — XX a. viduryje dauguma Lictuvos Zmoniy gyveno kaimuose ar
mazuose miesteliuose ir pagrindinis jy pajamy Saltinis buvo Zemdirbiska veikla.
Tradicinéje valstieCio Seimoje gamindami zaislus maziausiems ypatingy jrankiy ar
medziagy neeikvojo. Zaisly padarydavo i$ teslos, i§ verpimo kuodelio i$traukdavo vilnos
ar liny pluostel} ir padarydavo lélg, kuldami rugius, suvarstydavo Siaudiniy Zzaisly, 1§
papjautos kiaulés pislés ar zasies gerkly darydavo barskucius, o 1§ Zasies kriitinkaulio
pagamindavo Sokinéjant] oziuka. Dauguma mergaiciy iki 3 mety jau turédavo pirmaja
medziaging lélg. Tik pasiturintys valstieCiai kartais nupirkdavo 1¢le arba 1¢lés galvute
mazoms mergaitéms. Pirktiniy Zaisly turéjo vos ketvirtis valstie€iy vaikuy (26,47%).
Vyresniems (3—-6 mety) vaikams skirdavo daugiau démesio. Pirktiniy Zzaisly turédavo
apie pus¢ vyresniy valstie¢iy vaiky (55,14%). Net 45,58% atvejy pirmuosius zaislus
pasidarydavo jau ir patys vaikai i$ jvairiy medziagy, kuriy rasdavo savo aplinkoje. 7-14
mety vaikai paprastai piemenaudavo. Piemenaudami vaikai perimdavo patirti vieni i$
kity, mokydamiesi gaminti Zaislus (88,23% atvejy).

Amatininkai skyré daugiau démesio zaislams. Juos ne tik patys darydavo, bet ir
nupirkdavo. Pirktiniy zaisly iki trejy mety turéjo dvigubai daugiau amatininky vaiky
negu valstieCiy (55,14% atveju); zymiai daugiau 3—6 mety amziaus grupéje (78,94%
atvejuy) ir beveik tiek pat 7-14 mety amziaus grupé€je (47,36% atvejuy). Amatininky vaikai
patys zaisly pasigamindavo kiek reciau negu valstieCiy vaikai (3—6 mety amziaus grupéje
39,47%; 7-14 m. — 84,21% atveju). Daugiau zaisly turédavo vaikai, kuriy tévai gamino
Zaislus.

Lyginant su valstieCiy ir amatininky Seimomis, tarnautojy Seimos buvo gana
negausios. Jose tarpukariu augo vidutiniSkai tik 2—4 vaikai. Dauguma tarnautojy skyre
nemazai démesio vaiky aukléjimui, todél pirkdavo jiems daugiau zaisly. Visy amziaus
grupiy tarnautojy vaikai turéjo pirktiniy zaisly (po 100%), todél buvo mazas poreikis
patiems juos gamintis. Tai dar¢ tik 20% 3—6 mety ir 40% 7-14 mety vaiky. Ju zaislai,

lyginant su valstieCiy ir amatininky vaikais, nebuvo susij¢ su tévy darbu ar uzsiémimu.
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1.3 Zaislo reik§mé tautinés tapatybés formavimuisi

XX a. pirmojoje pus¢je modernéjancioje lietuviy kultiiroje tautinis identitetas
formavosi gyvai: viena vertus, buvo perimamas kultiirinis lietuviy paveldas, kita vertus,
kuriama nauja lietuviSka kulttra, atitinkanti laiko poreikius. Pastebétina, kad tautinés
tapatybés formavimo projektuose atskiras démesys teko ir zaislams. Paskelbus Lietuvos
nepriklausomybg ir sustipréjus Lietuvos Respublikos ekonomikai po Pirmojo pasaulinio
karo bei nepriklausomybés kary, susirGpinta ir zaisly pramone. XX a. ketvirtame
deSimtmetyje Lietuvos rinkoje padaugéjo lietuvisky Zzaisluy. Ju gamyba skatino Namuy
pramonés reikaly komisija, isteigta prie Zemés iikio rimu, ir ,,Marginiy* kooperatyvas,
kuris organizavo jvairiy liaudies dirbiniy gamyba ir pardavima. Lietuvisky zaisly
pavyzdziai buvo eksponuojami ir pasaulinése liaudies dirbiniy parodose.

1.4 Zaisly klasifikavimo principai

Tyrimo metu surinkto skaitlingo Zaisly masyvo klasifikacija — tai savaime iskilgs
Sios disertacijos uzdavinys. Klasifikacija siekta suvokti esama masyva ir kartu padéti
ieSkantiems konkretaus Zaislo apraSymuy ir tyrimuy.

Kity Saliy Zaislams skirtose knygose dazniausiai klasifikuojama chronologiniu
zaisly raidos principu (Sewerin, 1960, Hercik,1952, Grober, 1928; Fraser, 1966). Kitas
daznas esamy zaisly klasifikacijy pagrindas — medziaga, i§ kurios zaislas pagamintas
(Lewinska, 1980, PxaBytiku, 1991, Kommaneiins, 1980, IlepeBe3ennieBa, 1980, JlaiiH,
1987). Retesniais atvejais zaislai klasifikuojami pagal tai, ka jie vaizduoja (Piiri, 1989,
Lazauskaité, 2001) arba pagal paskirtj (Daiken, 1953). Zaislo panaudojimu skirtinguose
zaidimuose paremta archeologo Povilo BlazeviCiaus pasitlyta Lietuvos archeologiniy
XI-XVII a. zaisly klasifikacija (Blazevicius, 2011).

Klasifikuojant garsa skleidzianCius zaislus, perzitiréta visuotinai pasaulyje
paplitusi Curto Sachso ir Ericho Hornbostellio muzikos instrumenty klasifikacija, taip
pat Marijos Baltrénienés ir Romualdo Apanaviciaus lietuviy liaudies muzikos
instrumenty tyrimai.

Siai disertacijai skirto etnologinio tyrimo metu Zaislai buvo renkami kartu su
pateikéjuy prisiminimais, pasakojimais, kaip buvo naudojamas zaislas. Siekiant i§saugoti
surinkty daikty ir prisiminimy vieninguma, iSsikeltas tikslas sukurti XIX a. pabaigos —
XX a. pirmosios puses lietuvisky zaisly klasifikacija, paremta vaikui esmine Zzaislo

savybe, kuri labiausiai patraukia vaiko démesi: skleidziamas garsas, zaislo judéjimas ar
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pati zaislo figarélé. Pagal tai visi iki Siol Zinomi Zaislai suskirstyti | garSinius
(saviskambius, puciamuosius ir styginius), judancius (inercinius, traukomuosius,
Svytuoklinius, sukamuosius, riedanciuosius, Zaislus ant siipyniy, malinélius, ginklus,
transporto priemones) ir nejudancius Zaislus (gyviinus, darbo irankius, namy apyvoka,
baldus, pastatus ir statinius, 1¢les ir skulpturéles, drabuZzius ir apava, galvosiikius). Trys
pagrindiniai skyriai atskleidZia tiriamy Zaisly specifika ir ivairove.

Il.  GARSINIAI ZAISLAI

Garsiniai zaislai apima tris zaisly pogrupius, kurie iSskiriami pagal garso
1Sgavimo buda : 1. saviskambiai; 2. puciamieji; 3. styginiai Zaislai. Skirtingai negu Kkiti,
Siy tipy daiktai gali biti ivardyti ne tik kaip vaiko Zaislas, bet ir darbo irankis, signaliné
priemoné, muzikos instrumentas ir netgi dailés kiirinys. Sios riiSies Zaislus dar skirstome
pagal forma arba medziaga. Lietuvos muziejy kolekcijose gausiausia grupg sudaro
puciamieji: moliniai (78,86 %) ir mediniai(18,34 %) Svilpukai; maziau saviskambiy —
barskuciai ir tarSkynés (2,57); maziausiai styginiy — piisliniai lankai ir smuikai (0,22%).

11.1 Saviskmbiai Zaislai

Saviskambiy Zaisly grupéje — barskuéiai ir tarSkynés. Sie Zaislai sukelia garsa,
susilietus skirtingoms juy dalims. Namy darbo barskuciai ir tarSkynés buvo paplitusios
visoje Lietuvoje, i8skyrus Mazaja Lietuva, kur dominavo pirktiniai Sios riiSies Zaislai.

Lietuvos kaime barsku¢iy maziems vaikams padarydavo tévai, didesni vaikai ar
amatininkai 1§ kiaulés pislés, Zasies gerkly, lipdydavo i§ molio, drozdavo, skaptuodavo,
tekindavo 1§ medzio, iSlankstydavo iS skardos. TarSkyné — medinis instrumentas, kurj
sudaro judancios ir garsa sukelianCios dalys. Jas skirstome pagal forma i lentelines,
plaktukines ir velenines (volelines). Daugiausia tarSkyniy savo pramogoms ir darbui
pasidarydavo piemenukai.

I1.2 Pudiamieji Zaislai

Puciamuosius Zaislus sudaro figiiriniai Svilpukai ir vamzdeliai. Pu¢iamieji zaislai
sukelia garsa, puciant ora 1 tusCiaviduri vamzdelj, kuriame yra putimo ir garso skylutés.

Figiirinius Svilpukus skirstome pagal forma: Zmoniy, gyvuliy ir Zveriy, pauksc¢iy ir
kity pavidaly. Jie zinomi visoje Lietuvoje, taciau pagrindinis Siy Zaisly gamybos centras
buvo Zemaitijos regiono vietovés. | Lietuvos muziejy rinkinius pateke moliniai §vilpukai
dazniausiai btidavo naminiy gyvuliy (46,77%) ir pauks¢iu (27,83%), pavidalo, o

mediniai — pauksciu (69,18%) ir naminiy gyvuliy pavidalo (19,49%). Lietuvos kaime
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molinius figtrinius Svilpukus lipdydavo arba padarydavo ju figiiréles, naudodami forma,
puodZiai, amatininkai, prekybininkai, kurie norédavo pajvairinti kitus savo gaminius,
pritraukti daugiau pirkéju. Juos tai pat lipdydavo vargingai gyvenantys kaimo ir
miestelio Zmongs, ne tik vyrai, bet ir moterys, ieSkodami papildomo pajamuy Saltinio.
PamégdZziodami pirktinius Svilpukus juos lipdé ir kaimo vaikai, dazniausiai piemenukai.
Mediniy figiriniy $vilpuky buvo visoje Lietuvoje, tatiau labiau paplito Zemaitijoje, kur
juos drozdavo dievdirbiai. Juos iSdroZzdavo, iSpjaudavo i§ lentutés arba iStekindavo
medzio drozéjai ir tekintojai, taip pat dievdirbiai, ieSkodami papildomo pajamy Saltinio,
ir kaimo vaikai. Puciamuosius vamzdelius kiek kitaip negu figtrinius Svilpukus
skirstome pagal gamybos medziaga i medinius, molinius ir plunksninius bei Siaudinius.
Puciamieji vamzdeliai buvo paplit¢ visoje Lietuvoje. Jie glaudziai susij¢ su piemeneliy
dauguma kaimo vaiky. Puciamieji vamzdeliai ilgiausiai iSliko Ryty ir PietryCiy
Lietuvoje, kur piemenukai ilgiausiai gané¢ gyvulius. Pirktines dudeles dazniau turédavo
miestelyje arba ar¢iau dideliy miesty gyvenantys vaikai. Medinius vamzdelius darydavo
1§ karklo, gluosnio, alksnio, uosio, lazdyno, Salteks$nio, Sermuk$nio ar puSies Sakelés
iSsukdami, iSdegindami, iSgr¢zdami medzio Serdi arba paprasiausiai susukdavo iS$
zievés. Medinius ir Zievinius puciamuosius vamzdelius piemenukai iSmokdavo daryti
vieni 18 kity.

Moliniai vamzdeliai buvo panasiis { medinius Svilpukus ir dadeles. Molinius
Svilpukus ir dideles lipdydavo ir pardavinédavo puodziai, kiti amatininkai. Dauguma
kaimo vaiky ir patys lipdé molinius Svilpukus ir dudeles, o pirktiniy diideliu dazniau
turéjo miesteliuose arba arti dideliy miesty gyvenantys kaimo vaikai. Ziema kaimo
vaikai daZniau S$vilpaudavo plunksniniais ir Siaudiniais puciamaisiais vamzdeliais.
Plunksnini vamzdelj pasidarydavo i§ Zasies sparno plunksnos koto. Siaudini vamzdelj
darydavo i$ rugio arba kviecio Siaudo, kurio vidy i§¢iulpdavo.

11.3 Styginiai Zaislai

Styginiai Zaislai sukelia garsa, virpinant vieng arba daugiau stygy. Juos skirstome
pagal forma i puslinius lankus ir smuikus. Styginiy zaisly pasidarydavo didesni kaimo
vaikai, dazniausiai piemenukai. Kaimo vaikai pislini lanka pasidarydavo i§ paprasto
lanko. Ji i§lenkdavo i§ liaunos lazdyno ar karklo Sakos, o galus itempdavo linine virvute,

kartais gyvulio Zarnomis arba viela. Lanko stygas iSsakuodavo arba iSvaskuodavo, kad
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geriau slysty. BarSkancia pusle pasidarydavo i§ kiaulés ar kito gyvulio puslés, i kuria
pridédavo Zirniy arba pupy, pripiisdavo, uzriSdavo ir iS§dZiovindavo. ,,Smiciy*, arba
stryka, kuriuo briizindavo lanko styga, pasidarydavo i§ mazo lankelio, jtempto arklio
aSuty pluosteliu, arba bruZekliu, padarytu i§ lentutés, kurios pavirSiy iSraizydavo
grioveliais. Zaisliniai smuikai Zinomi visoje Lietuvoje, ta¢iau juos pasidarydavo tik
pavieniai kaimo berniukai. Tai buvo iprasto smuiko kopija arba ,,vaiky smuikas®, kuriam
po stygomis dédavo iSpiista gyvulio pisle su zirniais.

I1l.  JUDANTIEJI ZAISLAI

Judantys Zaislai apima devynias Zaisly grupes. Lietuvos muziejuy kolekcijose
gausiausia grupg¢ sudaro transporto priemoneés (32,9%), riedantieji (14, 0%), traukomieji
(12,4%), ginklai (12,4%), kiek maziau — inerciniy (11,3%), malinéliu (7,65%), o
maziausiai — Svytuokliniy Zaisly (3,8 %), Zaisly ant stipyniu (3,2%) ir sukamyjy Zaisly
(2,2%).

I11.1 Inerciniai Zaislai

Inerciniai Zzaislai — Gz¢, ,,sukutis®, ,,sparniukai®, ,,zvirblis*, ,,0ziukas®. Zaisdami
juos ranka arba virvute isukdavo apie savo aSi. Lietuvos muziejy kolekcijose sukaupta
daugiausia inerciniy Zaisly, rasty Zemaitijos, Ryty Aukstaitijos regiony vietovése. UzZes
i§ kaulo, balanélés arba sagos maziems vaikams padarydavo tévas, ju pasidarydavo ir
didesni vaikai. Sukutj darydavo i$ skritulio arba rutulio formos galvutés su koteliu, kurj
1sukdavo ranka arba virvute. ,,Sparniukus® pasidarydavo iSdroz¢ arba iSlankste 1S
skardos, rités nuo sitily, medinés rankenos ir virvutés. ,,Zvirblis* arba ,,vilkas® tai Zaislas
— pokstas, ji isukdavo virvute ir paleisdavo kam nors i plaukus. Didesni kaimo berniukai
,»Zzvirbli* darydavo i§ nedidelio lankelio, kurj iSlenkdavo 1S lazdyno arba karklo Sakelés,
jo galus itempdavo dviguba virvute, o tarp virvuciy isukdavo maza lengva balan¢lg. Kai
tévai per Sventes pjaudavo zasi, mazam vaikui i§ Zasies kratinkaulio padarydavo
,,0Z1uka*.

I11.2 TRAUKOMIEJI ZAISLAI

Traukomieji Zaislai judédavo traukant virvutes arba pagaliukus. Jie budavo
Zmoniy, gyviny, technikos irenginiy pavidalo. Juos skirstome pagal judéjimo biuda:
virvute traukomi Zaislai ir Zaislai su slankiojanCiomis virvutémis arba pagaliukais.
Traukomuyjy Zaisly buvo visoje Lietuvoje, tatiau daugiausia ju rasta Zemaitijos ir

Siaurinés Lietuvos regiony vietovése. Juos darydavo amatininkai, tévai ir patys vaikai.
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Virvute traukomus zaislus drozdavo i§ medzio, iSpjaudavo i§ lentutés, iSkirpdavo i8
popieriaus. Jie vaizduodavo Zmogu arba gyviing, galinCius judinti galiines, kartais —
zaislin] maliin€lj, kurio sparneliai sukdavosi traukant virvute. Kai kurie zaislai judédavo
traukant slankiojancias virvutes arba pagaliukus. IS Rusijos 1 kitus Europos kraStus
paplito Zzaisliniai mediniai kalviai. Lietuvoje taip pat darydavo dirbanciy Zmoniy ir
lesan¢iy pauksteliy figliréles, rasto pjovejus ar Zmoguy, skaldanti malkas. Buvo Zinomos
ir dézutés — ,,pokstai, tai yra kai kurie Zaislai judédavo po slankiojan¢iu dangteliu,
kuriuo uzdarydavo dézute. Jie biidavo zmogaus arba gyviino, dazniausiai roplio galvos
pavidalo. Kai kurie zaislai judédavo ant i§skleidziamo ir suskleidZziamo kryzioko, sukalto
i$ lentuciy.

111.3 Svytuokliniai Zaislai

Svytuokliniai Zaislai — tai jvairios figiirélés su svarmeniu, judandios kaip
Svytuoklé. Jos skirstomos pagal forma: Zmogaus figtirélé su darbo jrankiu (daZniausiai —
pjovéjas su mediniu pjiklu) ir gyviny (dazniausiai — visteles) figiirélés. Zaisling figairelé
su svarmeniu buvo paplitusi visoje Lietuvoje. Muzieju kolekcijose daugiausia zaisly
sukaupta 1§ Ryty Lietuvos, kur jie ilgiausiai i8liko.

I11.4 Sukamieji Zaislai

Sukamieji zaislai — tai ivairios figiir¢lés, kurios judédavo sukant velena rankena.
Jas skirstome pagal forma: zmogaus figtirélé su darbo irankiu (pjovéjai) ar maltinélis ir
zmogaus figtirélé su darbo irankiu. Tokius zaislus padarydavo kai kurie amatininkai, taip
pat meistrauti link¢ didesni kaimo berniukai.

I11.5 RIEDANTIEJI ZAISLAI

Riedanciuosius Zaislus skirstome pagal forma: sviediniai, ritiniai, lankai ir ratukai,
zaislai su ratukais. Kaimo vaikai XIX a. pabaigoje ir XX a. pradzioje patys pasidarydavo
mediniy, veltiniy ir medziaginiy sviediniy. Lietuvos kaimuose iki Antrojo pasaulinio
karo guminiy, fabriko gamybos sviediniy dazniau turédavo tik pasiturin€iy valstieCiy
vaikai. Skritulio formos ritini atpjaudavo nuo berzo ar eglés rasto arba iSpjaudavo i8
sausos lentos. Kartais apkaustydavo skarda arba metaliniu ratlankiu. Tais laikais vaikai
taip pat ridendavo ir medinius ar gelezinius lankus. Zaislai su ratukais daZniausiai
btuidavo gyviiny — arklio, paukscio, kiSkio — taip pat Zmoniy pavidalo. Ypac populiarts
buvo mediniai arkliukai su ratukais. Juos pasidarydavo patys tkininkai ir kai kurie

amatininkai.
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I11.6 Zaislai ant siipyniy

Zaislai ant siipyniy buvo skirti maziems vaikams. DaZniausiai tai budavo didelis
arklys, kad ant jo galéty atsisésti ir suptis mazas vaikas.

I11.7 Zaisliniai mal@néliai

Zaisliniai maliinéliai pagal jy sukimo Saltinj skirstomi { véjo mal@nélius ir
vandens maliin¢lius. Paprasti Zzaisliniai maliin¢éliai buvo paplite visoje Lietuvoje.
Lietuvos muziejy kolekcijoje daugiausia $iy Zaisly sukaupta i§ Zemaitijos ir Suvalkijos
regiony vietoviy.  Paprastus zaislinius maltnélius kaimo vaikai pasidarydavo i§
lazdelés, prie kurios ant aSelés pritvirtindavo viena arba du sparnelius, iSdroZtus i$
medzio arba iSpjautus 1§ skardos, kartais iSkirptus i§ popieriaus. Kai kurie didesni
berniukai mokédavo i8drozti malinel;, kurio sparnelius sujungdavo su mediniais
barskuciais ir tarSkuciais arba su judanciomis figiir¢lémis. Kaimo vaikai prie sraunesniy
upeliy ar grioviy statydavo ir medinius vandens maliinélius.

I11.8 Zaisliniai ginklai

Zaislinius ginklus gamindavo pamégdZiodami suaugusiyju naudotus ginklus.
Pagal veikimo biida jie skirstomi | svaidykles (laidynés ir lankai) ir Sautuvus
(stumokliniai ir parakiniai). Lietuvos muziejy kolekcijose daugiausia sukaupta Siy zaisly
i§ Ryty Lietuvos. Kaimo vaikai, dazniausiai piemenukai, jvairias svaidykles darydavo i$
virveliy arba lazdy. Lankus dar galima skirstyti | paprastus lankus ir lankinius Sautuvus.
Lankui daryti imdavo nenuZievintg lazdyno arba karklo Saka, ja puslankiu sulenkdavo, o
prie jos galy pririSdavo virvutg — ,,templg®. Stréles drozdavo i§ uosio. Lankinis Sautuvas
buvo panasus i arbaleta. Ji darydavo i§ lanko ir medinés buoZés. Zaisliniai $autuvai
biidavo pana$iis 1 tikrus Saunamuosius ginklus. Stimoklinius Sautuvus piemenukai
pasidarydavo i§ vamzdelio, iSsuke¢ arba iSgr¢ze Serdi i§ medzio Sakelés, arba i Zasies
sparno plunksnos ir stimoklio, kuri padarydavo i§ pagaliuko. Parakinj Sautuva darydavo
1§ metalinio vamzdelio, kuri pritvirtindavo prie medinés brauningo formos buoZés.
Metalini vamzdel; piemenukai gamindavosi 1§ skardos arba papraSydavo, kad nukalty

kalvis.
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111.9 Zaislinés transporto priemonés

Zaislinés transporto priemonés skirstomos pagal judéjimo radis: riedantis
sausumos (ratukai, paspirtukai, dviraciai, masinos), ¢iuoziantis ziemos (rogés, paciiizos),
vandens transportas (laivai) ir oro transportas (l¢ktuvai). Sie Zaislai paplite visuose
Lietuvos regionuose. Zaislinés transporto priemonés buvo daugiausia berniuky Zaislai,
kuriuos jie daZnai patys pasidarydavo. Tiesa, kartais juos arba ju detales padarydavo
vaiky tévai, kalviai ar amatininkai.

IV. NEJUDANTIEJI ZAISLAI

Nejudantys zaislai sudaro aStuonias grupes, skirstant pagal Zaislo forma.
Lietuvos muziejy kolekcijose daZniausiai aptinkami gyviiny (36,4% visu nejudanciy
zaisly), leliy bet skulptiiréliy (18,4 %,) ir darbo irankiy pavidalo Zaislai (15,8%,). Retesni
namy apyvokos daikty (9,1%,), baldy formos Zzaislai (7,3 %) ir zaislai — galvosiikiai
(6,8%,). Reciausiai aptinkami drabuZiy ir apavo (4,2%,) bei pastaty ir statiniy (2,0%)
formos zaislai

IV. 1 Gyvinai

Gyviiny formos Zzaislus skirstome pagal gyviny riSis: pauks$¢iai, naminiai
gyvuliai ir zvérys bei ropliai. Gyviny formos zaislus pagal padarymo btida dar skirstome
1 kabamuosius ir pastatomus. Lietuvos muziejy kolekcijoje Sios riiSies zaisly yra i§ visos
Lietuvos. Kabamieji pauksciai biidavo skrendanciy misko pauksteliy su isskleistais
sparnais pavidalo. Pakabinamus zaislinius paukstelius darydavo i§ kiauSiniy, pindavo i$
Siaudy, drozdavo 1§ medzio. Tokj zaisla pakabindavo mazam vaikui vir§ lopsio arba vir$
stalo kaip papuosala per Seimos, kalendorines Sventes. Pastatomus paukscius lipdydavo
1§ molio, nupindavo 1§ nendriy, drozdavo 1§ medzio, iSliedavo 1§ gipso ar metalo,
naudodami formas. Vaikai zaisdavo ir naminiy gyvuliy, misko zvériy bei ropliy pavidalo
zaislais. Maziems vaikams ju padarydavo tévai, pasidarydavo ir patys vaikai arba
amatininkai lipdydavo i§ molio, drozdavo i§ medzio, iSliedavo su forma, siidavo i$
medZiagos.

IV.2 Darbo jrankiai

Zaisliniai darbo jrankiai skirstomi pagal ju funkcijas: medzio apdirbimo
rankiai; Zemés dirbimo jrankiai; javy nuémimo, valymo, kiillimo ir malimo jrankiai; liny
apdirbimo irankiai; verpimo ir audimo irankiai, skalbimo ir lyginimo irankiai. Lietuvos

muziejy kolekcijose io tipo eksponaty surinkta i§ visos Lietuvos. Zaisliniai medZio
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apdirbimo jrankiai — peilis, kirvis, pjuklas, tekélas. XIX a. pabaigoje — XX a. pradzioje i$
medZio juos daZniausiai drozdavo kaimo vaikai. Zaisliniai Zemés dirbimo jrankiai —
kastuvas, akécios, arklas, zagré, pliigas — dirbti 1§ medzio, kartais ir i§ gelezies. Vaikai
mielai zaisdavo ir javy nuémimo, kilimo, valymo ir malimo jrankiais — paciy arba
amatininky padarytais 1§ medzio grébliais, spragilais, volais (velenais), kiilimo
masinomis, Sakémis, vétyklémis, girnomis. Zaisliniai liny apdirbimo jrankiai — mintuvai,
bruktuveés, Sepeciai gana reti, zinoma tik vieno meistro kolekcija. Zaisliniai verpimo ir
audimo jrankiai — tai pavieniy didesniu berniuky ir amatininky pagaminti mediniai
verpimo rateliai, lank¢iai, vytuvai, reketis (arba krijelis), mestuvai, audimo staklés.
Vaikai ir amatininkai padarydavo zaisliniy skalbimo ir lyginimo jrankiy — kultuviy,
kocély.
V.3 Namy apyvoka

Zaisliniai namy apyvokos daiktai pagal paskirtj skirstomi { indus, maisto
gamybos irankius, krepsius, taupykles, dézutes. Juos i§ molio, medzio, Siaudy maziems
vaikams darydavo tévai, pasigamindavo patys vaikai ir kai kurie amatininkai. Zaisliniai
indai — puodeliai, asociai, geldos, pintinés. Tiriamuoju laikotarpiu tik pavieniai kaimo
vaikai turéjo stikliniy, porcelianiniy puodeliy, IékStuc¢iy ir kity indy, pagaminty
fabrikuose pagal tikry indy pavyzdi. Mazus zaislinius krepSelius ir kaimo vaikai, ir kai
kurie amatininkai pindavo i vyteliy, lazdyno pléSu ar Saknuy, puSies balany. Mergaiciy
mégstami buvo zaisliniai maisto gamybos irankiai: lizé, sviestmus$e, rétis. Pinigams
taupyti i§ molio ar medzio darydavo taupykles. Zaislinése medinése ar i§ Zievés
padarytose dézutése kaimo vaikai laikydavo smulkius daiktus.

IVV.3 Baldai

Zaisliniai baldai pagal paskirti skirstomi i lopSius, lovas, stalus, suolus, sofas,
kédes, spintas. Zaisliniai baldai bidavo XIX—XX a. ketvirtajame deSimtmetyje Lietuvoje
naudoty valstie¢iy, medzio meistry ir fabrikinés gamybos baldy pavyzdzio. Maziems
vaikams juos darydavo tévai, didesni vaikai ir kai kurie amatininkai.

IV.4 Pastatal ir statiniai

Zaisliniai pastatai ir statiniai skirstomi i gyvenamuosius namus, namus bidas,
tikinius pastatus, baznycCias, maliinus, Sulinius, vartus. Juos darydavo tévai, didesni
vaikai ir amatininkai. Lietuvos muzieju kolekcijose Sio tipo eksponatai surinkti i§ rytinés

Lietuvos dalies. Gyvenamuosius namus vaikai lipdydavo i§ molio, sukaldavo i§ pagaliu
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arba nupindavo 1§ vyteliy. Sienas apdédavo velénomis ar samanomis, iSpindavo Sakomis
ir Siaudais, Sakomis uzdengdavo stoga. Mokykloje per darby pamokas vaikai iSmokdavo
daryti popierinius modelius. Zinomi ir sudétingi Zaisly meistro Klemenso Misiiino (g.
1884) padaryti namai. Ji galima vadinti lietuviSky léliy namy kiiréju. Didesni berniukai
zaisdami statydavo namus, arba biidas, palapines, i kurias sulisdavo Zaisti. Vaikai taip
pat zaisdavo zaislais, vaizduojanciais tvarta, kluona, kléti ir kitus iikinius pastatus.
Zaisdavo ir su mediniais ar moliniais bazny¢iy modeliais. Neretai vaikai lipdydavo i$
molio arba drozdavo i§ medzio maliiny modelius, darydavo Sulinius, vartus.

IV.5 Lélés ir skulptirélés

Lelés ir skulpturelés pagal forma skirstomos i 1€lés ir skulptiirélés. Leles darydavo
1§ teSlos, medziagos skiauciy, Siaudy, medzio. Pastatomas skulptiireles — i§ molio,
medzio, metalo. Galima dar i$skirti suvenyriniy léliy funkcini pogrupi. Lietuvos muziejy
kolekcijose saugomos l¢lés ir skulpturelés 1§ ivairiy Lietuvos vietoviy. Lélés biidavo
kiidikio arba maZo vaiko atvaizdo, dazniausiai — mergaités. Jas darydavo tévai ar
amatininkai, o didesnés mergaités pasidarydavo pacios. Motinos mazoms mergaitéms
nulipdydavo Zaisly 1S teSlos ir iSkepdavo kartu su duona arba tévai, grizdami i§ miestelio,
nupirkdavo tesliniy 1¢liy, kurios vaikams biidavo ir zaislai, ir skanéstai. Medziaginiy
leliy mazoms mergaitéms pasitidavo mama, senelé arba siuvéja. Didesnés mergaités 1éles
sitidavosi pacios. XIX a. pabaigoje kai kurios kaimo mergaités turéjo medziaginiy Iéliy
su porceliano galvutémis. Siaudines léles darydavo pa¢ios mergaités. Vienos Siaudy
gniliztg¢ apgobdavo skarele, kitos nupindavo figurelg, nupieSdavo veido bruozus ir
apvilkdavo drabuzéliais, i8kirptais i§ popieriaus arba siiitais i§ medziagos. Medines 1¢les
mazoms mergaitéms padarydavo tévai, didesni berniukai ir amatininkai. Didesnés
mergaités pacios pasidarydavo meding l¢lg i§ pagaliuko arba Sauksto, uzriSusios ant jo
skarele arba suvystydavo kaip kiidikj.

Skulptureles — tai zmogaus pavidalo pastatomos figiirélés, naudojamos vaiky
zaidimams. Kaimo vaikai ir amatininkai jas lipd¢ i§ molio, droz¢ i§ medzio, daré 1§
gamtiniy medziagy. Amatininkai skulptiiréles liejo ir i§ gipso arba metalo, naudodami
formas. Molines 1¢liy skulptiiréles daugiausia lipdydavo mergaités, o berniukai —
kareiviy, parySkindami tik budingiausius iSorés bruozus. Tobulesnes molines
skulpturéles degdavo ir pardavinédavo amatininkai. Piemenukai ir kai kurie amatininkai,

daZniausiai dievdirbiai, drozdavo medinius kareivélius. Kaimo berniukai perteikdavo tik
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budingiausius ju iSorés bruozus, o amatininkai figiréles padarydavo ir nudazydavo
tikroviSkai. Kaimo vaikai ir amatininkai darydavo skulptiir¢les ir 1§ kankoréziy, samany.
Vieni vaizduodavo senuka su lazda ar malky glébeliu, kiti — Kalédy senelj. Amatininkai
futbolininko ar kareivio skulptiiréles liedavo ir 1§ Svino. Kooperatiné bendrove
,Marginiai“ skatino amatininkus ir dailininkus kurti suvenyrines léles su tautiniais
lietuviy drabuziais. Zinoma, kad lietuviskas léles kiiré ir dailininkai Konstancija
Petrikaité-Tuliené, Domicel¢ Tarabildien¢, Petras Tarabilda. Jos sulauké didelio
pasisiekimo 1939 m. vykusioje pasaulinéje parodoje Niujorke (Sataviciiite, 2007: 263).

IV.6 Drabuziai ir apavas

Drabuziai ir apavas sudaro atskirus pogrupius. Tai miniatitirin¢ 1¢liy apranga ir
apavas, jie néra atskiri zaislai. Muziejy kolekcijose ju sukaupta daugiau i§ Vakary
Lietuvos. Drabuzéliai skiriami pagal léliy lyti — motery ir vyry. Siuos drabuZius mazoms
mergaitems siiidavo, megzdavo, iSkirpdavo 1§ popieriaus tévai, sifidavosi pacios
mergaites ar padarydavo amatininkai. Moteriski drabuziai atitiko tikrus ano meto motery
drabuzius — skarelg, marskinius, palaiding, sijona, suknelg, prijuoste, liemene ir galvos
danga, vyry drabuZiai — tik mar3kinius ir kelnes. Zaislinis apavas skirstomas i nagines
arba vyzas, klumpes, batus, t. y. apava, kuri zmonés av¢jo XIX a. — XX a. pradzioje.
Zaisliniu apavu audavo léles, jis naudotas ir kaip kambario puo§mena. Maziems vaikams
1§ medzio, odos, medziagos ji darydavo tévai, patys vaikai ir kai kurie amatininkai.

IV.7 Galvosukiai

Taip pat buvo populiariis zaislai — galvosiikiai, Kitaip tariant, sudedamos arba
iSnarstomos figiiros, kuriy pasidarydavo kaimo berniukai (dazniausiai piemenukai) arba
pagamindavo kai kurie amatininkai. Pagal medZiaga, 1§ kurios padaryti, jie skirstomi {
medinius, vielinius ir virvelinius. Mediniai galvostkiai — tai keturkampés figiirélés,
sudétos 1§ pagaliuky arba lentuciy. Biidavo populiarios ir suneriamos figtiros i$ vielos.
Kai jos neturédavo, piemenukai galvosukius darydavo i§ dvieju saguy, virvutés ir
baland¢lés: dvi sagas uznerdavo ant virvutés, tada ja sulenkdavo ir perverdavo per tris
skylutes balandélés galuose ir centre. Virvutg su sagomis varstydavo per skylutes, kol
iSnerdavo sagos. Galvosiikiai labiau negu kiti zaislai lavino prota, logini mastyma. Jie

buvo Zinomi visoje Lietuvoje, taciau daugiausia juos dar¢ tik pavieniai vaikai.
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ISVADOS

. XIX a. pabaigos — XX a. pirmosios pusés Lietuvos kaimo zaislai issiskiria savo
paskirties reikSmingumu: Zaislo sasaja su tam tikra Zaidybine veikla keleriopai
svarbesné nei Zaislo dekoratyvumas.

. Zaisly klasifikacija pagal paskirtj parodé, kad Lietuvos kaime buvo paplitusios
trys zaisly rasys: garsiniai, judantieji arba nejudantieji — susij¢ su atitinkamos
rusies zaidimais.

. Lietuvos kaime tiriamu laikotarpiu buvo paplit¢ namy darbo zaislai. Ir socialinis
zaisly tyrimas parode, kad valstie€iy vaikai, kitaip nei amatininky ir tarnautojy,
pirktiniy zaisly turéjo itin retai. Dél didesnio ekonominio atsilikimo, valstieCiy
tikio uzdarumo archajiSki namuy darbo Zzaislai ilgiausiai iSliko Ryty Lietuvos
regiono vietovése.

Naminiy Zaisly gamybai buvo naudotos ivairios po ranka buve medZiagos, todél
jie buvo paprasti, vienadieniai, nepatvards.

paprastai darydavo tik patiems maziausiems. Tad XIX a. pabaigos — XX a.
pirmosios pusés zaisly tyrimas praveria nepazinta to laiko Zaidziancio vaiko
pasauli, jo vaizduotg ir kiirybiSkuma.

. Zaisly gaminimo idéjas vaikai perimdavo vieni i§ kity arba buvo pamokomi
suaugusiy. Tod¢l vaiky gaminti Zaislai yra tradicinés kulturos dalis. Kaimo vaiky
zaislams budingi archaiSkos kultiiros bruozai: apibendrinty, minimaliai realistiSkai
paryskinty formuy figurélés, santiri, forma paryskinanti ju puoSyba; garsa
sukeliantys Zaislai, artimi ankstyvyjy kultliry maginés paskirties daiktams.

Senyjy zaisly gamybos tradicija tgse ir kai kurie amatininkai, daZniausiai puodziai
ir dievdirbiai, todél plito moliniai ir mediniai amatininky Zaislai. Amatininky
padarytiems Zzaislams taip pat buvo biudinga Zaidybiné paskirtis, taciau jie
skirdavo daugiau démesio zaislo gamybos budui, realistinéms figiiréliy formoms,
puoSybai, tod¢l ju Zaislai iSsiskyré ne tik patvarumu ir ilgaamziSkumu, bet ir
grazumu. Tarpukario metais atsirado pirmieji nedideli Zaisly gamybos centrai,
daugiausia Zemaitijos regiono vietovése — Kur$énuose, Vieksniuose, TelSiuose,

Kraziuose ir kt. Fabrikinés gamybos Zzaislai placiau buvo zinomi tik Klaipédos

kra$te, o visoje Lietuvoje jie iSstimé namy darbo zaislus tik po II-0jo pasaulinio
karo.

. Lietuvos kaime XIX a. pabaigoje — XX a. pirmojoje puséje gyvavusi vaiky
gaminamy Zaisly kultiira buvo reguliuojama paciy vaiky poreikiy ir galimybiy.
Tuo ji 1§ esmés skyrési nuo vélesniuy laikotarpiy, kada namy darbo Zaislus keité
pirktiniai, fabrikinés gamybos, vaiko Zaisly kirima perémé suaugusieji.
Pastebétina, kad tarpukaryje kilgs ,lietuvisko Zaislo* kiirimo sgjiidis atgaivino
tradicinius zaislus, bet jis jau negaléjo atgaivinti tradicijos, kada Zzaislus sau
gamino patys vaikai.

. Nepaisant XX a. ketvirtame deSimtmetyje kilusio ,,lietuvisky Zaisly* atgaivinimo
sajiidZio, kintanti ekonominé ir kultiirin¢ aplinka lémé bendra Lietuvos, o taip pat
ir kaimo zaisly ,,européjima“, dalj tradiciniy Zaisly paversdama suvenyrais. Vis
delto 1éti urbanizacijos tempai ir Salies ekonominé situacija 1éme, kad Lietuvoje
namy darbo Zaislai dominavo ilgiau negu gretimose Europos Salyse — net iki XX
a. vidurio.
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Description of the creative and scientific activities of
NIJOLE PLIURAITE ANDREJEVIENE

In 1975, at the Faculty of History of Vilnius University, | gained the specialty of
a historian. In the same year, | started working in the Open-air Museum in Rumsiskés.
Working at the museum, | chose the topic "Lithuanian children’s toys and means of
games in the end of the 19™ — the beginning of the 20" century” for my scientific
work which in 1988 was confirmed by the Scientific Council of the Institute of History,
and Dr. R. Merkiené was appointed my supervisor. In 1988-2007, according to the
composed theme’s questionnaire, I collected the ethnographic material in various regions
of Lithuania and familiarized with the collections of toys and archival material stored in
Lithuanian museums.
At the same time | was interested in other nations’ toys. In 1991, I worked on probation
in the Toy Museum in Zagorsk, Russia, the Ethnography Museum in Saint Petersburg,
and in 2000 — in the Toy Museum in Nuremberg. In 1993, | collected literature in the
libraries of New York and Boston in America.
Collecting the ethnographic material, 1 organized exhibitions of toys in the Open-air
Museum. The exhibition organized in the Museum in 1993 presented toys stored in
various museums of Lithuania. In 2003, in one of ethnographic homesteads of the Open-
air Museum, there was established a dynamic exposure where children could play with
the copies of toys and learn ancient games.
The performed research of toys has been published in scientific articles and the

monograph “Lithuanian children’s toys™” (2012)
