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INTRODUCTION

The decades from 1990 to 2010 mark a period of intense international migration in
Europe, which brought forth various challenges for national and international state policies
and called for societies to deal with intercultural coexistence. The expansion of the EU (in
2004 and 2007) and the latest ratification of the Schengen agreement (2007) changed the
geopolitical situation of the European continent. The “shifting” of the EU border towards
the East and the liberalisation of the freedom of movement within the EU became one of the
most important factors encouraging international migration processes. These factors
influenced the emergence of new international migration systems in the EU. Despite the
strict immigration policy, most of the EU member states witnessed a surge in immigration.
While in the 1990s the main destination centres in the EU were considered to be the western
European and Scandinavian countries, the (dis)integration processes of the 21st century
occurring in Europe and elsewhere have revealed new migration trends: the “new” EU
member states became not only the source of immigrants, but also transit points or
destinations for those coming from countries within the geographical vicinity (Russia,
Belarus, and Ukraine) as well as from more distant parts of the World (Turkey and China).
At the same time as the western European countries began to critically evaluate their
immigration and migrant integration policies, the “new” EU member states confronted the
challenges of creating migration regulations and strategies for migrant integration.

With regards to the challenges posed by international migration, Lithuania is no
exception. The historical context and prevailing structure of immigration show that
Immigration in Lithuania experienced a moment of rupture over twenty years ago as it took
on new forms. After Lithuania’s independence was restored, inter-republic immigration
from Russia, Belarus, Ukraine and other post-Soviet countries to Lithuania became
international. Therefore, given the political transformation, the same mobility of people
took on a meaning (beginning with immigration policy and migrant integration trajectories
and ending with attitudes toward immigration in societal and political levels). In light of the

immigrants’ countries of origin, their reasons for coming and their social and demographic



characteristics on the one hand, and the technological development and EU integration
processes on the other, international migration has become more diverse, more rapid and
challenging (both, in the context of academic research and implementation of immigration
policies).

From the perspective of international migration, migration studies in Lithuania have
become especially pertinent. Various types of immigration to Lithuania require new
directions in migration research that would allow immigration to be analysed according to
various aspects: on the one hand, taking into account the premises and circumstances of
choosing to immigrate to Lithuania, on the other hand, considering the specific features and
the similarities of migration over different periods, such as before and after the collapse of
the Soviet Union.

Taking a closer look at the development of research on immigration and the
(un)successful implementations of policies by receiving countries, Lithuania is in a rather
favourable position. In order to analyse immigration processes, systematised databases can
be used, certain well-established and developed theoretical approaches can be employed.
With regards to the implementation of migration and migrant integration policies, one must
take into consideration (un)successful political practices. By combining the development of
immigration studies and the potential of policy-creation, an adequate and preventative
political response can be formulated to solve future challenges.

There has not been much research about Lithuania’s immigration structure (the different
immigrant groups, their social and demographic characteristics, mobility factors, migrant
organisations, migration networks, etc.). This allows for a discussion about the lack of
research concerning (Chinese and Turkish) immigration, which (from the perspective of
Immigration studies) leads us to formulate the following problems concerning this theme in
the dissertation:

First, academic knowledge about Chinese and Turks living in Lithuania is sparse. No
research has been done on these immigrant groups in Lithuania.

Second, regarding the lack of academic research, the Chinese and Turkish immigration

should be discussed (and analysed) in the broader context of immigration issues, since up



until now there has only been fragmentary research concerning the general immigration
structure in Lithuania as well as the immigration processes of several immigrant groups.

Third, until recently, immigration studies in Lithuania have not been especially numerous
or in-depth, and thus the rapidly shifting trends of international migration (especially
concerning the expansion of the EU and Schengen territory) require thorough observation
and analysis of immigration that would take into consideration both global tendencies (EU
integration processes, regional crises, global economic changes) and the national context
(immigrant and migrant integration policies and the existing research data base).

Fourth, the lack of quantitative, qualitative data and academic research as well as no
discussion on the political, societal and academic levels prevents referring to a concrete
direction in immigration studies, which could be considered as theoretical framework for
immigration research in Lithuania.

The problematic aspects of immigration (research) show that the need for a
comprehensive analysis of the Chinese and Turkish immigration is linked to: 1) the ability
to observe, analyse and evaluate the preconditions of Chinese and Turkish immigration
(origin and continuity), 2) an analysis of the formation of the migration network, which
covers Chinese and Turkish social relations, their participation in the labour market, access
to housing, education, and social welfare; finally 3) attitudes of the Chinese and Turkish
immigrants towards long-term residency in Lithuania and acquisition of Lithuanian
citizenship.

The newness of the theme chosen is linked to the fact that no academic research or
analysis has been conducted about the Chinese and Turkish immigration in Lithuania.
Hence, this dissertation seeks to comprehensively reveal the particular features of the
beginning of Chinese and Turkish immigration (in the country of origin) and ending with
the formation of migration networks (in the country of destination).

Taking into account the trends of the Chinese and Turkish immigration and the lack of
scientific research thereof, the dissertation’s topic is Chinese and Turkish immigration; the
object of study is the motives for Chinese and Turkish immigration, social, economic and

institutional ties and preconditions for the formation of a migration network that includes



immigrant organisations. The following elements influenced the formulation of the research
topic and object of study:

First, is the specific situation of the Chinese and Turkish immigration (compared to other
immigrant groups) which includes the reasons for coming, legal status, gender, distribution
in the larger cities of Lithuania, etc., and also issues of life in Lithuania (social ties,
specificities of economic activities, migrants’ organisations, etc.).

Second, taking into account the specificities of Chinese and Turkish migration in western
Europe as well as immigration patterns studied in Lithuania, it can be concluded that these
immigrant groups stand out from the more general immigration trends and issues:
discussions about ethnic economies (Portes et al 1994; Portes 1998; Yu-Sion 2003), the
formation of Chinatowns and migrant integration in the context of city development (Light
ir Karageorgis 1994; Pieke 2004) take place as much within the EU as beyond its borders.

Third, the dissertation seeks to provide an in-depth description of the prevailing
immigration structure in Lithuania. By analysing the issues of Chinese and Turkish
immigration, it supplements and broadens the immigration research in Lithuania. By
revealing the specificities of the Chinese and Turkish immigration (in a parallel with the
more prevalent immigrant groups of Belarusians, Ukrainians and Russians), this dissertation
proposes to look at immigration from a broader perspective and compare the situations of
different immigrant groups.

Fourth, the Chinese and Turkish immigration is analysed according to the “new”
(international) migration perspective which allows one to reveal the initial factors for
immigration (the beginning of immigration), the preconditions for forming migration
networks and the influence of the emergent networks on the motives for migration of the
Immigrant groups analysed.

In order to better reveal the field of analysis, the aims, tasks, and theses of the dissertation
are presented. The main aim of the dissertation is to disclose and characterise the specific
features of the Chinese and Turkish immigration, the process of the formation of a
migration network and the influence of the network on the motives for migration amongst

the Chinese and Turkish immigrants.



In order to accomplish this aim, the following tasks have been formulated:

1. To create an empirical research model by describing the issue of migration in the
social sciences, methodological approaches to migration studies and migration
theories;

2. To analyse immigration issues in Lithuania by revealing the problems with the
concepts used in migration studies, the particularities of the Chinese and Turkish
immigration and the priorities of immigration and integration policies in Lithuania, as
well as the public opinion towards immigration processes in Lithuania;

3. To reveal and describe the specific features of the formation of the Chinese and
Turkish migration networks, the reason for immigration, its continuity, its services
and impact: social and economic relations, inter-personal aid for participating in the
labour market, accessing housing, education, and receiving services from the social
welfare sector, as well as its (migration network’s) influence on mobility factors of
the Chinese and Turks; attitudes towards long-term residency in Lithuania and
acquisition of Lithuanian citizenship.

The theses of the dissertation have been formulated taking into consideration the most
recent trends in international migration (including those of the Chinese and Turkish), the
results of completed research and an analysis of the specific traits of these immigrant groups
in Lithuania:

The first thesis relates to the beginning of the Chinese and Turkish immigration: the “first’
Chinese and Turkish immigrants, who came to Lithuania after 1991, created the background
for the development of a migration network that allowed for the continuity of immigration.

The second thesis relates to the complex nature of the Chinese and Turkish immigration
networks: their greatest importance is to connect immigrants living in various countries
(those of origin, transit and destination) as well as potential immigrants and various NGOs
(such as those created for or by immigrants).

The third thesis considers the similarities of the Chinese and Turkish immigration in
Lithuania in terms of their scale and economic activities. It claims that the immigration

process and formation of migrant networks of both groups have comparable characteristics.



The theoretical-academic significance of this dissertation is an attempt to fill-in the gaps
in the afore mentioned academic research about Lithuania’s immigration structure, specific
features of the Chinese and Turkish immigration and the challenges of living in Lithuania
for these immigrant groups. It also seeks to lessen the stark discrepancy between the highly
developed field of emigration research and the more fragmentary immigration studies. The
practical significance of the dissertation is that it draws attention to the way immigration
processes are (mis)understood in Lithuanian society. Based on the gained understanding of
the Chinese and Turkish immigration and migration networks, the dissertation proposes
recommendations for furthering the field of immigration studies and for implementing
migrant integration policies. Therefore, this dissertation can be useful for evaluating the
existing immigration and immigrant integration policy infrastructure in Lithuania. Likewise,
one aim is to describe the complexity of contemporary migration through the case study of
the Chinese and Turkish immigration to Lithuania. An analysis of these immigrant groups is
pertinent both in the academic and social sense because of the newness of the Chinese and
Turkish immigration, the lack of information thereof and the non-existence of a systematic
implementation of immigration and integration policies in Lithuania.

To summarise the pertinence, academic and social value of the chosen topic, this
dissertation will further the field of migration studies in the following ways: the problem
analysed in the dissertation and the research results and conclusions will contribute to the
conceptualisation of immigration by providing original insights about Chinese and Turkish
immigration and about specific features of their migration networks in Lithuania. The
dissertation will contribute to the development of research on immigration in Lithuania by
supplementing the existing database and broadening academic knowledge about
Immigration processes occurring in Lithuania. The dissertation presents the newest
statistical data about immigration dynamics and the dominant immigration structure (and
change) in Lithuania. It also presents empirical data about internal and external social and
economic ties, individual and collective experience of the Turkish and Chinese immigrants.
The above-discussed data is presented in the context of immigration and integration policies

that are emerging in Lithuania. A delineation of the factors through which immigrants
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successfully participate in the dominant society’s social and cultural life could contribute to
the development of migrant integration policies.

By combining qualitative research methods with statistical data and document analysis,
the dissertation aims to comprehensively work through the issues in the chosen field; it
conducts in-depth analysis of immigration structure, evaluates immigration strategies of the
Chinese and Turkish immigrants, examines migration network formation processes
(between the countries of origin, transit and destination) as well as studies the forms of
social ties between immigrants and dominant society. On the one hand, the situation is
analysed from the perspective of the immigrant groups being researched; on the other hand,
structural factors of immigration are investigated.

In order to accomplish the set goals and tasks, various research methods are combined in
the dissertation, a wide spectrum of literature and databases are used, which are discussed
in the structural parts of the dissertation.

The first part of the dissertation presents methodological premises of migration research:
the problem of migration research in the social sciences is discussed with a special focus on
migration studies in the EU and Lithuania. By delineating the social and economic
migration theories, a model for empirical research is constructed.

The second part of the dissertation analyses the structural (contextual) factors of the
Chinese and Turkish immigration in Lithuania. After discussing the problematic use of
specific terms in migration studies, the concepts of immigrant, immigration and migration
network are presented as they have been adapted for the analysis of the Chinese and Turkish
Immigration. Data about immigration to Lithuania, migrant integration policy and public
opinion polls are also analysed. In order to define the social and demographic characteristics
of the immigrant groups being studied, the latest statistical data about the Chinese and
Turkish immigration in Lithuania is presented, namely, the immigration dynamics, specific
features and distribution in the larger cities of Lithuania.

The third part presents the instruments, organisation and results of the qualitative part of
the study, which are analysed according to the principles of qualitative data analysis. This

involves taking into consideration the model of the empirical research, distinguishing the
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main problems, themes and their aspects, defining the categories of analysis, systematising
the assumptions, formulating and proving conclusions.

Seeking to unpack the methodological issues of migration studies, this dissertation also
provides an analysis of theoretical sources and completed research in the area of
immigration studies; it draws upon empirical research that analyses immigration processes
(including Chinese and Turkish immigration and integration) as well as scientific studies
that conceptualise the idea of migration and analyse the issue of migrant integration. The
dissertation draws upon researchers who have contributed to the creation, criticism and
conceptualisation of migration theory (eg. Lewis 1954; Harris and Todaro 1970; Piore 1979;
Sjaastad 1962; Borjas 1990; Massey 1990, Massey et al. 1993; Stark 1991 and others).
Alongside migration theoreticians, interdisciplinary migration studies are also used (eg.
Castles and Miller 1998, 2003; Brettell and Hollifield 2000; Martiniello and Rath 2010,
others). Aiming to reveal immigration research in Lithuania, researches that have been
conducted in Lithuania are analysed (eg. Sipaviciené 1997; DSTI 2009, 2011; Sipavi¢iené
2006; Ethnic Studies 2009/2 and others).

A discussion of issues and major concepts in migration research draws upon primary and
secondary sources: documents from the European Community statistics service Eurostat,
the European Commission (EC), the European Parliament (EP), the United Nations (UN) as
well as Lithuanian institutions (eg. Government of the Republic of Lithuania, Ministry of
Social Security and Labour, Department of Statistics, European Social Fund Agency,
others) and publications that focus on the complexity of concepts as well as on
methodologies for collecting statistical data (eg. Herm 2008; Lanzieri 2008 and others).

Public opinion research data from the Institute for Ethnic Studies is used to analyse public
opinion towards immigration. The method of statistical data analysis was employed to
analyse the dynamics of Chinese and Turkish immigration. Compiled data of the Statistics
Lithuania, The Residents' Register Service, Migration Department and Lithuanian Labour
Exchange is analysed and summarised. In order to execute an analysis of Lithuania’s
immigration policies and assumptions of migrant integration, political document analysis

was used (laws, strategies, programs, decisions, reports etc.) (see. Appendix 6). Finally,
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when formulating qualitative research instruments and performing this research, qualitative

social research methods were used (see 3.1 Qualitative research parameters).

CONCLUSIONS

1. Summarising the analysis of the theoretical assumptions for migration and its
continuation it can be claimed that in regards to contemporary migration, social and
economic migration theories must complement one another. If economic migration theories
emphasise the economic nature of migration, focus on motives for migration at the
individual and family level and consider participation in the job market as the paramount
factors conditioning migration, then social migration theories consider the migration
process to be a continuous and integral part of life in contemporary society, wherein
migration is situated in a network, that is to say, in the rules and societal norms of the
countries of origin, transit and destination.

2. The concept of a migration network illustrates the complexity of the migration process.
This concept (1) includes economic and social factors of migration, (2) crosses geographic,
cultural and political boundaries of the receiving and sending countries (societies), (3)
combines pre-immigration and post-immigration processes and, finally, (4) helps to disclose
the content of informal migrant integration infrastructures from the perspective of social,
economic and institutional relations and thereby becomes a tool for analysing the forms of
interaction between different stages of migration.

3. Summarising the statistical data analysis it can be claimed that Chinese and Turks are
discovering Lithuania (as a country of destination) gradually. The last ten years of Chinese
and Turkish immigration to Lithuania did not witness steady trends, but rather a dynamic
and quickly changing process, by which the larger cities of Lithuania — Vilnius and
Klaipeda — became centres that attracted Chinese and Turkish immigrants. The distribution
of Chinese and Turks in the large cities of Lithuania and also the aspect of gender in
Immigration processes are specific characteristics of the Chinese and Turkish immigration

in Lithuania.
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4. Although the challenges of gathering, analysing and interpreting data show that
statistical data reveals the dominant tendencies of Chinese and Turkish immigration and
allows one to comprehend the scale of the immigration of these groups, the results of
qualitative research show the wider context of Chinese and Turkish immigration and how it
relates to the principle of free movement in the EU and global economic changes.

5. The qualitative research results affirmed the first thesis of the dissertation that
related to the beginning and continuation of the Chinese and Turkish immigration. The
research revealed that the first stage of immigration of students and entrepreneurs from
China and Turkey, which took place between 1991 and 1996, continues to impact Chinese
and Turkish immigration processes. The Chinese and Turkish immigrants, who arrived
between 1991 and 1996, managed not only to gain a foothold in Lithuania, but also to create
a foundation for the continuation of the Chinese and Turkish immigration (after 2000 and
later). In such a way, the Chinese and Turkish immigration network began to take shape,
which conditioned immigration processes and also helped lay the foundation for the
formation of an informal infrastructure of migrant integration.

6. Analysis of motives for immigration confirmed the second thesis of this dissertation
that concerned the emerging migration network and the social nature of the Chinese and
Turkish immigration. The research showed that the motives for Chinese and Turkish
migration are rooted in the collective (mezo) level. If the circumstances of reuniting families
condition one type of migrant network, then the Chinese and Turkish migrants who arrive
for entrepreneurial and work intentions form a different type of migrant network. In the first
Instance, the migration network is usually based on ties of family and close friends; in the
second instance it is based on ethnic kinship, business ties and labour relations. Finally, the
relationship of Chinese and Turks with the majority population and NGOs or immigrant
organisations conjoins the different aspects of the migration network and creates a space for
migrant integration processes to occur.

7. An analysis of factors of Chinese and Turkish individual and collective mobility
revealed a wide range of possible interpretations about the social and economic factors

encouraging migration. On the one hand, the social origin of the migration network allows
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for a discussion of social migration factors; on the other hand, the specifics of Chinese and
Turkish economic activities witness dominant economic migration aspects. In parallel to the
aspects of economic migration, the concept of migration network used in social migration
theories, and the formation of informal infrastructures for integrating Chinese and Turks
attest to the potential for the continuation of migration as well as to the attribute of
migration as a self-generating process.

8. Analysis of the Chinese and Turk migration confirms the first and second
hypotheses. The research revealed that over twenty years of contemporary migration, the
Chinese and Turkish migration processes “created” dominant spheres of economic activity
and a migration network conditioned by different types of ties, which impacts motives for
migration in the country of origin and the development of informal integration
infrastructures in the country of destination. While the content of the migration network
changes, it continues to maintain small-scale albeit stable immigration flows of Chinese and
Turkish migrants.

9. The different spheres of Chinese and Turkish economic activities developed alongside
the formation of an informal integration infrastructure and migration network. Therefore, it
can be claimed that on the one hand, Chinese entrepreneurship in Lithuania influenced the
processes of creating the migration network; on the other hand, the gradually evolving
migration network encouraged Chinese and Turkish entrepreneurs as well as migrant
workers to immigrate to Lithuania.

10. If the family situations of Turkish migrants do not necessarily influence the
development of the migration network, Chinese and Turkish ethnic kinship, business ties
and labour-related migration networks have the potential to expand on their own, and at the
same time, to endow the migration processes with self-generating characteristics. The social
ties of Chinese and Turkish entrepreneurs and migrant workers are intertwined with
economic (business) relations, and at the same time they are rooted in the informal migrant
integration infrastructure. Therefore, it can be claimed that the factors encouraging
immigration also simultaneously condition the formation of the migration network. In other

words, the factors affecting Chinese and Turkish migration can be considered as indicators
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for migrant integration analysis. One of the main indications is the informal migrant
integration infrastructure that covers various types of ties amongst the Chinese and Turks.

11. The informal integration infrastructure and social, economic and institutional ties
of the evolving migration network confirm the first and second theses. At the same time,
they illustrate migration network and migration system theoretical arguments about the
social nature of the Chinese and Turkish migration processes. The social nature of the
Chinese and Turkish immigration brings up a discussion about the transition from a
neoclassical (macroeconomic) perspective of migration processes toward a contemporary,
social approach, which claims that migration behaviour cannot be explained merely by
structural factors. Alongside the macroeconomic aspect, the contemporary understanding of
migration claims that it should be considered as an integral part of life in contemporary
society and a self-generating process.

12. The third hypothesis, related to the comparative aspect of the Chinese and Turkish
immigration and migration network formation, was refuted. While the type of economic
activities of Chinese and Turks in Lithuania are similar and migration networks condition
the motives for migration, the processes by which the migration networks are formed by
each immigrant group differ. The majority of Turks live in Vilnius, and thus for reasons of
reuniting the family and concentrating in one city, Turks engaged in religious activities and
immigrant organisations create strong internal (within the immigrant group) as well as
external ties (with the dominant society and institutions). Contrary to the Turkish case,
Chinese immigrants are more evenly distributed between Vilnius and Klaipeda. The lack of
Immigrant organisations, an exceptionally low number of so called mixed marriages and a
busy schedule all contribute to the formation of strong internal and weak external ties. If
within the context of the migration network, it is possible to compare Chinese in Klaipeda
with Turks in Vilnius, the Chinese living in Vilnius do not distinguish themselves with
strong bonds either internally or externally. Reflecting on these tendencies allows us to
discuss the emerging processes of Turkish integration, while migration network formation
processes amongst the Chinese explain the formation of assumptions about them being a

more closed-off immigrant group (compared to the Turks).
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RECOMMENDATIONS

1. Based on the results of the qualitative research and the analysis of public opinion
and immigration policy, recommendations for the implementation of immigration and
migrant integration policies are formulated. Reflecting on the particular motives and
economic activities of the Chinese and Turkish migrations in Lithuania, it would be most
appropriate to apply more liberal rules for family migration processes, which would not
only ensure the Universal Human Right to reunite with one’s family (spouse or children),
but would also heighten the potential for successful immigrant business in Lithuania, as it
would encourage the creation of new jobs and foreign investments. In such a way,
additional results can be achieved: on the one hand, it would ameliorate the economic
situation of immigrants by lessening the risk of social exclusion and preventatively
foreseeing other challenges of the integration process; on the other hand, it would change
the negative attitudes of society so that immigrants could come to be perceived as an
economic, cultural and social resource.

2. In light of the prevailing immigration structure in Lithuania, the social and
demographic characteristics of Chinese and Turkish immigrants as well as the specific traits
of their economic activities and social resources, it would be most appropriate to apply local
integration programs. Both the geographic aspect of the immigration structure and the
results of migration research reveal the Chinese and Turkish immigrants’ motives for
immigration, their needs and other specific challenges of living in Lithuania. This
information enables special policies to be applied for different categories of immigrants. In
the case of Chinese and Turkish immigrants (in contrast to the case of refugees or migrant
workers), rather than free service programs, it would be more useful to create empowering
instruments, that would help the immigrants represent themselves (or their group) on social,
cultural and political levels. In the long-term perspective, such means of integration would
solve the problems of service provision by preventing them. Empowering Chinese and

Turkish immigrants to solve difficulties independently would allow integration measures to
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be directed toward more vulnerable immigrant groups. It is important to note that
empowerment can occur as much through structural factors (NGOs) as through the very
migrant network of the immigrants — by institutionalising the migrants’ informal integration
infrastructure.

3. Drawing from the qualitative research results and the increase in immigration research
in Lithuania, it is necessary to develop immigration studies along different perspectives.
The main tasks should be the creation of an empirical database and a theoretical foundation
of migration studies. In terms of research methods, there is a need for both quantitative and
qualitative approach to analyse the immigration structure as well as separate (the most
numerous) immigrant groups.

4. 1t would be useful to plan and realise recurrent research concerning separate immigrant
groups as well as immigration structure. Due to the quickly changing immigration flows, the
immigration structure is changing, as are the issues of integration and the immigrants’
needs. Without considering the results of immigration research, the applied policies become
inflexible and meet neither the needs of the immigrants nor the needs of the countries of
destination.

5. The research on Chinese and Turkish immigration processes revealed that migration
studies should go beyond the geographical borders of the receiving country, analyse the
initial stages of the immigration process, search for a tie between historical and
contemporary immigration processes, and, finally, consider the most prominent migration
tendencies of the 21% century, which indicate that migration processes are not limited to
integration in the labour market or other spheres of social life. On the contrary, migration is
a complex process impacted by social, economic, political, cultural and ecological
circumstances and, in turn, as a process it itself influences the fields of social and economic

policy of the countries participating in the process of international migration.

Dar XX a. pabaigoje
pagrindiniais imigracijos traukos centrais ES buvo laikomos Vakary Europos ir
Skandinavijos Salys, taciau XXI a. vykstantys (dez)integracijos procesai Europoje ir uz jos
riby rodo naujas migracijos tendencijas: ,,naujosios“ ES valstybés narés tapo ne tik
imigranty kilmés, bet taip pat tranzito bei tikslo Salimis 1§ geografiSkai artimy (Rusijos,
Baltarusijos ir Ukrainos) ir tolimy (Turkijos ir Kinijos) Saliy. Tuo pat metu, kai Vakary
Europos Salys pradéjo kritiSkai vertinti jgyvendinamg imigracijos ir integracijos politika,
,haujosios® ES valstybés narés susidiiré su migracijos srauty reguliavimo ir migranty
integracijos strategijy kiirimo i$Sikiais.

Lietuva tarptautinés migracijos kontekste néra iSimtis. Istorinis imigracijos kontekstas,
Lietuvoje vyraujanti imigracijos struktiira ir imigracijos valdymo patirtys rodo, kad daugiau
negu prie§ 20 mety imigracija Lietuvoje patyré lizio momenta, jgaudama naujas formas.
Atkiirus Lietuvos Nepriklausomybe, tarprespublikiné imigracija 1 Lietuva i$ Rusijos,
Baltarusijos, Ukrainos ir kity posovietiniy S$aliy tapo tarptautine. Taigi, politinés
transformacijos perspektyvoje tas pats Zmoniy mobilumas jgavo naujg turinj (pradedant
imigracijos politika ir migranty integracijos trajektorijomis; baigiant nuostatomis dél
imigracijos visuomeniniame ir politiniame lygmenyse). Atsizvelgiant j imigranty kilmés
Salis, atvykimo pagrindus ir imigranty socialines bei demografines charakteristikas i§ vienos

pusés, ir technologijy vystymasi bei ES integracijos procesus i$ kitos pusés, farptautiné
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migracija tapo jvairesné, greitesné ir (moksliniy tyrimy bei imigracijos politikos
1gyvendinimo kontekste) problematiSkesneé.

Tarptautinés imigracijos perspektyvoje, imigracijos tyrimai Lietuvoje tapo itin aktualis.
Skirtingos imigracijos Lietuvoje formos (jy saveika) pareikalavo naujy imigracijos tyrimy
kryp€iy, leidZian¢iy imigracija analizuoti jvairiais aspektais: 1§ vienos puseés, jtraukiant
tokius analizés rodiklius kaip imigracijos prielaidos ir aplinka, kurioje buvo priimtas
sprendimas migruoti bei pasirinkti Lietuvg kaip imigracijos tikslo 8alj, i§ kitos pusés,
atskleidziant skirtingais periodais (iki ir po Soviety Sajungos zlugimo) vykusios migracijos
ypatumus ir sglycio taskus.

Atsizvelgiant ] imigracijos tyrimy plétros tendencijas ir imigracijos tikslo Saliy politikos
jgyvendinimo (ne)sékmes, Lietuva yra palankioje situacijoje. Analizuojant imigracijos
procesus galima naudotis susistemintomis duomeny bazémis ir remtis jau patikrintomis bei
iSplétotomis teorinémis prieigomis, o jgyvendinant migracijos ir migranty integracijos
politika — atsizvelgti ] (ne)sékmingas politikos praktikas. Apjungiant imigracijos tyrimy
plétros ir politikos kiirimo potencialg galima jgyvendinti adekvaty ir prevencinj politinj
atsaka galimiems i$Siikiams ateityje spresti.

Mazai tyrinéta Lietuvos imigracijos struktiira (skirtingos imigranty grupés, jy socialinés ir
demografinés charakteristikos, mobilumo veiksniai, migranty organizacijos, migracijos
tinklai ir kt.) leidzia diskutuoti apie (kiny ir turky) imigracijos neiStirtumg, Kuris
(imigracijos tyrimy perspektyvoje) formuoja $iuos probleminius disertacijoje pasirinktos
temos aspektus:

Pirma, mokslinés Zinios apie Lietuvoje gyvenancius Kinus ir turkus néra gausios. Siy
imigranty grupiy imigracija Lietuvoje tyrinéta nebuvo.

Antra, diskutuojant apie mokslinio zinojimo stoka, kiny ir turky imigracija taréty buti
aptariama (ir analizuojama) bendrame imigracijos problematikos kontekste, kadangi tiek
bendra imigracijos struktiira Lietuvoje, tiek atskiry imigranty grupiy imigracijos procesai
buvo tyrinéti fragmentiskai.

Trecia, iki Siol imigracijos tyrimai Lietuvoje nepasizymejo gausa ir nuoseklumu, todél

sparCiai besikeifianCios tarptautinés migracijos tendencijos (ypac atsizvelgiant i ES ir
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Sengeno erdvés plétra) liudija apie poreikj imigracija stebéti ir analizuoti nuosekliai,
atsizvelgiant tiek j pasaulines tendencijas (pvz., ES integracijos procesus, regionines krizes
ir pasaulinius ekonominius pokycius), tiek j nacionalinj kontekstg (imigracijos ir migranty
integracijos politikg ir turimg tyrimy duomeny bazg).

Ketvirta, kiekybiniy ir kokybiniy duomeny, moksliniy tyrimy ir diskusijy politiniu,
visuomeniniu bei moksliniu lygmeniu stoka neleidzia referuoti j konkrecig imigracijos
tyrimy kryptj, kuri galéty biti laikytina teoriniu imigracijos studijy pagrindu Lietuvoje.

Aptarti probleminiai imigracijos (tyrimy) aspektai rodo, kad visapusiskos kiny ir turky
imigracijos analizés aktualumas yra susijes su (1) galimybe stebéti, analizuoti ir vertinti
kiny bei turky imigracijos prielaidas (pradzig ir tegstinumg), (2) migracijos tinklo
formavimo(si) analize, apimancia kiny ir turky socialinius ry$ius, dalyvavimg darbo rinkoje,
apgyvendinimo, svietimo, socialiniy paslaugy sektoriuose ir (3) kiny bei turky nuostatomis
del ilgalaikio gyvenimo Lietuvoje ir Lietuvos pilietybés jgijimo.

Disertacijoje pasirinktos temos naujumas yra susijes su moksliniu kiny ir turky
imigracijos neistirtumu. Iki Siol kiny ir turky imigracija Lietuvoje analizuota nebuvo, tod¢l
disertacijoje pirmg karta bandoma visapusiSkai atskleisti kiny ir turky imigracijos ypatumus,
pradedant imigracijos prielaidomis kilmés Salyje, baigiant migracijos tinklo formavimu(si)
tikslo Salyje.

Atsizvelgiant j kiny ir turky imigracijos tendencijas bei mokslinj neiStirtuma, disertacijos
objektu buvo pasirinkta kiny ir turky imigracija; dalyku — kiny ir turky migracijos motyvus,
socialinius, ekonominius ir institucinius rySius bei prielaidas imigranty organizacijoms
susikurti apimantis migracijos tinklas. Tyrimo objekto ir dalyko pasirinkimui jtakos turéjo
sie veiksniai:

Siekiant atskleisti analizuojamos problematikos lauka, iSsikeltas disertacijos tikslas,
uZdaviniai ir ginamieji teiginiai.

ISVADOS

1. Apibendrinant teoriniy migracijos kilmés ir testinumo prielaidy analize galima teigti,
kad Siuolaikinés migracijos perspektyvoje socialines ir ekonomines migracijos teorijas
tikslinga taikyti kompleksiskai. Jei ekonominés migracijos teorijos akcentuoja ekonoming
migracijos prigimtj, o migracijos motyvus individualiame ir $eiminiame lygmenyje bei
dalyvavimg darbo rinkoje traktuoja kaip svarbiausius migracija salygojancius veiksnius,
socialinés migracijos teorijos migracijos procesg traktuoja kaip besitesiancig Siuolaikiniy
visuomeniy integralia gyvenimo dalj, kai migracija yra jsitvirtinusi migracijos tinkle:
socialinése visuomenés taisyklése ir normose kilmés, tranzito ir tikslo salyse.

2. Migracijos tinklo savoka iliustruoja migracijos proceso kompleksiskuma. Si savoka (1)
apima ekonominius ir socialinius migracijos veiksnius, (2) perzengia geografines, kultiirines
ir politines priimancios bei siunciancios valstybiy (visuomeniy) ribas, (3) apjungia iki-
imigracinius bei post-imigracinius procesus ir, galiausiai, (4) padeda atskleisti socialiniy,

ekonominiy ir instituciniy rySiy perspektyvoje jsitvirtinusios neformalios migranty
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integracijos infrastruktiiros turinj, todél tampa instrumentu, leidZzianciy analizuoti skirtingy
migracijos etapy saveikos formas.

3. Apibendrinant statistiniy duomeny analize galima teigti, kad kinai ir turkai Lietuva
(kaip imigracijos tikslo Salj) pradeda atrasti palaipsniui. Paskutinieji 10 kiny ir turky
imigracijos Lietuvoje metai liudija ne apie nusistovejusias tendencijas, bet apie dinamiska ir
greitai kintantj procesg, kurio perspektyvoje didieji Lietuvos miestai — Vilnius ir Klaipéda —
gali buti traktuojami kaip kiny ir turky imigracijos traukos centrai. Tiek kiny ir turky
pasiskirstymas didziuosiuose Lietuvos miestuose, tiek lyties aspektas imigracijos
procesuose laikytini specifiniais kiny ir turky imigracijos Lietuvoje bruozais.

4. Nors statistinlty duomeny rinkimo, analizés ir interpretavimo i$Siikiai rodo, kad
kokybiniuose tyrimuose statistiniai duomenis leidzia atskleisti vyraujancias kiny ir turky
imigracijos tendencijas ir suvokti analizuojamy imigranty grupiy imigracijos mastus,
kokybinio tyrimo rezultatai parodo platesnj kiny ir turky imigracijos konteksta, susijusj su
laisvo judéjimo principu ES ir pasauliniais ekonominiais pokyciais.

5. Apibendrinant kokybinio tyrimo rezultatus apie kiny ir turky imigracijos pradZig
galima teigti, kad pirmasis disertacijoje ginamasis teiginys, susijes su kiny ir turky
imigracijos pradZia bei testinumu, pasitvirtino. Tyrimas atskleidé, kad pirmasis studenty ir
verslininky 1§ Kinijos bei Turkijos imigracijos etapas, vykes 1991 — 1996 m., iki Siol
salygoja kiny ir turky imigracijos procesus. 1991 — 1996 m. atvyke kiny ir turky imigrantai
sugeb¢jo ne tik jsitvirtinti Lietuvoje, bet ir sukurti pagrindg kiny bei turky imigracijos
testinumui (po 2000 m. ir véliau) vykti. Tokiu biidu pradéjo kurtis kiny ir turky imigracijos
procesus salygojantis migracijos tinklas, padéjes pagrinda neformaliai migranty integracijos
infrastruktiirai formuoti(s).

6. Imigracijos motyvy analizé patvirtino antrgjj disertacijos ginamgjj teiginj, susijusj su
besiformuojanciu migracijos tinklu ir socialine kiny bei turky imigracijos prigimtimi.
Tyrimas atskleidé, kad kiny ir turky migracijos motyvai yra jsitvirting kolektyviniame
(mezo) lygmenyje. Jei turky Seimos susijungimo aplinkybés dazniausiai sglygoja vienokio
pobiidzio, tai verslo ir darbo tikslais atvykstanciy turky ir kiny — kitokio pobiudzio

migracijos tinklo formavimasi. Pirmuoju atveju, migracijos tinklas dazniausiai grindziamas
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Seiminiais ir Seimos draugy rysiais; antruoju — etnine giminyste, verslo rysiais ir darbo
santykiais. Galiausiai, kiny ir turky rysiai su daugumos visuomene ir nevyriausybinémis bei
iImigranty organizacijomis sujungia Siuos skirtingus migracijos tinklo aspektus ir sukuria
terpe migranty integracijos procesams vykti.

7. Kiny ir turky individualaus ir kolektyvinio mobilumo veiksniy analizé atskleidé
plataus pobidZio interpretacijos galimybes apie socialinius ir ekonominius migracijq
skatinancius veiksnius. IS vienos pusés, socialiné migracijos tinklo kilmeé leidzia kalbéti
apie socialinius migracijos veiksnius; i§ kitos pusés, kiny ir turky ekonominés veiklos
ypatumai liudija apie vyraujan€ius ekonominius migracijos aspektus. Lygiagreciai
ekonominiam migracijos aspektui, socialinése migracijos teorijose naudojama migracijos
tinklo sgvoka ir neformalios kiny bei turky integracijos infrastruktiiros formavimas(is)
liudija apie migracijos testinumo potencialg ir migracijos, kaip save generuojancio proceso,
savybes.

8. Kiny ir turky migracijos tinklo analizé taip pat patvirtina pirmgji ir antrgjj
ginamuosius teiginius. Tyrimas atskleidé, kad per dvideSimt Siuolaikinés migracijos mety
kiny ir turky migracijos procesai ,sukiiré vyraujancias ekonominés veiklos sritis ir
skirtingo pobiudzio rySiy salygojamg migracijos tinklg, kuris daro jtakg migracijos
motyvams kilmés Salyje ir neformalios integracijos infrastrukttiros plétrai tikslo salyje. Nors
migracijos tinklo turinys keiiasi, jis iSlaiko nedidelius, tadiau stabilius kiny ir turky
imigracijos srautus.

9. Skirtingos kiny ir turky ekonominés veiklos sritys kiirési lygiagreciai neformalios
integracijos infrastrukttiros ir migracijos tinklo formavimui(si), todél galima teigti, kad 18
vienos pusés, kiny verslumas Lietuvoje salygojo migracijos tinklo kiirimosi procesus; i
kitos pusés, palaipsniui besiformuojantis migracijos tinklas skatino kiny ir turky verslininky
ir samdomy darbuotojy imigracijg i Lietuva.

10. Jei Seiminés turky aplinkybés nebiitinai saglygoja migracijos tinklo plétojima, kiny ir
turky etnine giminyste, verslo rySiais ir darbo santykiais gristas migracijos tinklas turi
potencialg pléstis savaime ir, tuo paciu, migracijos procesui suteikti save generuojancio

proceso savybiy. Kiny ir turky verslininky bei samdomy darbuotojy socialiniai rysiai yra
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persipyne su ekonominiais (verslo) rysSiais ir, tuo paciu, jsitvirting neformalioje migranty
integracijos infrastruktiiroje, todél galima teigti, kad imigracija skatinantys veiksniai tuo
paciu metu saglygoja migracijos tinklo formavima(si). Kitaip tariant, kiny ir turky migracija
salygojantys veiksniai gali biiti jvardijami kaip migranty integracijos analizés rodikliai.
Vienas i§ pagrindiniy rodikliy — skirtingo pobtidzio kiny ir turky rysius apimanti neformali
migranty integracijos infrastruktiira.

11. Besiformuojanciame migracijos tinkle jsitvirtinusi kiny ir turky neformali
integracijos infrastruktiira ir socialiniai, ekonominiai bei instituciniai ry§iai patvirtina
pirmgjj ir antrgji disertacijoje ginamgq teiginj ir, tuo paciu, iliustruoja migracijos tinklo ir
migracijos sistemy teorijy argumentus apie socialine kiny ir turky migracijos proceso
prigimtj. Socialin¢ kiny ir turky imigracijos prigimtis leidzia kalbéti apie peréjimg nuo
neoklasikinio (makroekonominio) poziiirio j migracijos procesus prie Siuolaikinio —
socialinio, kuris teigia, kad migracijos elgsena negali buti paaiSkinta tik struktiriniais
veiksniais. Lygiagre€iai makroekonominiam aspektui, Siuolaikinés migracijos sampratos
perspektyvoje migracija tlréty buti traktuojama kaip integrali Siuolaikiniy visuomeniy
gyvenimo dalis ir pats save generuojantis procesas.

12. Treciasis ginamasis teiginys, susijes su palyginamuoju kiny ir turky imigracijos ir
migracijos tinklo formavimo(si) apsektu, nepasitvirtino. Nors kiny ir turky ekonominés
veiklos Lietuvoje pobidis yra panasus, o migracijos motyvai sglygojami besiformuojancio
migracijos tinklo, analizuojamy imigranty grupiy migracijos tinklo formavimo(si) procesai
skiriasi. Absoliuti dauguma turky gyvena Vilniuje, todél dél $eimos susijungimo,
koncentracijos viename mieste, religinés veiklos ir imigranty organizacijy turkai sukuria
tiek stiprius vidinius rySius (imigranty grupéje), tiek iSorinius rysius (su daugumos
visuomene ir institucijomis). PrieSingai turky atvejui, kiny pasiskirstymas tarp Vilniaus ir
Klaipédos, imigranty organizacijy nebuvimas, itin mazas misriy santuoky skaicius ir didelis
uzimtumas sglygoja stiprius vidinius, bet silpnus iSorinius rySius. Jei migracijos tinklo
kontekste Klaipédoje gyvenancius kinus galima palyginti su Vilniuje gyvenanciais turkais,
Vilniuje jsiktir¢ kinai nepasizymi nei stipriais vidiniais, nei iSoriniais rysiais. Atsizvelgiant |

sias tendencijas galima diskutuoti apie besiformuojancius turky integracijos procesus, tuo
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tarpu kiny migracijos tinklo formavimosi procesai liudija apie prielaidas uzdaresnei

(lyginant su turkais) imigranty grupei formuotis.

REKOMENDACIJOS

1. Apibendrinant kokybinio tyrimo rezultatus, visuomenés nuostaty ir imigracijos
politikos analize, formuluojamos rekomendacijos imigracijos ir migranty integracijos
politikos jgyvendinimui. Atsizvelgiant ] kiny ir turky migracijos motyvus ir ekonominés
veiklos Lietuvoje ypatumus, tikslinga taikyti liberalesnes $eimos migracijos procesus
reglamentuojanéias taisykles, kurios ne tik uztikrinty universalias Zmogaus Teises
susijungti su Seima (sutuoktiniu ar vaikais), bet taip pat didinty sékmingo imigranty
verslumo Lietuvoje potencialg, skatinty darbo viety kiirima ir uzsienio investicijas. Tokiu
budu galima pasiekti papildomy rezultaty: 1§ vienos pusés, gerinti imigranty ekonoming
situacijg mazinant socialinés atskirties rizikg ir prevenciSkai zvelgiant j kitus integracijos
proceso keliamus 18§tkius; 1S kitos pusés, keisti neigiamas visuomenés nuostatas traktuojant
imigrantus tiek kaip ekonominius, tiek kaip socialinius bei kultiirinius isteklius.

2. Atsizvelgiant | Lietuvoje vyraujancig imigracijos struktiirg, socialines ir demografines
kiny ir turky imigranty charakteristikas, ekonominés veiklos ypatumus ir turimus socialinius
iSteklius, tikslinga taikyti vietines (angl. local) integracijos programas. Tiek geografinis
imigracijos struktiiros aspektas, tiek migracijos tyrimy rezultatai atskleidzia kiny ir turky
migracijos motyvus, poreikius ir kitus gyvenimo Lietuvoje ypatumus. Si informacija jgalina
taikyti tikslines politikos priemones skirtingoms imigranty kategorijoms. Kiny ir turky
atveju (priesingai Lietuvoje prieglobst] gavusiy uzsienieCiy ar darbo imigranty atveju)
tikslinga taikyti ne nemokamy paslaugy programas, bet jgalinimo instrumentus, galinCius
padéti imigrantams atstovauti save (ar grupe) socialiniame, kultiriniame ir politiniame
lygmenyse. llgalaikéje perspektyvoje tokio pobiidzio integracijos priemonés prevenciskai
iSsprendzia paslaugy teikimo problemas. Kiny ir turky imigranty jgalinimas sunkumus
spresti  savarankiskai leidzia integracijos priemones pakreipti ] labiau pazeidziamas

imigranty grupes. Pabréztina, kad jgalinimo procesas gali vykti tiek per struktiirinius
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veiksnius (nevyriausybiniy organizacijy veiklg), tiek per paciy imigranty migracijos tinklg —
institucionalizuojant neformalig migranty integracijos infrastruktiira.

3. Apibendrinant kokybinio tyrimo rezultatus ir imigracijos tyrimy plétrqg Lietuvoje,
imigracijos tyrimy kryptis tikslinga plétoti skirtingomis perspektyvomis. Pagrindiniu
uzdaviniu turéty tapti empirinés duomeny bazés ir teorinio migracijos tyrimy pagrindo
kiirimas. Diskutuojant apie tyrimy metodus, pabréztinas kiekybiniy tyrimy poreikis tiek
analizuojant imigracijos struktiira, tiek atskiras (skaitlingiausias) imigranty grupes.

4. Tikslinga jgyvendinti (planuoti) tiek atskiry imigranty grupiy, tiek imigracijos
strukttiros pakartotinius tyrimus, nes dél sparciai besikei¢ianciy imigracijos srauty keiciasi
imigracijos struktlira, integracijos problematika ir imigranty poreikiai. Neatsizvelgiant |
imigracijos tyrimy rezultatus, jgyvendinama politika tampa nelanksti, neatitinkanti nei
imigranty, nei tarptautinés migracijos procese dalyvaujanciy valstybiy poreikiy.

5. Kiny ir turky imigracijos procesy tyrimas atskleidé, kad migracijos tyrimai turéty
perzengti geografines imigrantus priimancios valstybés ribas, analizuoti imigracijos proceso
uzuomazgas, ieskoti rySio tarp istoriniy ir $iuolaikiniy imigracijos procesy ir, galiausiai,
atsizvelgti ] XXI a. vyraujancias migracijos tendencijas, rodancias, kad migracijos procesai
neapsiriboja integracijos j darbo rinkg ir kitas visuomenés gyvenimo sritis procesais.
Priesingai, migracija — tai kompleksinis procesas, salygojamas socialiniy, ekonominiy,
politiniy, kultiiriniy, ekologiniy aplinkybiy ir, savo ruoztu, pats (kaip procesas) sglygojantis

migracijos procese dalyvaujanciy valstybiy socialines ir ekonomines politikos sritis.
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
