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Summary

Relevance and the research problem. The relevance of regional bibliography is
influenced by 1) present internal needs of bibliology and 2) the priorities of Lithuanian
regional policies. Regional studies have been carried out in Belarus, Russia, Latvia,
Poland, Lithuania, etc. A distinction is made between two schools of regional bibliology:
that of Novosibirsk (Russia) and Wroclaw (Poland). Regional studies have reached a
certain level of maturity and, having recognized it, the famous polish bibliologist
Krzysztof Migon proposed to divide book culture into 1) local, 2) regional, 3) national,
4) transnational, 5) macro-regional and 6) global. The emphasis that is placed on the
regional book culture as well as on the related studies is linked to the fast development
of bibliology as a science and the processes of change in its internal needs that have been
conditioned by the European tradition of regionalism.

The creation of the modern Lithuanian and national culture of the 20th century
was based on different attitudes of the Lithuanian intelligentsia towards the role of
ethnocultural groups and their persistence in a modern state. Mykolas Birziska opposed
the policy conducted by the ruling elite of Lithuania that aimed at eliminating ethnical
differences, claiming that the elite 1) had not evaluated historical development of the
regions 2) had not created appropriate conditions for the survival of regional culture and
that it 3) mechanically and centrally despised it. The proponents of economic marxizm-
leninizm theories, which dominated Soviet Lithuania, were essentially in favor of the
denial of regional cultures by linking regionalism to functional economic units. The
natural strengthening of regional policies after the restoration of independence as well as
desovietization of the mind of the society was reinforced in 1992, after having adopted
the prioritative regional policy. The priorities of regional policies were once more
accented in 2004, after Lithuania became a member of the European Union. One of the
problems of the development of regional policy is a lack of regional research. In this
context, studies on the country’s regional bibliology are important for understanding
regionalism that is linked not only to ethnoculture but also to other written and print
media. The studies on the culture of the Samogitian book of the first half of the 20th
century, a period during which the Lithuanian people turned into a nation, undoubtedly

open up new possibilities for the understanding of regionalism processes and provide a
partial picture of the past regional processes, which can have impact on the diachronic
analysis of regionalism.

Contemporary studies on the culture of the regional book are conducted in two
ways: they are either based 1) on the concept of the ethnic book or 2) on the theoretically
localized system of book culture. These frameworks have obvious limitations and lack
exhaustiveness as far the problem regarding understanding of the culture of the
Samogitian regional book is concerned. The first type of framework is suitable for ethnic
but not ethnographic nor subethnographic regions whose communities have partially or
completely lost writings in their dialect or language. Neither was Samogitia an ethnic
region, nor did it have the status of a nation; therefore, at that time, the Samogitian book
could not satisfy the rapidly growing informational needs of this subethnic group. In this
case, the Samogitian book can be perceived to be an integral and not a completely
independent part of the Samogitian regional book.

The second type of framework is generally constructive; however it has not been
suitably developed and applied rationally. Firstly, the theoretical and methodological
approaches to regionalism are often rejected. The objectives of the research were
selected without following the principals of culturology and regionalism. The
individuality of the regional community, which should comprise the essence of regional
studies, often moves to the background due to weak argumentation of preliminary
results. The individuality of the regional book culture is thought to best manifest itself in
regionally produced press, in this case, in the regional book. In this dissertation, the
regional book is considered to be a printed book published in order to fulfill the needs of
the community of that region in which it was issued while the regional book culture is
considered to be the unity of the form and the content of the regional book, which is
defined by analyzing the publishing, manufacturing, design, bookbinding and contents of
regional books.

The present research theoretically follows the following principle: only
frameworks that have been designed in order to explain the contents of book culture are
suitable rather than frameworks created for other purposes and whose utilization in these

studies are debatable. The core attitude towards book culture was borrowed from the
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works of the following theoretics of book culture: Vladimir Vasiljev, Serge Pajchage,
Michail Kurmajev, K. Migon, Aleksander Mylnikov, Paul Raabe, Artinas Sverdiolas etc.
They gave basis to the methodology of the research and developed the systematic
attitude towards book culture, which enables the appropriate realization of the aspect of
regional studies. For investigation of book culture, works by Serge Arutionov, Wendy
Griswold, Tomas Kacerauskas, Jurii Lotman and other anthropologists, culturologists as
well as literature sociologists were used, all of which tackle the nature and functions of
regional culture and their links to creation. The contribution of theoretics regarding this
aspect is substantial enough to continue perfecting theoretical approaches to regional
studies. So, the definition of the concept of the regional book and the determination
of its functions taking into consideration the systematic concept of book culture are
the main theoretical problems of this thesis.

Historiography. The studies on the Samogitian book culture can be divided
according to their subject matter in the following way: the ones that focus on 1) the
conditions of functioning, 2) publishing and 3) the material aspect of the manufacturing
of press. The best developed studies are the ones on the Lithuanian economics, politics
and culture of the 20th century, which enable to determine long-term and short-term
processes of cultural change, which might had impact on the cultural situation of the
country and the region. The conditions of functioning on the scale of the country have
been analyzed by: Audron¢ Glosien¢, Saulius Kaubrys, Genovait¢é Raguotiené,
Klemensas Sinkevic¢ius and other scholars. The processes of regionalism have been
extensively analyzed in publications by Vidmantas Daugirdas and Petras Kalnius. The
problems of publishing have been tackled in works by Violeta Cerniauskaité, Sigitas
Drobenka, Audroné Glosiené, Giedré Jankevi¢iaté, Domas Kaunas, Jekaterina
Kosakovskaja, Arida Papaurélyté-Riaubien¢, Vladas Zukas and other scholars. The
industry of regional polygraphy has been analyzed by Jonas Brigys, Vytautas Merkys,
Liubomiras Viktoras Zeimantas, Jonas Nekragius, Vilius Puronas etc.

The historiography of previous studies is of different significance. A part of the
studies are of generalizing nature, though the majority of historiography has not always
provided conditions for researchers to strive for broader syntheses. Also, there is an

abundance of popular science articles, which is inevitably bound to contain
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historiographical inaccuracies. The authors working on the history of publishing have
not been able to encompass the whole of regional publishing, therefore their claims need
rectification. The visual design of the region book has been poorly analyzed as well as its
architectonics and its connection to the local polygraphy. Analysis of the data related to
publishing could reveal its value and impact on the cultural development of the region;
however, they have been neglected. Due to their varying scopes, researches of local and
national nature raise questions on macro and micro levels; therefore their results are not
equal on regional (medi) research level. Therefore, on one hand, more resources need to
be included in studies, they need to be evaluated systematically and holistically while, on
the other hand, the gaps detected in the historiographic research need to be filled taking
into account regional specifics. On the whole, after examining accomplishments of
studies on the Samogitian book, it should be noted that they are more sophisticated in
comparison to other regions of Lithuania proper. This constitutes favorable conditions
for the continuation of existing studies on the new theoretic and factographic level.

Primary resources. In works on bibliology, books are the primary resource. In
this research, the book is approached in its narrow sense: it is perceived as a print thicker
than four pages that contains semantic information. While compiling the index of the
Samogitian book (1905-1944) the researcher had to detect and de visu evaluate the
majority of publications himself. The index of the size of 1012 bibliographic entries
compiled by the author was useful for analyses of book publishing, manufacturing and
data.

The greatest quantity of unpublished archival primary resources are to be found at
the archives of the country, manuscript collections of scientific libraries and funds of
museums. The largest amount of data on the Samogitian book culture was found in the
Office of the Chief Archivist of Lithuania. The funds of the Department of Industry and
Commerce of the Lithuanian Ministry of Finance (f. 388), Ministry of the Interior (f.
377) and its Police Department (f. 394), Ministry of Finance of the Republic of Lithuania
as well as the Inspection of Public Reporting of Companies and Institutions (f. 412),
Siauliai Regional District Courts (f. 632), National Security and Criminal Police of
Siauliai region (f. 1543), Lithuania SSR Ministry of Local Industry (R-771), Lithuanian

Statistics Board (f. R-743) and National Publishing House in Kaunas (f. R-743) were
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thoroughly looked through. The Vytautas Magnus university library collection of
manuscripts that is kept at the department of manuscripts of Vilnius University (f. 1) was
also used. Manuscript funds of Peliksas Bugaliskis (f. 87), who was a spreader of culture
and a publisher, as well as publishing company ,,Kultira® (f. 62) stand out from the
Department of Manuscripts of Wroblewski Library of Lithuanian Science Academy. The
researcher had access to some necessary manuscripts, memoirs, letters stored in other
manuscript funds of scientific libraries and institutes as well as to document storages of
regional and local significance, collections of regional museums and some abundantly
remaining church archives.

In order to broaden the corpus of resources without hoping to encompass the
whole of Lithuanian and foreign press, it should be noted that just Samogitian periodical
press is substantially abundant. Its Lithuanian part of the period before 1940 consisted of
420 different newspaper titles, the majority of which were printed using multiplying
devices. Only the minority of newspapers (approximately 135 titles) were produced at
printing houses; therefore they were mass-produced. Advertisements for books, material
evaluative of publications, information on the history of publishing and manufacturing of
books are often encountered in periodical press.

The memoirs by Peliksas Bugailiskis, Liudvikas Jakavicius, Jonas gliﬁpas,
Dominykas Budinas, Mecislovas Gedvilas and other people related to the book business
and underground activities are of great significance. Memoirs are often useful when
reliable archival data are not abundant, but the events are remembered by the
participants. A part of the data needed for the research was collected during expeditions
to Raseiniai, Rietavas and Skuodas that the author took part in 2011 and 2012. During
the expeditions, the remaining buildings of publishing and printing houses were
documented and memoirs of the old citizens were collected.

The corpus used for the research has major advantages and minor drawbacks.
Only published resources like books, periodical press and memoirs cannot reliably reveal
all phenomena related to book culture that were investigated. Production of press was
censored, memoirs lack objectivity; therefore without archival documents, which often
are systematic and unique, a reliable reconstruction of the condition of book culture of

the first half of the 20th century would be have been impossible. Archival resources had
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been misused by other researchers, therefore in the majority of cases it was possible to
newly interpret and correct claims that had been established in historiography. Striving
for objectivity, resources of all groups were compared, critically evaluated and their
contents specified.

The object of the research was the regional book as an integral part of the
regional Samogitian and the national Lithuanian book cultures. The content of the object
consists of: 1) the conditions of the books functioning in the region, 2) the organizing of
publishing and the material aspect of polygraphy as well as 3) the data of regional book
publishing. Chronological boundaries. The research comprises a period between 1905
and 1944, an important stage in the appearance and development of culture of the
Lithuanian national book. The year 1905 is connected to the qualitative changes in
publishing business and the printing industry of Russia produced by the 1905 revolution
as well as political changes regarding ethnical Lithuania that were brought about by the
Russian government. The year 1944 is related to the military reoccupation by the Soviet
Union, during which a contingent of creators of writings and book statesmen was
established; also, publishing was institutionalized and the promotion of regional culture
was restricted. Geographical boundaries. The object of the research preliminarily fits
into historically changing region of Samogitia, which, up to World War 1, consisted of
the districts of Raseiniai, Tel$iai and Siauliai as well as the territory of Palanga Volost. A
complex notion of the conception of cultural regions was used, though its theoretical
definition used in the dissertation required revision. Ethnosocial boundaries. The
regional community was investigated: Samogitian subethic groups as well as Samogitian
poles, Russians, Germans and other integrated cultural minorities that had not retained
their book culture. The Jewish community was excluded from the study as, although its
representatives had acquired features of regional identity, they had retained their book
culture passed down by Hebrew writing in the Hebrew and Yiddish languages.

In this research, the basis for analyzing the book was the notion of the regional
book; therefore the focus was placed on all press production (except Jewish) that was
manufactured in the Samogitian region between 1905 and 1944. The paper also
disregarded 1) the analysis of radio, film and partially periodical press as well as other

mass information media without determining the relationship between them and the
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informational and aesthetic needs of the community of the region and 2) a detailed
analysis of the reception of the regional book culture as it would have been beyond the
scope of the paper.

The aim of the research. The dissertation aimed at conceptualizing the means of
investigating the regional book culture and their usage when determining regionality and
integrity of the Samogitian book culture of 1905-1944 in the context of the emerging
national Lithuanian book culture by highlighting the importance of social connections,
functions of the regional book as well as its intellectual and aesthetic effect on the needs
of the regional community at that period.

Tasks: 1) to determine territorial space of the Samogitian region and to
investigate the regional community’s cultural and informational needs, which might have
had impact on the general state of the regional book; 2) to reconstruct the material
fundamentals of the press and publishing manufacturing of the region; 3) to investigate
architectonics of the Samogitian book; 4) to analyze the contingent of the Samogitian
book authors and 5) to investigate the structure of the press analyzed in this work by
linking it to the processes of regionalism and the integrational strategy for eliminating
ethnical differences carried out by Russia, Germany and Lithuania.

Methodology. The basic principle of methodological evaluation of the collected
data was historicism. The methodological basis of the research consisted of the totality
of common and special (bibliography, ethnology, geography, history, bibliology and
literaturology) methods of scientific investigation. Common methods (analytic,
descriptive, systematic and structuralist) enabled to present the accumulated data in a
general manner and logically. Systematic method, which is based on systematic
principles of science and is employed when solving complex transdisciplinary problems,
capacitated to see book culture of the region as a constituent part of the regional
informational system. The advantages of structualist method are the capacity to process
large amounts of information and to systematically perceive phenomena highlighting not
their constituent parts but their interconnections. Historical studies on book culture,
which fall in the area of bibliography, literaturology and history, firstly and foremost
focus on methodology of these areas. Using bibliographic method as a means of

obtaining particular information, primary resources were processed and collected
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employing various bibliographic means and a list of the Samogitian book of 1905-1944
was compiled. Bibliographic statistic method, which is based on classification of
bibliograms according to separate elements (the publisher, the publishing location, the
year of publishing, etc.), enabled to process the collected bibliographic data and to
determine regularities of the development of publishing and manufacturing, dynamics
and other features of quantitative characteristics. In publishing statistics, the notion of
the number of books refers to publications that were individually designed, not according
to their name. Analytic thematic method, which is variety of bibliographic method,
helped to determine thematic composition and variety of the data. Bibliographical
typological method was employed when attempting to discern the purposive utilization
of the publications as well as proportions of the types. The advantages of Oleg
Korsunov’s classification of bibliographic resources were used when analyzing the data
from the perspectives of authorial dependency and language. By determining the make-
up of the totality of the Samogitian book, this analysis enabled to broaden the validity of
the results produced by analytic thematic method. Also, special methods were employed
in the paper: de visu, bibliological functional and typographic (polygraphic) methods.
Having compiled the list of the Samogitian book, only by using de visu method the
researcher was able to get acquainted with the surviving publications, describe them
(specify the known bibliograms) and to analyze them employing other special methods
of bibliology. Bibliological functional method capacitated to evaluate the social role of
the book, that is, its role and functioning in the society (in a narrower sense, in the
regional community). In order to determine polygraphic peculiarities of the book
(format, length, design, the technique of illustrations, etc.), typographic (polygraphic)
method was used. It should be noted that artistic and polygraphic looks of publications
are analyzed from the bibliographic perspective as a separate totality of compositional
elements and design of the book, that is, segregate from artistic evaluation of the books
(this falls within the area of the history of art). In order to determine regularities of
sociocultural phenomena and cause and effect relationships, historical-genetic method
was used. The construction of the research was the following: firstly, single occurrences
were analyzed and gradually the focus shifted to tendencies and common features, which

enabled to historically accentuate the phenomena of book culture that were being
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analyzed. Partial prozopographic method was employed when determining the impact
of Lithuania and Lithuanian authors on the formation of the analyzed regional books. To
determine regional territorial boundaries, arealistic method was used. Territorial
boundaries are based upon concomitance of cultural components, which enable to single
out regions form the totality of the culture by way of determining the spaces of regional
culture. The identification of the Samogitian region space was the basis of the research
and the employment of other methods (for instance, bibliological, de visu etc.). The
variety of the chosen methods enabled to better perceive and evaluate complex book
processes of the first half of the 20th century, which influenced the appearance and the
development of the Samogitian book as well as the formation of the analyzed

publications.

The defended claims:

1. If regionalism manifests itself in a variety of cultural forms, including the written and
printed one, then regional books can also acquire specific contents and forms.

2. If the openness of the regional book culture is related to the nature of the country’s
regionalism, then, provided there are favorable conditions, the community of the region
seeks to enrich the national book culture with its spiritual achievements.

3. If the state pursues close integration or assimilation of ethnocultural groups, then the
regional community strives to replenish or restore its writings as well as to create

conditions for the revival of the ethnic book.

The newness of the research. The present sophistication of the regional research is no
longer compatible with formalized understanding of the regional book culture; therefore
the analysis of solely regional libraries, dissemination of books, reading, publishing
business, polygraphy and other related phenomena is no longer a motive for a research
that is an end in itself. Scientific logic dictates the common guidelines for regional
studies and relates them to the basis of territorial research, namely, regionalism. It is an
area of practical and scientific interests for a better understanding of some
phenomena and processes that take place in a state or a region as well as to promote,
form and disseminate them (highlighted by T. P.). This attitude towards research should

reveal functionality of the regional book culture related to the perception of it not as a
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vestige, but as a result of the regional community’s socially motivated activity. The past
studies on book culture go beyond the traditional notion of the history of books and their
regional aspects give them specificity; therefore they can be called regionalistic studies
on the history of book culture and the special disciple can be titled as bibliological
regionalistics. This necessitated the search for new theoretical solutions, which this
research attempted to address. So, the newness of the research was determined by: 1) the
formulation of the concept of the regional book culture, which was based on western
traditions of regionalism and systematic attitude towards book culture and the principles
of cultures; 2) the fact that studies on book culture of that treat Samogitia as a subethnic
region of Lithuania proper provide new possibilities for understanding of regional
culture, which can have impact on a new direction of studies on regional bibliography; 3)
factographic newness of the collected data and their introduction into historiography of

the Lithuanian book culture, which is another advantage of this research.

Conclusions

1. In the modern epoch, the integration of cultural regions into the state and the
integration of regional communities into the nation as well as the persistence of these
territorially and ethnically perceived constructs are partially based on written and print
communication, whose basis consists of diachronic informational connections. As
ethnoculture loses its functions, book culture acquires a dynamic character of autonomy
(persistence) and heteronomy (integration) of the regional culture. The gradual nature of
the character (correlational relation) is determined by the type of ethnic community,
collective actions of the community as well as the nation’s and the state’s priorities
regarding domestic policies. The area of the culture of the national book, which was
established in the context of civilizational culture of books, subordinate the culture of the
regional book. In essence, a state and a nation, by increasing the effect of heteronomic
actions on the regional community, create new living conditions that establish a feeling
of affinity, because of which book culture as the contents and form of written and print
communication acquires strong intercultural features.

Because of the process of regionalization, a desire of a well-balanced life in the

region prompt the community to lessen the region’s economic, cultural and political
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turbulence as well as to create conditions that are in favor of regionalism through
creative activities. After the formation of effective creative structures of the culture of
books, i.e. publishing houses, the industry of polygraphy, book artists and book binders,
results are produced, namely, regional books. A systematic analysis of the culture of the
regional book is based on the analysis of the regional book and its creative structures,
perceiving them as undividable totality. The culture of the regional book is interpreted in
the context of its creative structures.

Intercultural function, secured in the culture of the regional book, allows
representatives of the regional community to contribute to the enrichment of the national
culture: common values, a common language, a common economic and political life
encourage regional communities to compete and share their achievements. Defensive
function, developed in the regional book, guarantees the survival of the regional
community by ensuring reinforcement of its cultural autonomy. The major aspiration of
the autonomy of regional culture is reflected in the production of the ethnic book and the
creation of the tradition of alternative press in their languages and dialects. In this case,
while essentially questioning the position of the national language, relations between a
state and a region, a nation and an ethnic community are being reconsidered. The culture
of the regional book as a combination of regionalism, nationalism and internationalism is
gradually important for the survival of regional communities, diminishment of
separation, enrichment of the nations’ spiritual and material worlds as well as the

permanent renewal and unfolding of the achievements of civilization.

2. The integration of the Samogitian subethnic group into the Lithuanian nation and the
integration of the Samogitian region into the restored Lithuanian State, which took place
at the beginning of the 20" century, ensured heteronimity of regional culture. At that
time, the region occupied the districts of Kretinga, Mazeikiai, Raseiniai, Tauragé, TelSiai
and the western part of Siauliai, comprising the town of Siauliai and Volost. The
region’s domestic functional relations between economic centers remained stable. The
spatial make-up of the region influenced a few realias of the economic, cultural and
political life. Factors of integration sanctioned by the Lithuanian government — 1) the

national education system, 2) the government apparatus, 3) increased literacy and 4)
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political life — created new conditions for the state to have greater impact on the regional
community of Samogitia and its territorial space. The emerged factors of the loss of
territory not only integrated Samogitia into Lithuania, but also created appropriate
conditions for the acculturation of the region’s eastern part. The specificity of
Samogitia’s cultural space was influenced by the community’s close contacts with the
economic and cultural centers of Lithuania Minor (Klaipéda region (1923-1939) and its
Lithuanian territory on the other side of Nemunas), due to whose formation business
relations encompassed publishing, the industry of poligraphy and the art of books.
Achievements of Latvia’s economic and cultural centers (especially Riga’s) as well as
confessional affinity between the Samogitians dwelling near the Prussian borderline and
Latvian Evangelical Lutherans also increased collaboration.

The ethnic maturity of the Samogitian subethnic group and the subsequent
regionalism were enough for the appearance of a cultural movement of Samogitians,
which aimed at reducing the impact that the government’s policy of elimination of
ethnical differences and the reduction of territories had on the region. The regionalistic
character of cultural capital was essentially molded by the region’s nucleus of self-
awareness, which rose to prominence at the end of the third decade of the 20th century in
Tel$iai. A great contribution to the Samogitia cultural movement was made by Vytautas
Magnus University professors of Samogitian descent and students of regionalistic views,
who formed regionalistic student societies. For regionalists, Samogitia was a region of
education as only autonomy of regional culture, which is sought after by every culture
that endeavors to survive, can guarantee the survival of the ethnic community itself. The
Samogitian cultural movement pursued no political aims and united people of various
beliefs and political views that were partial to regional culture. Because of regionalists’
endeavors, conditions and forms of self-expression of regional culture were created:
Samogitian circles of literature, art and local history began to emerge. A part of

regionalistic ideas and attitudes were realized in the production of press.

3. At the beginning of the 20th century, due to the process of democratization in Russia
and later due to the recreation of Lithuania’s independence, the condition for functioning

of books in the region grew rapidly and well, which materialized the primary
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informational increase of culture (accumulation - consumption). The premises of growth:
a) increase in literacy and b) political stability. The impediments of growth: a) paid
higher (beyond elementary) education, b) weakly operated policy of adult education, c)
martial law and the constrains put on the activities of political and social organizations
by the regime of A. Smetona, d) restriction regarding commerce of books duo to the
strengthening of authoritarianism and e) low standard of living that had a negative
impact on consistent development of the need for information of sophisticated content.
Ideologization of the book and the book business encouraged growth: every political and
worldview group tried to establish a network of publishing, manufacturing and
dissemination of books. In this way, on social and commercial basis, relatively large
citizen groups of the region (and not only of the region) were mobilized when
systematically shaping greater needs for press than what regular commercial logic
dictated.

Structures of book consumption (bookshops and libraries) emerged on
commercial and ideological bases; therefore not only economic situation, but also the
common state of the affairs segmented private bookshops and libraries financially
supported by organizations. Although the division between the right and the left wings
was apparent, an in-between option existed, namely, public libraries. During the years of
independent Lithuania, the government and the municipality funded a network of public
libraries operating in the region that in the fourth decade of the 20th century reached
stable growth. Structures of book consumption (institutions of book commerce and
libraries), which were being permanently renewed and developed, assured that the
accumulation and consumption of books would continually increase in importance
regarding the expansion of culture in the region. These book institutions guaranteed
dissemination of regional, national and international values in the region, which assured
that the increase in informational needs would also positively affect the expansion of
regional publishing and polygraphy. The Soviet and Nazi rule that controlled Lithuania
during the years of war 1) expropriated the majority of commercial bookshops or
restricted their expansion, 2) closed down organization libraries, 3) ideologically purged
stocks of public libraries. These actions that were performed by military governments

halted positive achievements of the government and the regional community.
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4. In the first half of the 20th century, the process of regionalism highlighted uneven
economic and cultural development of Samogitia. Due to segmentation of society, press
production published in other regions eventually could not completely satisfy increasing
informational and cultural needs of the Samogitian community. Attempting to shift from
accumulation — consumption to creation — consumption, the regional community created
new living conditions that made it impossible to achieve a balanced standard of living in
the region without the community’s creative initiative. Therefore, after a long-term
regression of regional publishing, it was returned to the creator — consumer relations,
which guaranteed persistence of regional culture. The production of book publishing
created in the region, which had specific content and materials, that is, book culture, had
to meet the informational and cultural needs of the regional community and, provided
there were favorable conditions, to contribute to the enrichment of national culture and
the maintenance of ethnocultural variety. The subordinate relations of Samogitian
regional book culture closely connected it to the Lithuanian nation as well as the
Lithuanian state and at the same time created favorable conditions for the persistence of
regional culture. The shift to creation — consumption resulted in the synthesis of the book
business and regionalism, because of which creative structures of book culture came into
existence: publishing houses, book artists and the industry of polygraphy. Because of
these structures, the production of regional books acquired specific form and content.
The agrarian structure of the citizens of the region and a small number of town
citizens (especially Lithuanians) directly resulted in low concentration of intelligentsia in
towns. For two decades the productivity of publishing centers did not correspond to the
higher level functional administrative (district) centers of the region. Due to economic
reasons, up to the third decade of the 20th century, they grew slowly; therefore only
when Siauliai was being restored after World War | and after the strengthening of the
potential of science in TelSiai, the dispersion of publishing centers was lessened. The
center of press in TelSiai and its tandem in Kretinga slowly acquired strong features of a
clerical press center; therefore their publishers constantly confronted the publishers of
Siauliai, who sought secularization of the public thought. This rivalry regarding

opposing ideological and political beliefs increased tension in the region.
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The intensity of regional publishing was mainly influenced by economic
conditions; however, their influence gradually diminished. Kaunas publishers actively
joined the rivalry battle during the third decade of the 20th century. Unfair and
unfavorable competitive conditions for regional publishers eventually came into
existence. Bigger publishing organizations, because of external pressure and the apathy
of the central government, went bankrupt, were moved to Kaunas or were destroyed by
the A. Smetona regime duo to political reasons. After the collapse of publishing
organizations, which published one fourth of the analyzed data, the expansion of
publishing professionalism collapsed. The later regional intensity of publishing mainly
depended on commercial institutions, which were unable to undertake systematic
publishing activities.

The influence of government and church censorship is mostly visible in the
control and suppression regarding publishers of opposing ideological of political powers.
Supporters of the left wing (especially atheists) of Siauliai and other towns faced great
opposition from the hierarchs of TelSiai Diocese, who condemned publications
expressing materialistic and atheistic worldviews. As dissociation from lucrative
publishing of Catholic works was not pursued due to commercial reasons, contrafaction
was employed by exploiting loopholes of the publishing law. Institutions of censorship,
which were funded by the government, controlled the manufacturing and dissemination
of legal and illegal publications by opposing political powers. A couple of publishers
suffered directly from the government censorship due pretexts of social welfare that were
not always substantiated. The intensity of publishing was more affected by the A.
Smetona regime and other military governments than direct censorship. Conscious and
unconscious destruction of regional publishing that was sanctioned by them had negative

impact on the expansion of regional culture.

5. The biggest publishing and polygraphy centers of the region were equivalent;
therefore the connection between regional publishing and polygraphy was exclusively
close. Regional polygraphy of Jewish capital started to develop on commercial bases,
which changed radically after the restoration of the independence of Lithuania. After the

ideologization of publishing, a number of press companies also gained favor of political
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powers. The majority of orders that regional printing houses would get came from
political and ideological powers; therefore, during the years of the A. Smetona regime, a
substantial number of printing houses that were supported by opposing powers faced
pressure. Although a part of publishing houses went bankrupt as they could not deal with
the pressure they were put under, even printing houses that were under the influence of
Lithuanian Nationalist Union could not consolidate its position in the region for a long
time. This testifies to a particular structure of cultural and polygraphic industry that had
emerged, which could be altered only by resorting to drastic measures. They were
adopted during the years of Soviet and Nazi occupation: the former nationalized the
whole of the polygraphy industry and the latter refused to return the press companies to
their former owners. A commercially based network of press companies resulted in
faster publishing in the region; however, the restrictions put on publishing and the
destruction of the region’s polygraphic industry hindered a faster growth and
modernization of the press industry.

Due to the legalization of radical political organizations and the restriction of
legal political powers, specific needs of party press that could not be met employing
legal measures came into existence. During the first half of the 20th century,
underground printing houses and their networks were being established in the region. Up
to World War I, this was the direction of Siauliai division of LSDP, during the years of
the war — of anti-kizer movement, after the war — of LCP. During the years of the A.
Smetona regime, opposing political powers (Christian Democrats, Iron Wolves)
attempted to establish illegal printing houses, but, without additional funding from the
outside, could not maintain them for a long time. LCP, which continued the fight for
power with the help of the Soviet Union, managed to establish a functioning
underground network of printing houses. Although printing houses of the region were
not significant in this network (they were small and badly technically equipped), their
production was irreplaceable at the regional level. This was detectable because of the
change of LCP national composition in the region: the party was increasingly becoming
more Lithuanian. During the years of military occupation, the patriotic underground of

Lithuania continued to operate via illegal press production; therefore the experience
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obtained in the postwar period was useful when resisting the Soviet military
reoccupation.

Up to World War 11, bookbinding of the region was divided into small scale and
industrial. Bookbinding diminished imperfections of the polygraphy industry and
essentially assured the persistence of this trade. Bookbinding grew during the years of
Lithuania’s independence as at that time the need for hardcover binding increased: 1)
bookbinding lessons emerged at schools, 2) modern bookbinderies were being
established, 3) printing houses provided themselves with modern bookbinding
machinery. Eventually, people who had acquired the rudiments of bookbinding at school
became craftsmen. There were no exclusive traditions of bookbinding in the region,
works by bookbinders were neither complicated nor sophisticated and there was little
demand for artistically binded books; therefore there were no suitable conditions for
bookbinders to specialize in artistic bookbinding. After the destruction of the Jewish
community during the Nazi military occupation, the craft of bookbinding faced a severe

crisis.

6. After the emergence of standard Lithuanian and its legal consolidation in independent
Lithuania at the first half of the 20th century, common Lithuanian generally became the
main priority of the publishing culture. Due to the influence of the Samogitian author’s
dialect on language of their writings, this priority was relatively difficult to address, but
the majority of publishers of the region tried to suitably carry out editorial preparation as
they wanted to compete in the publishing business. Due to the lack of professional
linguists, publishers had to be satisfied with services of seminary and school teachers,
which not always were professional enough. A part of publishers of the region paid no
great attention to the priorities of the common language; however, after some time, due
to the pressure from the Ministry of Education and the publicly expressed criticism, they
also were forced to either discontinue publishing or to adopt the suggestions they were
given. The positively evaluated consolidation of standard Lithuanian also had negative
effects on the publishers of the region: too strict requirements regarding common
Lithuanian, which were brought about by the battle of competition, created conditions

suitable for solving political problems by abusing it. The language of books was also
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attentively controlled by the hierarchs of TelSiai Diocese. After the adoption of the press
law of 1935, officers of censorship repeatedly put pressure on the ones that did not
follow the priority of common Lithuanian. The consolidation of standard literary
Lithuanian in book publishing encouraged the representatives of the Samogitian dialect
to more rapid shift from the Samogitian dialect to standard Lithuanian, which secured

the flow of intercultural national values in the region.

7. The aspiration of publishers to compete in the country’s market with their production
had a positive impact on modernization of printing houses regarding the improvement of
the polygraphic culture of books. Craftsmen of the region had matured in polygraphy
companies of Russia or Germany; therefore the region’s industry of polygraphy followed
traditions of polygraphic culture of these countries. In the area of book graphics, firstly
line and tone illustrations were used, then attention shifted to the bicolor graphics
technique and, from the third decade of the 20th century, a large number of options
regarding types, ornamental details and zincography were available. This renewal of
technical approaches was not formal: the printing houses of the region that were
incapable to take into consideration new priorities of polygraphy became underdogs or
had to close down. Only a couple of the region’s printing houses could print in color;
therefore a part of print production was manufactured in Germany’s printing houses.
During the years of Independent Lithuania, a new stage of the visual aspect of
books was entered, which was related to the fact that book artists joined publishing.
Publishers of the region were in touch with book artists of Lithuania, Klaipéda Region,
Latvia as well as Germany and gradually drew local artists into the area of book design.
The polygraphic and artistic book culture of Samogitia did not stand out from the general
context of the country; however, in individual cases, there were some idiosyncrasies best
visible in the use of ethnic symbols. The Samogitian cultural movement gradually
developed a specific group of artists (P. Augius-Augustinavicius, J. Kazlauskas, J.
Perkowski and J. Ramanauskas) and allowed them to use self-expression when creating
the graphics of books that were of content related to Samogitian regionalism. This form
of self-expression of regionalism had organic bases and continued to be developed even

in difficult conditions of World War 11.
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8. Although regional publishing was dominated by brochures, whose length often
hindered attainment of higher value of publications, some sophisticated translated and
original works were published alongside. The domestic policies carried out in Lithuania
and other states during the first half of the XX a. century hindered the increase of the
contingent of authors: there was tension between the young and the old intelligentsia in
the country and initiatives of separate groups of intelligentsia were being damaged.
Because of these reasons, there was a lack of adequate reaction to the needs of the
regional community that were brought about by the process of regionalization. In the
context of the expression of national and regional cultural identity, it was determined
that the analyzed material was formed out of the intellectual potential of the
representatives of the Samogitian community, namely, three-fourths of the data. These
authors were able to pass on a unique understanding of regional culture and attitudes
towards national culture. The quality of the publications was assured by a relatively good
education of the authors (half of them had higher education) and a relatively dynamic
professional structure, which was dominated by pedagogues, clergymen and specialists
of medicine. The education of the authors and their professional occupations increased
social mobility, which often influenced the areas of their interests. The contingent of
authors, despite the deformations of the stratum of intelligentsia (since the third decade
of the 20th century, loyalty towards authoritarianism increased and dutifulness regarding
the nation diminished), could properly occupy the main areas of the regional
community’s interests.

Civilizational achievements were clearly visible in the data: a substantial number
of works of foreign authors (mainly citizens of Russia, the USA, France and Germany)
were translated (36 per cent of the data). Popular science literature and foreign fiction
(mainly prose) dominated. Translations accelerated the country’s integration into the
cultural space of Western Europe and publishing of works by foreign authors guaranteed
a faster dispersion of international values both in the region and in the whole of
Lithuania. This printing production replenished the reading resources possessed by the
region and by the country and sometimes even broadened their scope. The abundance of

translations of works by V. Hugo and L. Tolstoy especially stands out in the context of
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the country. Publishers of TelSiai were the first to introduce Lithuanian readers to the
works of A. C. Doyle while the first translations of the Chinese literary legacy into

Lithuanian appeared due to endeavors of publishers of Siauliai.

9. Linguistically, at the beginning of the 20th century, when the structure of national
culture was consolidating, the Samogitian book could no longer meet diversifying
cultural and informational needs of the region: the majority of the data was published in
Lithuanian (87 per cent). Press in Lithuanian could function in the whole of Independent
Lithuania and its diaspora, which was its main advantage when trying to increase the
readership of the regional production. At the same time, there was a substantial demand
for publications in Russian (7 per cent of the data), which, due to the Russian law
system, was of substantial significance to the linguistic make-up of the analyzed material
up to World War 1. Press in other languages did not have a significant impact on the
informational needs of the residents of the region and usually were not connected to the
region’s ethnic minorities. Publications in Latin, French and German mainly met
educational needs while minor houses used bilingual agricultural price lists in Polish and
Lithuanian.

Due to the increasing impact of integrational actions on the region, regionalists
strived to revive the tradition of the Samogitian book and to give it functionality. The
tradition of the Samogitian book had had continuity since the 19th century; therefore
qualitative solutions were sought in order to secure its functionality. Because of the
endeavors of professional linguists, in the fourth decade of the 20th century, a well-
grounded writing system of the Samogitian dialect was created, which is used to this
day, and the tradition of the Samogitian book acquired a more sophisticated perspective
of development. Although, during the first half of the 20th century, the Samogitian book
was too weak to compete with the production of the Lithuanian press (it comprised 3 per
cent of the data), it, as alternative press production, diversified the arsenal of means of

self-expression by way of stimulation processes of regional culture.

10. Thematic and typological make-up of the analyzed material was influenced by the

process of regionalism and the general tendencies of the expansion of national culture.
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Publishers of the region tendentiously employed regional ethnomymics and toponymics
while increasing the amount of ethnic information, showing the relations of one’s people
and strangers as well as highlighting orientation towards the regional readership. A part
of works reflected especially high priorities of publishing and the majority of them
aimed to fill the gaps of individualized needs. The analyzed material could not
essentially break away from individualized situations of the region’s culture, economics
and politics; therefore publishers that attempted to cross these boundaries (e.g. the
company “Kultira®) had no significant commercial success. The main readers in the
region were a) students, b) farmers and craftsmen, c) businessmen and d) sparse
intelligentsia. It was lucrative to focus on students: this readership was increasing rapidly
and its needs were diversifying; therefore it was relatively early set out to thematically
provide students and educated readership with the essential press on philology (18 per
cent of the data.) as well as social (15 proc.) and applied (15 proc.) sciences. The
common sector (25 per cent of the data) had the greatest impact on the thematic make-up
of the analyzed material, which was dominated by popular calendars, rules of
organizations and other production that was mostly of regional character but had no
lasting value. Religious press maintained its position in the analyzed publications (17
proc.) due to pastoral activities of the Catholic Church and deeply-rooted traditions of
religiousness.

Fiction, which dominated typologically (20 per cent of the data), was divided into
works by Lithuanian and foreign authors: prose was dominated by translated literature
while poetry mainly was regional works. Regional expression was most noticeable in
fiction: the majority of aspiring and mature local authors remained ethnocentric and had
strong relations with the community of the region. The impact that educational
publications had on the analyzed material (17 per cent of the data) suffered from a crisis
during the years of the A. Smetona regime, when oversaturated book market could not
expand further and publishers of the region had to gradually abandon this area of
publishing due to unfair conditions of competition. The growth of spiritual education
press was disproportionally fast (15 per cent), which was conditioned by the opposition
of clericalism (TelSiai Diocese) and anti-clericalism (The Ethical Society of Free-

Thinkers). A part of works on spiritual education had regional features that emphasized
25



the importance of regional religious centers, relevant problems of pastoral care and
strengthened the cult of saints that had been acclaimed in the region. Well-renowned
fiction was translated, which was suitable for competing in the country’s market. The
translated literature had some noticeable regional features that influenced the selection of
these works, which sometimes manifested themselves as left-wing ideological
commitments (especially publishers of Siauliai) and closer collaboration with Latvian
authors.

Typologically, the demand for popular science (10 per cent) and recreational (9
per cent) press was relatively stable and additionally stimulated by active publishers of
the region; therefore these typological groups expanded relatively dynamically.
Calendars and reading matter on agriculture, medicine and the like (e.g. dream-books)
were published for farmers, craftsmen and businessmen. Normative (6 per cent),
industrial (2 per cent), referential (2 per cent), mass political (2 per cent), scientific (2 per
cent) and informational (1 per cent) publications had no greater impact on the make-up
of the data due to poor infrastructure, lack of secular education institutions, insufficient
results of education policies and inadequate pressure of the A. Smetona regime on
ideological and political groups of the region. The niche of academic press publishing
could be occupied only in two ways: a) by having properly prepared products oriented
towards the whole of intelligentsia or b) by carrying out other lucrative publishing
projects that would cover the costs of academic press publishing. Due to limited
potential of the region’s intelligentsia, both solutions had no prospects; therefore the
publishing of works on philosophy, mathematics, geography and history was not
popular. The attempts to change this situation of academic press by the company
“Kultira“ and partially by J. Sliipas came to naught. This was not a strong
developmental tendency of the structure of the analyzed publications.

After the revolution of 1905 and especially after the restoration of Lithuania’s
independence in 1918, a new developmental stage of the National Lithuanian book
culture gradually became to dominate. Samogitian publishers had no important positions
in this stage; however their attempts to participate in the book business, to enrich it with
their production, to disseminate their ideas and to have a different attitude towards the

content of national culture deserve praise. A positive relation with the new national and
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the old regional identity that was visible in the analyzed material was a result of positive
activities. It could have been greater, had the political elite of the Lithuanian state
managed to create suitable conditions for a faster development of the region’s culture,
economics and politics. Despite the elimination of the region’s territory and
acculturation policies, the regional book was able to perform its main defensive function
that was granted to it by the community of the region, which aspired for autonomy of its
culture. It is natural that the participation of the regional community in the book business
was proportional to the expansion of regional culture; therefore every publishing
initiative primarily elevated the region’s culture and only later its more sophisticated

parts could exert impact on the development on the needs of Lithuanian nation.

Menkai tirtas
regioninés knygos meninis apipavidalinimas, jos architektonika, sgsajos su vietos
poligrafine baze. Aplenkiamas leidybos viseto iStirtumas, kurio analizé galéty atskleisti
jo verte ir poveikj Salies ir regiono kultiros vystymuisi. Savo mastabu skirtingi
nacionalinio ir lokalinio pobtidzio tyrimai nagrinéjamus klausimus kelia makro ir mikro
lygiu, todél ir jy rezultatai regioniniame (medi) tyrimy lygmenyje néra visaverciai. Tad,
viena vertus, reikia plésti Saltiniy bazg, Saltinius vertinti sistemiSkai ir kompleksiskai, o,
kita vertus, istoriografijoje izvelgtas istirtumo spragas tikslinti atsizvelgiant | regioning
specifika. Apskritai, jvertinus Zemaitijos knygos istorijos tyrimy pasiekimus,

pazymétina, kad kity DidZiosios Lietuvos regiony atzvilgiu jie iSsiskiria brandesniu

jdirbiu. Tai sudaro palankias sglygas testi esamus tyrimus nauju teoriniu ir faktografiniu

lygmeniu.

Saltiniy bazé. Knygotyros darbuose pagrindinis tyrimy $altinis yra pacios
knygos. Siame darbe knyga traktuojama siauraja prasme: ji suvokiama kaip didesné¢ nei
keturiy puslapiy apimties spausdinta semantinés informacijos laikmena. Sudarant
Zemaitijos knygos rodykle (1905—1944) tyréjui teko daugelj leidiniy padiam nustatyti ir
de visu jvertinti. Autoriaus sudarytoji 1012 bibliografiniy jraSy apimties rodyklé
pasitarnavo knygy leidybos, gamybos ir viseto tyrimuose.

Didziausios nepublikuoty archyviniy pirminiy Saltiniy sankaupos yra Salies
archyvuose, moksliniy biblioteky rankrastynuose ir muziejy fonduose. Zemaitijos
knygos kultiiros tema daugiausia duomeny aptikta Lietuvos centriniame valstybés
archyve. Detaliai perzitréti Lietuvos Respublikos Finansy ministerijos Pramonés ir
prekybos departamento (f. 388), Vidaus reikaly ministerijos (f. 377) ir jos Policijos
departamento (f. 394), LR Finansy ministerijos ir vieSojo atsiskaitymo jstaigy ir jmoniy
inspekcijos (f. 387), Siauliy miesto ir apskrities vir§ininko (f. 412), Siauliy apygardos
apylinkiy teismy (f. 632), Valstybés saugumo ir kriminalinés policijos Siauliy apygardos
(f. 1543), Lietuvos TSR vietinés pramonés ministerijos (R-771), Lietuvos statistikos
valdybos (f. R-743) ir Valstybinés leidyklos Kaune (f. R-743) fondai. Pasitelktas
Vilniaus universiteto bibliotekos RankraS¢iy skyriuje saugomas Vytauto Didziojo
universiteto bibliotekos rankrasciy rinkinys (f. 1). Lietuvos moksly akademijos
Vrublevskiy bibliotekos Rankras¢iy skyriuje issiskiria kultiirininko ir leidéjo Pelikso
Bugailiskio (f. 87) ir leidybinés ,,Kultiiros* bendrovés (f. 62) rankras¢iy fondai. Tyréjui
buvo prieinami reikalingi pavieniai rankra$¢iai, atsiminimai, laiSkai, saugomi ir kitose
mokslinése bibliotekose bei instituty rankrastynuose. Autoriui taip pat buvo pasiekiamos
regioninés ir vietinés reik§més dokumenty saugyklos, regiono muziejy rinkiniai ir kai
kurie gausiau islike bazny¢iy archyvai.

Pleciant Saltiniy baze, bet nesitikint aprépti visos Lietuvos ir uzsienio spaudos,
pazymétina, kad vien Zemaitijos regiono periodiné spauda yra pakankamai gausi. Jos
lietuviskoji dalis iki 1940 m. sudaro daugiau kaip 420 laikras¢iy pavadinimy, 1§ kuriy

didzioji dalis buvo spausdinta dauginamaisiais prietaisais. Tik mazuma laikras¢iy (apie
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135 pavadinimy) spausdinti spaustuvése, tad pastarieji buvo masiniai. Periodingje
spaudoje gausiai aptinkama knygy reklamos, leidiniy vertinamosios medZiagos,
biblioteky, knygy leidybos ir gamybos istorijos duomeny.

Vertingi su knygos verslu ir pogrindine veikla susijusiy asmeny Pelikso
Bugailigkio, Liudviko JakaviGiaus, Jono Sliipo, Dominyko Budino, Megislovo Gedvilo
ir kt. atsiminimai. Memuaristiné literatiira daznai gelbsti, kai patikimy archyviniy
duomeny néra gausu, bet jvykius atsimena jy dalyviai. Dalis tyrimui reikalingos
medziagos buvo sukaupta 2011-2012 m. autoriui dalyvaujant ekspedicijose Raseiniuose,
Rietave ir Skuode. Ekspedicijy metu fiksuoti i8like spaudos ir leidybos imoniy pastatai,
rinkti senyjy miestieCiy atsiminimai.

Tyrimui pasitelkta Saltiniy baze¢ turi esminiy privalumy ir neesminiy trukumy.
Vien publikuoti $altiniai — knygos, periodiné spauda ir atsiminimai — negali patikimai
atskleisti visy tiriamy knygos kultiros reiSkiniy. Spaudos produkcija buvo
cenziiruojama, atsiminimai stokoja objektyvumo, todel daugeliu atveju be archyviniy
dokumenty, pasizyminéiy sistemingumu ir unikalumu, nebtty galima patikimai
rekonstruoti XX a. pirmosios pusés knygos kultiiros situacijos. Archyviniai Saltiniai kity
tyréjy mazai eksploatuoti, todél daugeliu atveju buvo galima naujai interpretuoti ir
koreguoti istoriografijoje isitvirtinusius teiginius. Siekiant objektyvumo, visy grupiy

Saltinius teko gretinti, juos kritiskai vertinti ir tikslinti pateikiamus duomenis.

Tyrimo objektas — regioniné knyga kaip integralus Zemaitijos regioninés ir
lietuviy nacionalinés knygos kulttros reiSkinys. Objekto turinj sudaro: 1) knygos
funkcionavimo salygos regione, 2) leidybos organizavimas ir materialiné poligrafijos
bazé bei 3) regiono knygy leidybos visetas. Chronologinés ribos. Tyrimas apima 1905—
1944 m. laikotarpj — svarby lietuviy nacionalinés knygos kulttiros atsiradimo ir raidos
etapg. Pirmoji data siejama su 1905 m. revoliucijos sukeltais kokybiniais leidybos verslo
ir poligrafijos pramonés pasikeitimais Rusijoje ir etninés Lietuvos atzvilgiu Rusijos
valdzios vykdytos politikos permainomis. Paskutiné data siejama su Soviety Sajungos
reokupacija, kurios metu buvo suardytas rastijos kiiréjy ir knygos veikéjy kontingentas,
taip pat institucionalizuota leidyba ir apribota regioninés kultiiros plétra. Geografiné

apibréztis. Tyrimo objektas preliminariai iSsitenka istoriSkai kintan¢iame Zemaitijos
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regione, kuris iki Pirmojo pasaulinio karo apémé Raseiniy, Tel3iy ir Siauliy apskritis bei
Palangos valsCiaus teritorijg. Remiamasi kompleksine kulttiriniy regiony samprata, jo
teritoriné apibréztis disertacijoje dar buvo tikslintina. Etnosocialiné apibréztis. Tiriama
regioniné bendruomené: Zemaidiy subetnosas, Zemaitijos lenkai, rusai, vokie¢iai ir kitos
integralios tautinés mazumos, neiSsaugojusios savo knygos kultiiros. Atsiribojama nuo
zydy bendruomengés, kurios atstovai buvo jgave regioninés tapatybés bruozy, bet taip pat
jie buvo i8laike savo knygos kultiirg, paremtg hebrajisku rastu hebrajy bei jidis kalbomis.

Knygos nagrin¢jimo pagrindu darbe paimta regioninés knygos samprata, todél
démesys skiriamas visai (i§skyrus Zydiskai) spaudos produkcijai, sukurtai Zemaitijos
regione 1905-1944 m. Darbe taip pat atsiribojama nuo 1) radijo, kino, i$ dalies ir
periodinés spaudos bei kt. masinio informavimo priemoniy analizés, neieskant jy
tarpusavio sgsajy su regiono bendruomenés informaciniais ir estetiniais poreikiais; nuo
2) detalios regioninés knygos kultiiros recepcijos analizés, kaip perzengiancios tiriamo

objekto pazinimo ribas.

Tyrimo tikslas. Disertaciniu darbu siekiama konceptualizuoti regioninés knygos
kultiiros tyrimo prieiga ir ja remiantis nustatyti 1905-1944 m. Zemaitijos knygos
kultiiros regioniSkumg ir integralumg besikurian¢ioje nacionalinéje lietuviy knygos
kulttiroje nubréziant visuomeniniy sgsajy svarba, iSrySkinant regioninés knygos funkcijas

bei poveikj to meto regiono bendruomenés intelektiniams ir estetiniams poreikiams.

Uzdaviniai: 1) nustatyti Zemaitijos regiono teritorine erdve ir istirti regiono
bendruomenés kulttrinius ir informacinius poreikius, galéjusius turéti jtakos bendrai
regiono knygos kultiiros biiklei; 2) rekonstruoti regiono leidybos ir spaudos gamybos
materialing baze; 3) iitirti Zemaitijos knygos architektonika; 4) iSanalizuoti Zemaitijos
knygos autoriy kontingenta ir 5) istirti viseto sankloda ja siejant su regionalizmo
procesais ir integracine Rusijos, Vokietijos ir Lietuvos valstybiy vykdyta etniniy

skirtumy $alinimo strategija.

Metodologija. Surinktos medziagos esminis metodologinis vertinimo principas —
istorizmas. Tyrimo proceso metodologinj pagrinda sudaro bendryjy ir specialiyjy
(bibliografijos, etnologijos, geografijos, istorijos, knygotyros ir literatiirologijos)

moksliniy paZinimo metody visuma. Bendrieji metodai (analitinis, apraSomasis,
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sisteminis ir struktiiralistinis) leido logiSkai ir apibendrinanciai iSdéstyti sukaupta
medziagg. Sisteminis metodas, paremtas sisteminiais mokslo principais, pasitelkiamas
sprendziant sudétingas tarpdisciplininio pobiidzio problemas, sudaré sglygas pazinti
regioninés knygos kultlirg kaip sudéting regiono informacinés sistemos dalj.
Struktiuralistinio metodo privalumas yra dideliy informacijos kiekiy apdorojimo
galimybé ir sisteminis reiskiniy suvokimas iSrySkinant ne jy sudedamasias dalis, bet
tarpusavio rySius. Knygos kulttros istorijos tyrimai, esantys knygotyros, literatiirologijos
ir istorijos moksly sankirtoje, pirmiausia remiasi jy metodologine baze. Bibliografiniu
metodu, kaip tam tikros riiSies informacijos gavimo jrankiu, 1§ jvairiy bibliografiniy
priemoniy surinkta ir apdorota pirminiy Saltiniy medziaga — sudarytas 1905-1944 m.
Zemaitijos knygy saraSas. Bibliografinis statistinis metodas, paremtas bibliogramy
klasifikavimu pagal atskirus elementus (leidéja, skelbimo vieta, skelbimo metus ir kt.),
leido apdoroti sukauptg bibliografing medziaga ir nustatyti leidybos bei gamybos raidos
désningumus, dinamika ir kitus kiekybinés charakteristikos rodiklius. Spaudos
statistikoje savoka knygy skaicius reiskia leidinius, poligrafiskai apipavidalintus atskiru
vienetu, bet ne pagal jy pavadinimus. Bibliografinio metodo atmaina — analitinis teminis
metodas — padéjo nustatyti teming viseto sudétj ir jvairove. Bibliografinis tipologinis
metodas taikytas siekiant iSaiSkinti leidiniy tiksling paskirt ir tipy proporcijas. Olego
KorSunovo bibliografiniy istekliy klasifikacijos privalumai pasitelkti analizuojant visetg
autorinés priklausomybeés ir kalbos poZzymiais. Si analizé leidzia praplésti ir papildyti
analitinio teminio metodo rezultaty validuma nustatant Zemaitijos knygos viseto
sandarg. Darbe taip pat taikyti specialieji knygotyros metodai: de visu, knygotyrinis
funkcinis ir tipografinis (poligrafinis). Sudarius Zemaitijos knygos sarasa, tik de visu
metodu tyréjas galéjo susipazinti su iSlikusiais leidiniais, juos aprasyti (patikslinti
zinomas bibliogramas) ir iSanalizuoti pasitelkdamas kitus specialiuosius knygotyros
metodus. Knygotyrinis funkcinis metodas leido jvertinti socialinj knygos vaidmenj — jos
paskirtj ir funkcionavimg visuomenéje (siauriau — regiono bendruomenéje).
Poligrafinéms knygos ypatybéms (formatui, apimciai, meniniam apipavidalinimui,
iliustracijy atlikimo technikai ir kt.) nustatyti taikytas tipografinis (poligrafinis) metodas.
Pazymeétina, kad leidiniy meniné ir poligrafiné iSvaizda tiriama knygotyriniu aspektu

kaip atskiry knygos elementy kompozicijos ir dizaino visuma, atsiribojant nuo knygos
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iliustracijy meninio jvertinimo (tai menotyros uZzdavinys). Siekiant iSsiaiskinti
sociokultliriniy reiskiniy désningumus, priezasties-pasekmés rySius, naudotasi istoriniu-
genetiniu metodu. Tyrimo paZinimo konstrukcija susidaré einant nuo vienetiniy atvejy
prie tendencijy ir biidingy poZymiy, kurie leisty istoriskai iSskirti analizuojamus knygos
kultiros reiSkinius. Dalinis prozopografinis tyrimy metodas pasitelktas nustatyti
Lietuvos ir lietuviy autoriy jtakg formuojant regioninés knygos viseta. Regiono
teritorinei apibréz¢iai nustatyti naudotas specialus geografijos metodas — arealinis.
Teritoriné apibréztis paremta kultiros komponenty sutapimais, leidzianciais 1§ bendro
Salies kultiiros viseto iskirti regionus, nubréziant regioninés kultiiros erdves. Zemaitijos
regiono erdvés nustatymas yra viso tyrimo pamatas ir kity metody (pvz., bibliografinio,
de visu) taikymo salyga. Pasirinkty metody jvairové leido geriau suvokti ir jvertinti
sudétingus XX a. pirmosios pusés knygos kultiiros procesus, lémusius Zemaitijos knygy

radimasi bei plétrg ir formavusius savitg leidiniy viseta.

Ginamieji teiginiai:

1. Jei regionalizmas reiSkiasi daugeliu kultiiros formy, tarp jy ir dokumentine, tai ir
regioninés knygos kulttira gali jgauti specifinj turinj ir forma.

2. Jei regioninés knygos kultiiros atvirumas yra susietas su S$aliy regionalizmo
prigimtimi, tai esant palankioms salygoms regiono bendruomen¢ siekia savo dvasiniais
pasiekimais praturtinti nacionaling knygos kultiira.

3. Jei valstybé¢ siekia glaudZios etnokultiiriniy grupiy integracijos ar jy asimiliacijos, tai
regiono bendruomené siekia gaivinti ar atkurti savo rastijg ir taip sudaryti saglygas etninei

knygai i$ naujo atgimti.

Darbo naujumas. Siuo metu pasiekta regioniniy tyrimy branda nebetenkina
formalizuoto regiono knygos kultiiros pazinimo, todél vien regiono biblioteky, knygy
platinimo, skaitymo, leidybos verslo, poligrafijos bazé¢ ir kt. su tuo susijusiy reiskiniy
analizé nebéra savitikslis tyrimy motyvas. Mokslo logika diktuoja bendruosius
regioniniy tyrimy orientyrus, juos siejant su teoriniu tyrimo pagrindu — regionalizmu. Tai
— moksliniy ir praktiniy interesy laukas kokiems nors valstybéje ir regione
vykstantiems procesams ir reiSkiniams giliau pazinti, taip pat juos atitinkamai

skatinti, formuoti bei skleisti (paryskinta — T. P.). Sis tyrimy pozidris turéty atskleisti
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regioninés knygos kultiros funkcionaluma, jg suvokiant ne kaip rudimenta, bet kaip
regiono bendruomenés socialiai motyvuotos veiklos rezultata. Praeities knygos kulttiros
tyrimai perzengia tradicing knygos istorijos samprata, o regioninis jy pobidis suteikia
specifiskumo, todél juos galima vadinti regioniniais knygos kultiiros istorijos tyrimais, o
specialigjg discipling — knygotyrine regionalistika. IS to kyla ir naujy teoriniy sprendimy
paieSkos biitinybeé,  kurig Siame darbe ir siekiama atsizvelgti. Taigi disertacijos naujuma
apsprendzia: 1) regioninés knygos kultiros koncepto suformulavimas, paremtas
vakarietiSkomis regionalizmo tradicijomis ir sisteminio poziiirio | knygos kultiirg ir
kultiirg principais; 2) Zemaitijos, kaip subetninio DidZiosios Lietuvos regiono, knygos
kultiiros tyrimai atveria naujas regioninés kultiiros pazinimo galimybes, kurios gali turéti
itakos naujai regioniniy knygotyros darby krypciai; 3) faktografinis sukauptos medziagos
naujumas ir jos jvedimas j Lietuvos knygos kultiiros tyrimy istoriografija yra laikomas

dar vienu §io darbo privalumu.

ISvados

1. Modernybés epochoje kultiiriniy regiony integracija j valstybe ir regiony
bendruomeniy integracija | nacijg bei $iy teritoriSkai ir etniSkai suvokiamy dariniy
i8likimas 1§ dalies yra paremtas dokumentine komunikacija, kurios pagrinda sudaro
diachroniniai informaciniai rysiai. Liaudiskajai etnokultiirai prarandant savo funkcijas,
knygos kultiira jgyja dinamiSkg regioninés kultiros autonomiskumo (iSlikimo) ir
heteronomiskumo (integracijos) pobiidj. PobiidZio laipsniSkumg (koreliacinj santykj)
nulemia etninés bendrijos tipas, bendrijos kolektyviniai veiksmai ir valstybés bei nacijos
vidaus politikos prioritetai. Civilizacinés knygos kultiros kontekste sukurtas
nacionalinés knygos kultiiros laukas subordinuoja regioning knygos kultiirg. Esmiskai
valstybé ir nacija, didindama heteronominiy veiksniy jtaka regiono bendruomenei,
sukuria naujas bendruma jtvirtinancias gyvenimo salygas, dél kuriy knygos kultiira, kaip
dokumentinés komunikacijos turinys ir forma, jgauna rySkiy bendrakultiiriniy poZymiy.

Dél regionalizacijos proceso subalansuoto gyvenimo siekis regione skatina
regiono bendruomen¢ per kiirybine veikla mazinti regiono ekonominio, kultiirinio ir
politinio gyvenimo netolygumus, sudaryti tinkamas salygas regionalizmui reikstis.

Susiformavus veiksmingoms knygos kultiros kiirybinéms struktiroms — leidykloms,
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poligrafijos pramonei, knygos dailininkams ir knygriSiams — sukuriami ir jos rezultatai —
regioninés knygos. Sisteminé regioninés knygos kultiiros analizé remiasi regioninés
knygos ir jos kiirybiniy struktiiry analize, suvokiant visa tai kaip vieng nedaloma visuma.
Regioninés knygos kulttira interpretuojama jos kiirybiniy struktiiry kontekste.

Regioninés knygos kultiroje uZtikrinta bendrakultiriné funkcija regiono
bendruomenés atstovams leidZia prisidéti prie nacionalinés kultiiros turtinimo: bendros
vertybés, bendra kalba, bendras ekonominis ir politinis gyvenimas skatina regiony
bendruomenes konkuruoti ir dalytis pasiekimais. Regioninés knygos kultiiroje iSplétota
defenzyviné funkcija laiduoja regiono bendruomenés iSlikimg, uZtikrinant jos kultiiros
autonomiskumo jtvirtinimg. RySkiausiai regioninés kultliros autonomiSkumo siekis
atsispindi etninés knygos produkcijoje, kuriant alternatyviosios spaudos savo kalbomis
ar tarmémis tradicijg. Tokiu atveju 1§ esmes kvestionuojant valstybinés kalbos pozicijas
yra persvarstomi valstybés ir regiono, nacijos ir etninés bendrijos santykiai. Regioninés
knygos kultlira, kaip regionalizmo, nacionalizmo ir internacionalizmo derinys,
laipsniSkai reikSmingas regiony bendruomenéms iSlikti, atskiriai mazinti, nacijy
dvasinio ir materialinio pasauliui turtinti bei civilizacijos pasickimams permanentiskai

atsinaujinti ir jiems skleisti.

2. XX a. pradzioje galutinai jvykusi zemaiciy subetnoso integracija j lietuviy nacijg ir
Zemaitijos regiono integracija j atkurta Lietuvos valstybe laidavo regioninés kultiiros
heteronomiskumg. Tuo metu regiono erdvé issiteko Kretingos, Mazeikiy, Raseiniy,
Tauragés, Telsiy apskrityse ir vakaringje Siauliy apskrities dalyje su Siauliy miestu ir
vals¢iumi. Regiono vidiniai funkciniai rySiai tarp ekonominiy centry iSliko patvaris.
Erdviné regiono sgranga apsprendé daugelj ekonominio, kultiirinio ir politinio gyvenimo
realijy. Lietuvos valstybés sankcionuoti integracijos veiksniai — 1) nacionaliné Svietimo
sistema, 2) valdzios aparatas, 3) iSplétotas raStingumas ir 4) politinis gyvenimas —
valstybei sukiiré naujas salygas vis intensyviau veikti Zemaitijos regiono bendruomeneg ir
jos teritoring erdve. Atsirade isteritorinimo veiksniai ne vien integravo Zemaitija j
Lietuva, bet ir sukiiré palankias salygas regiono rytinés dalies akultiiracijai. Zemaitijos
kultiros erdveés specifiSkumag salygojo glaudiis regiono bendruomenés kontaktai su

Mazosios Lietuvos (Klaipédos krasto (1923-1939) ir jos lietuviskosios dalies uz
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Nemuno) ekonominiais ir kultiiriniais centrais, dél kuriy formavosi dalykiniai rySiai,
apeme leidyba, poligrafijos pramong ir knygos meng. Latvijos ekonomikos ir kulttiros
centry (ypaé Rygos) pasickiamumas bei konfesiniai Zemaitijos Paprisés ir Latvijos
evangeliky liuterony bendrumai taip pat didino tarpusavio bendradarbiavima.

ZemaiGiy subetnoso etniné branda ir i§ to kylantis regionalizmas sudaré
pakankamas prielaidas atsirasti kultiriniam Zemaiciy judéjimui, siekusiam mazinti
valstybés vykdomga etniniy skirtumy Salinimo politikos ir iSteritorinimo veiksniy jtakg
regionui. Kultiirinio kapitalo regionalistinj pobiidj esmingai formavo regiono savimonés
branduolys, XX a. 3-iojo deSimtmecio pabaigoje iSkilgs TelSiuose. Prie Zemaiciy
kultdrinio judéjimo Zenkliai prisidéjo i§ Zemaitijos kilusi VDU profesiira ir
regionalistiniy paziiry studentija, susitelkusi ] regionines studenty draugijas.
Regionalistams Zemaitija buvo ugdymo regionas suvokiant, kad tik regioninés kultiiros
autonomiSkumas, kurio siekia kiekviena iSlikti norinti kulttra, gali laiduoti ir pacios
etninés bendrijos i3likima. Zemai¢iy kultdirinis judéjimas nekeélé politiniy tiksly, vienijo
regioninei kultlirai neabejingus jvairiy jsitikinimy ir politiniy pazitry veikéjus.
Regionalisty pastangomis buvo sudarytos regioninés kultiiros saviraiSkos salygos ir
saviraiSkos formos: kiirési literatiriniai, meniniai ir kraStotyriniai Zemaiciy sambiiriai.
Dalis regionalistinio turinio i1déjy ir paziiiry buvo realizuota regioningje spaudos

produkcijoje.

3. XX a. pradzioje dé¢l demokratizacijos proceso Rusijoje, o véliau Lietuvai atkiirus
nepriklausomybe knygos funkcionavimo salygos regione, realizuojant pirminj kultiiros
informacijos prieaugi (kaupimg — vartojimg), sparciai kokybiSkai augo. Augimo
prielaidos: a) kylantis rastingumas ir b) politinis stabilumas. Augimo stabdziai: a)
mokamas aukstesnis (nei pradinis) iSsilavinimas, b) vangiai vykdoma suaugusiyjy
Svietimo politika, c¢) karo padétis ir A. Smetonos rezimo suvarzymai politiniy ir
visuomeniniy organizacijy veiklai, d) stiprinant autoritarizmg grieZt€jantys ribojimai
knygy prekybai ir e) zemas pragyvenimo lygis neigiamai atsiliepé nuosekliam
brandesnio turinio informaciniy poreikiy raidai. Augimo skatinimo motyvas — knygos ir
knygos verslo ideologizacija: kiekviena politiné ir pasaulézitriné¢ grupé kir¢ arba

stengési sukurti tinkling knygy leidybos, gamybos ir sklaidos sistemg. Taip
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visuomeniniais ir komerciniais pagrindais buvo mobilizuotos gana gausios regiono (ir ne
tik regiono) gyventojy grupés sistemingai formuojant didesnius spaudos poreikius, nei
jprastine komercine logika.

Knygos vartojimo struktiiros (knygynai ir bibliotekos) kiirési komerciniais ir
ideologiniais pagrindais, todél ne vien ekonominé situacija, bet ir bendroji konjunktiira
segmentavo privacius knygynus ir organizacijy islaikomas bibliotekas. Nors aiskiai buvo
regimas pasiskirstymas tarp kairiyjy ir deSiniyjy politiniy jégy, bet sudarytas ir vidurio
kelias — vieSosios bibliotekos. Nepriklausomos Lictuvos metais valstybés ir savivaldybiy
leSomis regione veikes vieSyjy biblioteky tinklas XX a. 4-ojo deSimtmecio pabaigoje
pasieké nuosekly augimg. Permanentiskai atnaujinamos ir plétojamos knygos vartojimo
struktiiros — knygy prekybos istaigos ir bibliotekos — uztikrino, kad knygy kaupimas ir
vartojimas jgaus vis didesne svarba kultiiros plétrai regione. Sios knygos jstaigos laidavo
regioniniy, nacionaliniy ir internacionaliniy vertybiy sklaidg regione uZztikrindamos, kad
kylantys informaciniai poreikiai teigiamai stimuliuoty ir regioninés leidybos bei
poligrafijos bazés plétrg. Karo metais Lietuvoje jsitvirtinusios okupacinés soviety ir
naciy valdZios: 1) nusavino daugel] komerciniy knygyny arba ribojo jy plétra, 2) uzdare
organizacijy bibliotekas, 3) ideologiskai i§valé vieSyjy biblioteky fondus. Sie okupanty

veiksmai zenklai sustabdé pozityvius valstybés ir regiono bendruomenés pasiekimus.

4. Regionalizacijos procesas XX a. pirmojoje puséje isryskino netolygia Zemaitijos
ekonoming ir kultiiring raidg. Visuomenés segmentacija nulémé, kad ilgainiui kituose
regionuose leidziama spaudos produkcija nebejstenge visiSkai patenkinti kylanciy
regiono bendruomenés informaciniy ir kultiiriniy poreikiy. Regiono bendruomeng,
siekdama pereiti nuo kaupimo — vartojimo prie kirimo — vartojimo, sudaré naujas
gyvenimo salygas, dél kuriy darési nebejmanoma be regiono bendruomenés kiirybinés
iniciatyvos pasiekti subalansuota gyvenimo kokybe regione. Todél po ilgalaikio
regioninés leidybos regreso buvo grjzta prie kiiréjo — vartotojo santykiy, turéjusiy
laiduoti regioninés kulturos iSlikimg. Regione sukurta knyginé¢ spaudos produkcija,
pasizyminti specifiniu turiniu ir materija, t. y. knygos kultiira, turéjo patenkinti regiono
bendruomenés informacinius ir kultirinius poreikius, o esant palankioms sglygoms taip

pat prisidéti gausinant nacionaling kultirag ir iSlaikant etnokultiring jvairove.
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Subordinaciniai Zemaitijos regioninés knygos kultiiros santykiai ja glaudZiai susiejo su
lietuviy nacija (tauta) ir Lietuvos valstybe, bet kartu sudaré¢ palankias sglygas regioninei
kulttirai i8likti. Peréjimas prie kiirimo — vartojimo isSauké knygos verslo ir regionalizmo
sintezg, per kurig iSkilo kirybinés knygos kultiros struktiros: leidyklos, knygy
dailininkai ir poligrafijos pramoné. Jose regioninés knygos produkcija jgavo specifine
formga ir turinj.

Agrariné regiono gyventojy struktiira ir negausus miesto gyventojy (ypac lietuviy)
skaiCius tiesiogiai atsiliepé mazai inteligentijos koncentracijai mieste. Leidybos centry
produktyvumas du deSimtmecius nesutapo su regiono aukStesnio lygio funkciniais
administraciniais (apskri¢iy) centrais. Dél ekonominiy priezasciy jie iki XX a. 3-i0jo
desimtme¢io augo vangiai, todél tik po Pirmojo pasaulinio karo atsikuriant Siauliams ir
TelSiuose sustiprinus mokslo potenciala buvo sumazinta leidybos centry dispersija.
Telsiy ir Kretingoje spaudos centry tandemas pamazu jgavo ryskiy klerikalinio spaudos
centro pozymiy, todé¢l jy leidéjai nuolat konfrontavo su Siauliy leidéjais, siekusiais
visuomeninés minties sekuliarizacijos. Si konkurencija dél priesingy ideologiniy ir
politiniy nuostaty didino jtampg regione.

Regioninés leidybos intensyvumas buvo veikiamas daugiausia ekonominiy
salygy, bet jy jtaka ilgainiui maz¢jo. | konkurencing kovg XX a. 3-iojo deSimtmecio
pabaigoje aktyviai jsijungé Kauno leidéjai. llgainiui susidaré nesgziningos ir regiono
leid¢jams nepalankios konkurencijos salygos. Stambesnés leidybos organizacijos dél
iSorés spaudimo ir centrinés valdzios apatijos bankrutavo, buvo perkeltos | Kaung arba
dél politiniy tiksly sunaikintos A. Smetonos rezimo. Zlugus leidybinéms organizacijoms,
18leidusioms ketvirtadal] viseto, 1§ esmés Zlugo ir leidybos profesionalizacijos plétra.
Veélesnis regioninis leidybos intensyvumas daugiausia priklausé nuo komerciniy jstaigy,
kurios nebuvo pajégios uzsiimti sisteminga leidybine veikla.

Valstybinés ir baznytinés cenziros jtaka leidybai daugiausia atsiliepé
kontroliuojant ir slopinant opoziciniy ideologiniy ir politiniy jégy leidéjus. Siauliy ir kt.
miesty kairieji (ypac ateistai) jauté didziulj pasiprieSinima i§ TelSiy vyskupijos hierarchy,
smerkusiy materialistinés ir ateistinés pasaulézitros leidinius. D¢l komerciniy paskaty
nesiekiant atsiriboti nuo pelningos katalikiSkos minties veikaly leidybos, naudojantis

spaudos jstatymy spragomis, buvo gaivinta kontrafakcija. Valstybés i§laikomos cenziiros
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jstaigos kontroliavo legaliy ir nelegaliy opoziciniy politiniy jégy leidiniy gamybg ir
sklaidg. Tiesiogiai nuo valstybinés cenziiros, ne visada pagristai visuomenes geroves
sumetimais nukentéjo keletas leidéjy. Kur kas labiau nei tiesioginé cenziira leidybos
intensyvumg veiké A. Smetonos rezimas ir visos kitos okupacinés valdzios. Jy
sankcionuotas sgmoningas ir nesgmoningas regioninés leidybos zlugdymas turéjo

neigiamos jtakos regioninés kulttiros plétrai.

5. Stambiausi regioniniai leidybos ir poligrafijos centrai sutapo, todél regioninés
leidybos ir poligrafijos bazés sarysis buvo itin glaudus. Zydisko kapitalo regiono
poligrafijos bazé pradéjo formuotis komerciniais pagrindais, kardinaliai pasikeitusiais
Lietuvai atkiirus nepriklausomybe. Ideologizavus leidyba, daugelis spaudos imoniy jgijo
ir politiniy jégy uznugarj. Regiono spaustuvéms daugiausia spaudos uzsakymy ateidavo
per politing ir ideologing linijg, todél A. Smetonos rezimo metais daugelis opoziciniy
jégy iSlaikomy spaustuviy patyré spaudimg. Dalis jo neatlaikiusiy spaustuviy
bankrutavo, bet ir valdanciosios Lietuviy tautininky sajungos jtakoje buvusios
spaustuveés negaléjo ilgam jsitvirtinti regione. Tai liudijo apie susiformavusig ypatingg
regiono politinés kultiiros ir poligrafijos pramonés sankloda, kurig buvo galima pakeisti
tik drastiSkais veiksmais. Jy imtasi soviety ir naciy okupacijos metais: pirmieji
nacionalizavo visg poligrafijos pramong, o antrieji atsisaké spaudos jmones graZinti
buvusiems savininkams. KomerciSkai pagristas spaudos jmoniy tinklas laidavo spartesng
leidybg regione, bet varzant leidyba ir naikinant regiono poligrafijos pramong¢ nebuvo
galima pasiekti spartesnés spaudos pramonés modernizacijos ir augimo.

Del krasStutiniy politiniy organizacijy legalizacijos ir legaliy politiniy jégy
suvarzymy iskilo specifiniy legaliais biidais nepatenkinamy partinés spaudos poreikiy.
Regione visg XX a. pirmgja pus¢ buvo kuriamos pogrindinés spaustuvés ir jy tinklai. Iki
Pirmojo pasaulinio karo $ia linkme é&jo LSDP Siauliy skyrius, karo metais —
antikaizerinis pasiprieSinimas, po karo — LKP. Regione A. Smetonos reZimo metais
opozicinés politinés jégos (krik§¢ionys demokratai, voldemarininkai) bandé kurti
nelegalias spaustuves, bet be papildomo finansavimo i§ iSorés nejstenge juy ilgiau
iSlaikyti. Su Soviety Sgjungos uznugariu realig kova dél valdzios tesusi LKP sugebéjo

Salyje sukurti funkcionaly pogrindiniy spaustuviy tinklg. Nors Siame tinkle regiono
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spaustuvés nevaidino didelés reikSmés (jos buvo mazos, prastai techniSkai apripintos),
bet jy produkcija buvo nepakeifiama regioniniu lygmeniu. Tai buvo apiuopiama per
LKP tautinés sudéties kaita regione: partija sparciai lietuvéjo. Okupacijy metais
patriotinis lietuviy pogrindis nenustojo aktyviai veikti per nelegalios spaudos gamyba,
todél jgyta patirtis praverté prieSinantis sovietinei reokupacijai.

Iki Antrojo pasaulinio karo knygriSysté regione iSliko pasidalijusi j smulkiajg ir
pramoning. KnygriSysté iSlygino poligrafijos pramonés netobulumus esmingai
uztikrindama ir $io amato testinumg. KnygriSysté augo Nepriklausomos Lietuvos metais
didéjant kietojo jriSo poreikiui: 1) mokyklose jvesta knygriSystés pamoky, 2) kirési
modernios knygriSyklos, 3) spaustuvés apsiriipino moderniomis knygriSybos masinomis.
[lgainiui amatininky gretas papildé knygriSystés pagrindus mokyklose jgije asmenys.
ISskirtiniy knygriSystés tradicijy regione nesusikloste, knygrisiy darbai buvo nesudétingi
ir neiSlavinti, i8liko nedidelis meniskai jriStos knygos poreikis, tod¢l ir tinkamy salygy
knygriSiams specializuotis meninés knygriSystés srityje nebuvo. Naciy okupacijos metais

sunaikinus Zemaitijos Zydy bendruomene, knygriSystés amatas patyré gilia krize.

6. XX a. pirmojoje puséje sukiirus bendring lietuviy kalbg ir jg jtvirtinus Nepriklausomos
Lietuvos teisinéje bazéje, iSkilo pagrindinis visuotinis leidybinés kultiiros prioritetas —
normin¢ lietuviy kalba. D¢l Zemaiciy autoriy tarmés jtakos jy raSty kalbai i §j prioritetg
regiono leid¢jams buvo gana problemiska nuosekliai atsizvelgti, bet daugelis regiono
leidéjy, siekdami konkuruoti leidybos versle, stengési tinkamai atlikti redakcinj knygy
parengimg. Stokojant profesionaliy kalbininky, leidéjams daZniausiai teko pasitenkinti
mokytojy seminarijy ir gimnazijy mokytojy paslaugomis, kurios ne visada buvo
uztektinai profesionalios. Dalis regiono leidéjy ir autoriy nekreipé didelio démesio |
norminés kalbos prioritetus, bet ir jie ilgainiui dél Svietimo ministerijos spaudimo ir
vieSai iSsakomos kritikos buvo priversti arba nutraukti leidyba, arba atsizvelgti i
18sakomus pasiilymus. Pozityviai vertinamas bendrinés lietuviy kalbos jtvirtinimas
regiono leid¢jams turéjo ir negatyviy padariniy: konkurencinés kovos iSSaukti perdéti
norminés lietuviy kalbos reikalavimai sukiiré¢ salygas tuo piktnaudziaujant spresti
politinius klausimus. Jdémiai knygy kalbg kontroliavo ir TelSiy vyskupijos hierarchai.

Pakartotinj spaudimg nesilaikantiesiems norminés kalbos prioritety cenziiros pareigtinai
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pradéjo vykdyti pasirodzius 1935 m. Spaudos jstatymui. Bendrinés lietuviy raSomosios
kalbos jtvirtinimas knygy leidyboje kaip norma paskatino spartesn; Zemaiciy tarmeés
atstovy kalbin; peréjima prie bendrinés lietuviy kalbos vartosenos uZztikrinant

bendrakultiiriniy nacionaliniy vertybiy srautg regione.

7. Leidé¢jy siekis savo spaudos produkcija konkuruoti Salies rinkoje dar¢ teigiamag jtaka
spaustuviy modernizacijai tobulinant knygy poligrafing kultiirag. Regiono spaustuviy
meistrai buvo subrend¢ poligrafijos jmonése Rusijoje arba Vokietijoje, todél ir regiono
poligrafijos pramon¢ savaimingai seké Siy Saliy poligrafinés kulttiros tradicijas. Knygos
grafikos srityje pirmiausia jsisavintos Strichinés ir toninés iliustracijos, pereita prie
dvispalveés grafikos technikos, o nuo XX a. 3-i0jo deSimtmecio sparciai iSpléstas ir Srifty,
ornamentiniy detaliy bei cinkografijos pasirinkimas. Sie techninés bazés atnaujinimai
nebuvo formaliis: tos regiono spaustuvés, kurios nejstengé reaguoti | naujai iSkilusius
poligrafinés kultiiros prioritetus, buvo priverstos pasitraukti j konkurencijos nuosale arba
uzsidaryti. Tik nedaugelis regiono spaustuviy galéjo atlikti spalvotos spaudos darbus,
todel dalis spalvotos spaudos produkcijos buvo atlickama Vokietijos spaustuvése.
Nepriklausomos Lietuvos metais jvykes naujas knygos vaizdumo peréjimo etapas
susijes su knygy dailininky atéjimu j leidyba. Regiono leid¢jai palaiké santykius su
Lietuvos, Klaipédos krasto, Latvijos ir Vokietijos knygy dailininkais, pamazu j knygy
apipavidalinimg jtraukdami ir vietinius kiiréjus. Poligrafiné ir meniné Zemaitijos knygos
kultira mazai iSsiskyré i§ bendro Salies konteksto, bet pavieniais atvejais bita ir
savitumy, labiausiai atsispindinéiy etniniy simboliy vartosenoje. Zemai¢iy kultiirinis
sgjudis, ilgainiui iSugdes specifing dailininky grupe (P. Augius-Augustinavicius,
J. Kazlauskas, J. Perkowskis ir J. Ramanauskas), davé jiems saviraiSkos galimybiy
kuriant Zemaitiskojo regionalizmo turinio knygy grafika. Si regionalizmo saviraiikos
forma buvo organiSkai pagrista, plétojama net ir sunkiomis Antrojo pasaulinio karo

salygomis.

8. Regioninéje leidyboje vyravo brosiiiros, kuriy apimtis daznai savaime neleido pasiekti
aukStesnés leidinio vertés, bet greta buvo iSleista ir brandZiy verstiniy bei originaliy

veikaly. XX a. pirmosios pusés Lietuvos ir kity valstybiy vykdoma vidaus politika
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nebuvo palanki didinti autoriy kontingentg: Salyje tvyrojo jtampa tarp jaunosios ir
senosios inteligentijos, buvo Zlugdomos atskiry inteligentijos grupiy iniciatyvos. Dél Siy
priezasCiy stigo ir adekvataus reagavimo ] regionalizacijos proceso iSSauktus regiono
bendruomenés poreikius. Nacionalinés ir regioninés kultiiros tapatybés raiskos kontekste
nustatyta, kad visetas buvo formuojamas i§ Zemaitijos regiono bendruomenés atstovy
intelektualinio potencialo — trys ketvirtadaliai viseto. Sie autoriai galéjo perduoti savita
regioninés kultiiros supratimg ir poziiir] 1 nacionaling kultira. Leidiniy kokybe¢ garantavo
gana auksStas autoriy iSsilavinimas (pusé tur¢jo aukstajj iSsilavinimg) ir gana dinamiska
profesiné struktiira, kurioje vyravo pedagogai, dvasininkai ir medicinos specialistai.
Autoriy iSsilavinimas ir darbiné veikla didino socialinj mobiluma, nuo kurio pobiidzio
daZnai ir priklausé jy dom¢jimosi laukai. Autoriy kontingentas, nepaisant inteligentijos
sluoksnio deformacijy (nuo XX a. 3-iojo deSimtmecio pabaigos didéjo lojalumas
autoritarizmui, mazéjo pareigy tautai supratimas), galéjo tinkamai uzpildyti pagrindinius
regiono bendruomenés domejimosi laukus.

Civilizaciniai pasiekimai visete atsispindéjo zZenkliai: buvo veriama daug
uzsienio Saliy (daugiausia Rusijos, Jungtiniy Amerikos Valstijy, Pranciizijos ir
Vokietijos) autoriy darby (36 proc. viseto). Vyravo mokslo populiarinamoji ir pripazinta
grozing literatira (daugiausia proza). Per vertimus spartéjo integracija ; Vakary Europos
kultiiros erdve, savaime uzsienio Saliy autoriy darby leidyba laidavo ir spartesne
internacionaliniy vertybiy sklaida regione ir visoje Lietuvoje. Si spaudos produkcija
papildé turimus regiono ir $alies lektiiros resursus, o kartais juos ir naujai praplété. Salies
kontekste ypac iSsiskyré V. Hugo ir L. Tolstojaus darby vertimy gausa. TelSiy leidé¢jai
pirmieji Lietuvos skaitytojus supazindino A. C. Doyle‘io kiiryba, o Siauliy leidéjy

pastangomis pasirod¢ ir pirmieji Kinijos literatiirinio palikimo vertimai lietuviy kalba.

9. Kalbiniu pozitriu XX a. pradzioje jsitvirtinant nacionalinei kultiros sanklodai
ZemaitiSkoji knyga nebegaléjo patenkinti jvairéjanciy regiono informaciniy ir kultiiriniy
poreikiy: lietuviy kalba iSleista didzioji dalis viseto (87 proc.). Spauda lietuviy kalba
galéjo jgauti funkcionalumo visoje Nepriklausomos Lietuvos erdvéje ir diasporoje, tai
buvo jos didziausias privalumas siekiant padidinti regioninés produkcijos skaitytojy

auditorija. Vienalaikis reiskinys buvo leidiniy rusy kalba poreikis (7 proc. viseto), dél
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Rusijos jstatyminés bazés jtakos turéjes nemazai reik§més viseto kalbinei sudéciai iki
Pirmojo pasaulinio karo. Spauda kitomis kalbomis didelés jtakos regiono gyventojy
informaciniams poreikiams neturéjo ir daZzniausiai nebuvo siejama su regiono tautinémis
mazumomis. Leidiniai pranciizy, lotyny ir vokieciy kalbomis daugiausia tenkino
mokomuosius poreikius, dvary segmentg aptarnavo dvikalbiai lenkiSki ir lietuviski
Zemgs tkio srities kainininkai.

De¢l didéjancios integraciniy veiksniy jtakos regionui regionalistai sieké atgaivinti
7emaitiskosios knygos tradicija ir suteikti jai funkcionalumo. Zemaitigkosios knygos
tradicija nuo XIX a. turé¢jo tegstinumg, todel jos funkcionalumui uZtikrinti siekta
kokybiniy sprendimy. Profesionaliy kalbininky pastangomis XX a. 4-ajame
deSimtmetyje sukiirus gerai pagrista Zemaiciy tarmeés rasybos sistema, vartojama iki Siol,
ZzemaitiSkosios knygos tradicija jgavo brandesne raidos perspektyva. Nors visg XX a.
pirmaja puse zemaitiSkoji knyga realios konkurencijos lietuviSkai spaudos produkcijai
sudaryti nejstengé (sudaré 3 proc. viseto), bet ji, kaip alternatyvi spaudos produkcija,

pajvairino saviraiskos priemoniy arsenalg stimuliuojant regioninés kultiiros procesus.

10. Teminé ir tipologin¢ viseto sudétis buvo veikiama regionalizacijos proceso ir
bendryjy nacionalinés kultiiros plétros tendencijy. Regiono leidé¢jai, stiprindami etninés
informacijos bagaza, iSreik§dami savyjy ir svetimyjy santykius, pabrézdami orientacijg j
regiono auditorijg, tendencingai naudojo regioning etnonimika ir toponimikg. Dalis
veikaly atspindéjo itin aukstus leidybos prioritetus, bet daugelis jy sprendé vienalaikes
individualizuoty poreikiy spragas. Visetas negal¢jo esmiSkai atitrukti nuo regiono
kulttiros, ekonomikos ir politikos individualizuotos situacijos, todel leidéjy (pvz.,
»Kultiros® bendrovés) bandymai perzengti Sias ribas netur¢jo didesnés komercinés
se¢kmés. Pagrindinis skaitytojas regione buvo a) moksleivija, b) Zemdirbiai ir
amatininkai, ¢) verslininkai ir d) negausi inteligentija. Orientuotis j moksleivija buvo
pelninga: $i auditorija spar€iai didéjo, jos poreikiai jvairéjo, todél gana anksti imtasi
teminiu poziliriu apripinti moksleivijg ir prasilavinusiag skaitytojy auditorija
reikalingiausia filologijos (18 proc. viseto), visuomenés (15 proc.) ir taikomyjy (15
proc.) moksly spauda. Didziausig jtakg teminei viseto sandarai i$laiké bendrasis skyrius

(25 proc. viseto), kuriame vyravo populiartis kalendoriai ir organizacijy jstatai, bet $ios
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spaudos produkcijos didzioji dalis, nors ir pasizyméjo regioniniu profiliu, bet islieka-
mosios vertés dazniausiai neturéjo. Dél Kataliky BaznyCios aktyvios pastoracinés
veiklos ir gilaus religingumo tradicijy religinés spaudos leidyba isSlaiké savo pozicijas
(17 proc.) visete.

Tipologiniu poziiiriu vyravusi grozin¢ lektiira (20 proc. viseto) buvo padalyta tarp
uzsienio ir lietuviy autoriy kiirybos: prozoje vyravo versting, o poezijoje — regioning.
Regionalizmo raiSka kiiryboje labiausiai atsiskleidé¢ groZingje spaudos produkcijoje:
daugelis pradedanciyjy ir subrendusiy vietiniy kiiréjy iSliko etnocentriski, turéjo tvirtus
rySius su regiono bendruomene. Mokomuyjy leidiniy (17 proc. viseto) jtaka visetui patyre
krize A. Smetonos rezimo metais, kai prisipildziusi knygy rinka nebegaléjo intensyviau
pléstis, o regiono leidéjai nesaZiningomis konkurencijos sglygomis turéjo pamazu
atsitraukti i8 Sios leidybos srities. Neproporcingai didelis buvo dvasinio $vietimo spaudos
augimas (15 proc.), iSSauktas klerikalizmo (TelSiy vyskupijos) ir antiklerikalizmo
(Laisvamaniy etin¢ kulttiros draugija) prieSprieSos. Dalis dvasinio Svietimo veikaly
turéjo regioninj profilj, juose iSkeliant regioniniy religiniy centry reikSme, aktualias
sielovados problemas ir stiprinant regione pripazintus Sventyjy kultus. Versta pripazinta
grozin¢ lektura, kuria buvo galima konkuruoti Salies rinkoje. Pasirenkant versting
literatiirg buvo pastebimi ir regioniniai jos atrankos motyvai, kartais pasireiSke kairiuoju
ideologiniu angazuotumu (ypa¢ Siauliy leidéjai) ir glaudesniu bendradarbiavimu su
Latvijos kuréjais.

Lietuvos
valstybés atkiirimo jsitvirtino naujas lietuviy nacionalinés knygos kultiiros raidos etapas,
kuriame Zemaitijos leidéjai neturéjo svarbesniy poziciju, bet siekis dalyvauti knygos
versle, j1 pildyti savo produkcija, skleisti savo id¢jas ir turéti kitoniSka poziiir] 1
nacionalinés kultliros turinj yra teigiamai vertintinas. Visete taip pat atsispindéjes
regiono bendruomenés teigiamas santykis su naujgja nacionaline ir sengja regionine
tapatybe buvo pozityvios veiklos rezultatas.
