Taip pat darbe
parodoma, kaip netikrumas, atsispindintis D. Trumpo prieSrinkiminiame emociniame diskurse,

signalizuoja apie galima naujos JAV administracijos uzsienio politikos trajektorija.

Pastaruosius kelerius metus buty galima apibtdinti kaip itin aukSto geopolitinio
neapibréztumo laikotarpj — besitgsiantis Rusijos karas prie§ Ukraing, Izraelio ir ,,Hamas* konfliktas,
auganti Kinijos galia ir kituose pasaulio regionuose vis jsiplieskiantys ar atsinaujinantys neramumai.
Pabréztina, kad 2024 m. iSauges neapibréztumas didzigja dalimi taip pat sietinas su neaiskia ir
kintan&ia Jungtiniy Amerikos Valstijy (toliau — JAV) geopolitine kryptimi. Sis dviprasmiskumas
labiausiai iSryskéjo 2024 m. JAV prezidento rinkimy kampanijos metu, kuomet akivaizdziai isiskyre
kandidaty i prezidentus — respublikony atstovo Donaldo Trumpo ir Demokraty partijos kandidatés
Kamalos Harris — vizijos, jskaitant esminius uZsienio politikos klausimus.

Nors rinkimy kampanijos kalbos, visy pirma, skirtos vidaus auditorijai, jy reikSmé daznai
perzengia valstybés sienas, ypac kai kalbama apie uzsienio politikg. Kandidaty i JAV prezidentus
vieSus pareiskimus tarptautiniais klausimais atidziai stebi uzsienio Saliy vyriausybés ir institucijos bei
tarptautin¢ ziniasklaida, nes tai gali suteikti nemazai uZzuominy apie potencialia JAV uzsienio
politikos krypti. Toks tarptautinés bendruomenés démesys yra pagristas, nes JAV atlicka bene
svarbiausig vaidmenj pasaulio politikoje, ekonomikoje ir saugume!', todél Sios valstybés vadovo
sprendimai gali turéti didele jtakg tarptautinei tvarkai. Verta paminéti, kad kampanijos metu
skelbiami pazadai ir siekiai ne visada virsta konkrecia politika, taciau jie gali biiti vertingi galimy
poky¢iy rodikliai. Tod¢l prieSrinkiminis diskursas tampa daugiau nei tik politiniu ,,spektakliu® — tai
priemoné, kuri leidzia numatyti galimus uzsienio politikos poky¢ius ir paaiSkinti kintancig valstybés
uzsienio politikos dinamika.

Laim¢jegs JAV prezidento rinkimus prie§s K. Harris, 2025 m. sausio 20 d. D. Trumpas buvo
prisaikdintas 47—uoju JAV prezidentu. D. Trumpo sugrizimas j Baltuosius rimus i§ esmés zymi
reikSmingus pokycius tiek JAV vidaus politikos, tiek uzsienio politikos srityse. Dar 2016 m. rinkimy
kampanijos metu D. Trumpas teigé: ,,Mes, kaip tauta, turime biiti maziau nusp&jami‘?. Atrodo, kad
Sis pozitris i8liko nuoseklus, nes nenuspé¢jamumas tebéra vienas i§ D. Trumpo poZiiirio | uzsienio
politikg ir tarptautinius santykius elementy. Be kita ko, D. Trumpo retorika daznai skamba

prieStaringai, o tai taip pat pagrindzia tam tikrg nenuspéjamumga. Pavyzdziui, vienu metu jis gali

aiSkesnés ir nedviprasmiskais sprendimais paremtos didziosios galios laikysenos. Todél Siuo atveju
susitelkimas j D. Trumpo prieSrinkiminés retorikos analiz¢ gali tapti savotiska galimybe, leidZiancia
tiksliau jvertinti galima kryptj ar net konkrecius naujos JAV administracijos veiksmus uzsienio
politikoje po rinkimy. Paraleliai verta atsizvelgti ir ] tai, kaip D. Trumpo Zodziai 2024 m. rinkimy
kampanijos metu virsta konkreciais darbais pirmaisiais jo prezidentavimo ménesiais.

Viena vertus, Siame kontekste D. Trumpo prieSrinkiminé retorika gali biiti suprantama kaip
svarbus jo uzsienio politikos trajektorijos rodiklis. D. Trumpo rinkimy kampanijos pareiskimai, ypac
emocinis tonas ir démesys tarptautiniams klausimams, gali padéti suprasti, kokiomis pagrindinémis
kryptimis greiCiausiai pasuks jo administracija. Kita vertus, D. Trumpo nenuspéjamumas kelia
klausimy, kaip nuosekliai $ie rinkimy kampanijos pareiSkimai virsta konkreciais veiksmais. Stebint
pirmuosius D. Trumpo politinius Zingsnius i§ esmés galima nustatyti, kiek jo rinkimy kampanijos
pazadai yra jgyvendinami ir ar jo poziiiris nukrypsta nuo to, kas buvo deklaruota rinkiminés
kampanijos metu uzsienio politikos srityje. Taip pat galima atsizvelgti j tai, kiek Siuose rinkimy
kampanijos pareiSkimuose atsispindi priemonés ir biidai, kuriais blisimasis prezidentas zada spresti
esamas problemas bei i§§tkius tarptautinéje arenoje, taip prisidedant prie geopolitinio neapibréztumo
mazinimo. Nepaisant to, kad rinkimy kampanijy metu uzsienio politikai jprastai skiriama kiek maziau
démesio nei vidaus klausimams, taCiau Siandienin¢je neapibréZtoje tarptautingje aplinkoje JAV
prezidento uzsienio politikos pozicijos turi itin didele reikSme.

Kaip teigia tyréjai Michaelis Bruteris ir Sarah Harrison, emocijos ypa¢ suintensyveéja rinkimy
kampanijy metu, kuomet yra iSryskinamos politinés nuostatos. Viena vertus, galima preziumuoti, kad
kandidaty i prezidentus politinés zinutés ir pareiSkimai, kuriuose vyrauja emocijos, padeda geriau
mobilizuoti rinkéjy balsus*. Be kita ko, emocijy pasitelkimas diskurse politikams leidZia uzmegzti
gilesnius rySius su rinkéjais, kuriems jie siekia atstovauti®. Kita vertus, rinkimy kampanijoje
dalyvaujanciy kandidaty nuostatos ir potencialiis sprendimai, atsispindintys per emocinj diskursa, taip
pat gali paaiskinti galimus valstybés vidaus ir uzsienio politikos pokycius. Nors politiniai veikéjai
emocines kalbas pasitelkia jvairiais atvejais ir aplinkybémis, rinkimy kampanijy metu $i taktika tampa
dar populiaresn¢ ir rySkesné. Kaip zinia, kandidatai yra linke strategiSkai naudoti emocijas, kad

uzmegzty rysj su savo rinkéjais, suformuluoty politinius klausimus ir i$siskirty i§ oponenty®. Nors

Daroma prielaida, kad Sios emocijos yra
svarbiausios individams, dalyvaujantiems politinéje veikloje, o taip pat ir rinkimy kampanijoje’.

Svarbu pastebéti, kad emocijos turi itin didele reikSm¢ analizuojant ir suprantant JAV uzsienio
politikg. Pavyzdziui, 2016 m. JAV prezidento rinkimy atveju s¢kmingu D. Trumpo kampanijos
pozymiu jvardijamas baimés pasitelkimas pries§ ,realias ir jsivaizduojamas grésmes®, kas leido
lengviau pritraukti rinkéjus, trokStancius radikalesniy poky¢€iy, i savo pusg. Tokie rinkéjai labiau linke
reaguoti | suvokiamas grésmes — ekonomines, kultiirines ar susijusias su saugumu — palaikydami
ryztingesnius lyderius, kurie Zada tvarkos ir stabilumo atktirimg. Akivaizdu, kad D. Trumpo retorika,
kurioje daznai pabréziamos tokios grésmés kaip nelegali imigracija, terorizmas ir ekonominis
nuosmukis, susilauké atgarsio tarp $iy rinkéjy. Atitinkamai, padidéjusios baimés ir netikrumo
momentai gali paskatinti Siuos rinkéjus labiau palaikyti lyderius, kurie Zada atkurti saugumo jausma.
Taigi tokiu biidu Siame tyrime pabréziama psichologiniy ir socialiniy veiksniy, 1émusiy rinkéjy
preferencijas, jtaka®.

Akademiniame lauke sutariama, kad kandidaty sékmé rinkimuose neretai priklauso nuo jy
pasitelkiamo emocinio Zodyno. Pavyzdziui, savo tyrime Jacques Gerstlé ir Alessandro Nai pristaté
duomeny rinkinj, pagrista eksperty vertinimais, kuris leido atsekti 97 kandidaty, 2016-2018 m.
laikotarpiu dalyvavusiy 43 rinkimuose visame pasaulyje, kampanijy turinj. Sio tyrimo rezultatai
patvirtino, kad tiek entuziazmo, tiek baimés apeliacijos padeda patraukti visuomenés démesj ir,
atitinkamai, padidina sékmés rinkimuose galimybes. Palyginti su kandidatais, kurie visiskai
nenaudoja jokiy emociniy kreipimysi, kandidatai, kurie gausiai naudoja entuziazmag, surenka
vidutiniskai 40 proc. daugiau balsy. Tuo tarpu kandidatai, kurie gausiai naudoja baimés emocija,
surenka vidutiniSkai 50 proc. daugiau balsy. Vienu i straipsnyje pasitelkiamu pavyzdziu nurodoma
Marine Le Pen, kuriai Ziniasklaidoje jprastai suteikiamas prieStaringos, negatyvios ir populistinés
kandidatés jvaizdis. Sios politinés veikéjos rinkimy kampanija, kaip Zinia, buvo paremta emociniy
raginimy, kuriais siekiama sukelti tokias emocijas kaip baimé ir nerimas, deriniu. Vis tik, kaip rodo
J. Gerstlé ir A. Nai tyrimo rezultatai, rinkimy kampanijos retorika gali biiti veiksminga didinant
rinkéjy aktyvuma, taciau ji ne visada atspindi iSrinkty politiky pozitrj i valdymag ar politikos
igyvendinimg. Jau einantys pareigas valstybés vadovai gali naudoti emocijas kitais tikslais, nei

rinkimy kampanijy metu’.

Taigi nors §is tyrimas rodo, kad ,,Rugs¢jo 11-osios
istorijoje” buvo nemazai apeliacijy | baimg, vis délto apeliavimas | baimg¢ gali biiti suSvelnintas
apeliavimu j kitas emocijas, tokias kaip pyktis, neapykanta, pasididziavimas ir pan.!?

Nors tyrimai, susij¢ su neapibréztumu (sgvokos ,,neapibréztumas® ir ,,netikrumas* §io darbo
rémuose bus naudojamos kaip sinonimai, nedarant tarp jy konceptualios skirties) ir emocijomis, néra
daznai aptinkami akademingje literatiiroje, vis délto bent keleta i§ jy buty galima aptarti. Anna Bil—
Jaruzelska ir Cristina Monzer atliktame tyrime buvo analizuoti DidZiosios Britanijos politiniy partijy
ir jy lyderiy pranesSimai, paskelbti per ,,Brexit* referendumo debatus socialiniame tinkle ,,Facebook®.
Skirtingai nei anks¢iau aptartuose straipsniuose, ¢ia susitelkiama j politiniy veikéjy emocinio
diskurso analiz¢ neapibréztumo laikotarpiu. J[domu pastebéti, kad dauguma pasirinkty tirti politiniy
veikéjy daug dazniau apeliavo | tokias emocijas kaip pyktis, entuziazmas ir pasididziavimas. Be to,
Siame tyrime nagrinéti politiniai veikéjai, iSskyrus Davidg Camerong, nedaznai naudojo referencijas
1 baimés emocija. Svarbu pabrézti, kad praneSimai ,,Facebook, kuriuose apeliuojama i pykti,
entuziazma ir pasididziavimg sukélé gerokai didesnj vartotojy jsitraukima nei praneSimai, kuriuose
nebuvo iy emocijy. Kita svarbi §io tyrimo i§vada yra ta, kad populistiné komunikacija nepadidina
vartotojy jsitraukimo!!, o tai i$ dalies parodo, kad populistiniame diskurse vyraujancios emocijos ne
visuomet turi jtakos visuomenés simpatijoms. Vis tik Siame tyrime galima pasigesti nuoseklesnio
paaiskinimo, kiek vyraujantis neapibréZtumas pasirinktos situacijos metu paveiké nagrinéjamy
politiniy veikéjy emocinj diskursa.

Tai leidZia preziumuoti, kad neapibréZtumas ir emocijos isties yra
glaudziai tarpusavyje susijusios sgvokos, nes netikrumas paprastai suaktyvina emocinio vertinimo
procesus. Be to, emocingés reakcijos netikrumo saglygomis gali lemti rizikos prisiémima arba vengima
rizikuoti, turéti jtakos grésmés suvokimui ir pan.

Emocijy tyrimas neapibréztumo salygomis padeda geriau suprasti, kaip politiniai veikéjai
savo retorikoje naudoja emocinius raginimus ir kokj poziiirj i tam tikras problemas bei jy sprendima
gali tai atskleisti. Verta pastebéti, kad kai kurioms emocijoms neapibréztumas yra pagrindiné
vertinimo dimensija, dél kurios jos suaktyvéjal3. Tai placiau aptariama ir Jayne‘o Morrisso, Emma
Tupitsa, Helen F. Dodd ir Colette R. Hirsch straipsnyje ,,Uncertainty Makes Me Emotional:
Uncertainty as an Elicitor and Modulator of Emotional States®. Sio straipsnio autoriai daro prielaida,
kad neapibréztumas gali biti susijes ne tik su tokiomis neigiamomis biisenomis kaip baim¢, nerimas,
litdesys, nusivylimas, bet ir su teigiamomis emocinémis blsenomis — pavyzdZiui, nuostaba,
entuziazmas, susidoméjimas ir pan. Be to, verta pastebéti, kad neapibréztumas paprastai didina
neigiamy emociniy biiseny intensyvuma ir mazina teigiamy emociniy biseny intensyvuma.
Pavyzdziui, kai individai jsivaizdavo, kad kasdieniniame gyvenime susiduria su neapibréztumu,
neapibréztumas paprastai padidindavo esamy neigiamy emociniy biiseny intensyvumg ir kartu
sumazindavo esamy teigiamy emociniy biiseny intensyvumg!#. Taigi Sio tyrimo i§vados rodo, kad
neapibréztumas yra svarbus ne tik baimés ir nerimo, bet ir kity emociniy iSraiSky atzvilgiu.

Remiantis pirmiau pristatytais tyrimy rezultatais ir 1§ jy kylan¢iomis prielaidomis, Siame
magistro darbe iSkeliama tokia problema: nors rinkimy kampanijos retorika daznai laikoma labiau
strategine priemone mobilizuojant rinkéjus, bet nebiitinai skirta formuoti realy valdyma, dabartiniai
D. Trumpo uzsienio politikos sprendimai rodo, kad tam tikri jo emocinio diskurso elementai prie$
rinkimus nebuvo vien retoriniai, o virto konkreciais veiksmais uzsienio politikos srityje. Vis délto
iSlieka neaisku, kaip ir kada rinkimy kampanijos diskursas, ypa¢ auksSto geopolitinio neapibréztumo
salygomis, gali pasitarnauti kaip indikatorius jvertinant galimg biisimy lyderiy uZsienio politikos
trajektorija.

JAV prezidento rinkimy kampanijos metu ir po rinkimy, pirmaisiais jo vadovavimo meénesiais.

Darbo metodika. Sickiant tinkamai iSanalizuoti D. Trumpo prieSrinkiminius politinius
pareiSkimus, pasitelkiama emocijy diskurso analizés metodologiné prieiga. Remiantis $ia prieiga,
visy pirma, iSskiriami ir susisteminami visi D. Trumpo pareiSkimuose vyraujantys emociniai
iSsireiSkimai uzsienio politikos srityje. Véliau Sie iSsireiSkimai, pasitelkus teorines prielaidas,
susiejami su neapibréztumui priskiriamomis tipinémis emocinémis reakcijomis. Atlikus §ig analize,
toliau siekiama tiksliau jvertinti, kokio tipo netikrumg ir reakcijas i ji savo retorikoje konstruoja D.
Trumpas, kaip ji siiloma mazinti ir kaip netikrumo jprasminimas Sio politinio lyderio diskurse leidzia
nuspéti galimus D. Trumpo uzsienio politikos veiksmus bei sprendimus pirmaisiais jo vadovavimo
meénesiais.

Darbo struktiira. Sis magistro baigiamasis darbas susideda i§ keturiy daliy. Pirmojoje dalyje
iSsamiau apraSoma neapibréztumo/ netikrumo koncepcija, jos reikSmé ir aktualumas tarptautiniy
santykiy disciplinoje susiejant ja su emocijy vaidmeniu politikoje. Antrojoje dalyje placiau pristatoma
emocijy diskurso analizés metodologiné prieiga. Treciojoje dalyje pristatomi esminiai duomeny
atrankos kriterijai, susitelkiama ties surinkty duomeny empirine analize ir apzvelgiami svarbiausi
porinkiminiai veiksmai bei sprendimai. Galiausiai, ketvirtojoje darbo dalyje pateikiamos magistro
darbo iSvados, apzvelgiama tyrimo reikSmé ir pasitilomos rekomendacijos tolimesnei akademinei

diskusijai Sios temos rémuose.

1. TEORINIS PAGRINDAS

Siame skyriuje pristatoma neapibréztumo koncepcija ir jos implikacija tarptautiniy santykiy
paradigmose bei emocinio uztaiso svarba §ios teorijos rémuose. Remiantis Siomis prielaidomis bus
nagrin¢jama darbo problematika ir siekiama atsakyti j tyrimo klausima, kaip emocinés iSraiskos D.
Trumpo priesrinkiminéje retorikoje leidzia tiksliau jvertinti busimas JAV uZzsienio politikos kryptis,
galimus sprendimus ir veiksmus, vyraujant aukSto geopolitinio netikrumo saglygoms. Taip pat verta
pazymeti, kad $io darbo rémuose savokos ,,neapibréztumas® ir ,,netikrumas® laikomos sinonimais,

turinciais identiskg reikSme.

1.1. NeapibréZtumo/ netikrumo koncepcija i$ tarptautiniy santykiu perspektyvos

Tarptautiniy santykiy istorijoje ir uzsienio politikos analiz¢je neapibréztumas uzima svarbia
vietg. Kai kuriais atvejais neapibréztumas vertinamas kaip vidaus ar iSorés jégy sukrétimy ir pokyciy

pasekmeé, taCiau kitais atvejais jis atsiranda dél to, kad sprendimus priimantys asmenys apskaiciuotai
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priima nenuspé&jamuma!®. Verta paminéti, kad pastaraisiais metais, kaip niekada anks¢iau, iSaugo
neapibréztumo reikSme analizuojant jvairius politinius procesus. Kaip pastebi Miriam Matejova ir
Anastasia Shesterinina, netikrumas lydi ne tik pasauling tvarka keiciancius jvykius, pavyzdziui,
Soviety Sajungos zlugima, bet ir formuoja ,,jprasta” politika bei kasdienj gyvenima, darydamas jtaka
individy, grupiy ir valstybiy pasirinkimams, sprendimams ir santykiams, i§ naujo nustatydamas tam
tikrus jsitikinimus, nuostatas, sukeldamas jvairias reakcijas bei emocijas. Todé¢l svarbu atsizvelgti |
tai, kaip reiSkiniai, turintys jtakos pasaulinei tvarkai, ,,normaliai* politikai ir kasdieniam gyvenimui,
sukelia neapibréztuma ir kokj poveikj toks neapibréztumas gali turéti pasaulinés svarbos veikéjams
bei klausimams!®. Kaip pripazjsta [anas Scoonesas ir Andy‘is Stirlingas, Siuolaikiniame sudétingame,
neramiame, tarpusavyje susijusiame ir globalizuotame pasaulyje neapibréztumas turi biti priimamas
kaip vienas i$ svarbiausiy veiksniy. Atitinkamai, pasak Siy tyréjy, neiSvengiamas ir afektyvus pozitiris
i neapibréztumg!’. Emocijos ir jausmai yra reik§mingi elementai, kurie neabejotinai turi jtakos musy
supratimui ir veiksmams, o tai preziumuoja mintj apie glaudzias neapibréZtumo sgsajas su vieSojoje
erdveje perteikiamomis emocijomis.

Verta pabrézti, kad neapibréztumo literatira apima daugybe skirtingy discipliny, taikomy
jvairiose srityse!8, tafiau vienas i§ esminiy skirtumy Siame kontekste atsiranda tarp rizikos ir
neapibréztumo. Kaip teigiama 1. Sconneso ir A. Stirlingo tekste, rizika kyla tuomet, kai Zinome
galimus rezultatus ir galime jvertinti jy tikimybe. Tuo tarpu neapibréZtumas vyrauja tada, kai nesame
tikri dél konkreciy rezultaty tikimybés'®.

Pastebétina, kad neapibréZztumas turi daug reikSmiy, kurios i§ esmés atitinka keturias
tarptautiniy santykiy paradigmas. Tai placiau aptariama Briano C. Rathbuno straipsnyje ,,Uncertain
about Uncertainty: Understanding the Multiple Meanings of a Crucial Concept in International
Relations Theory*. Kaip teigia autorius, realistai paprastai apibrézia neapibréztuma kaip baime, kuria
sukelia anarchijos ir grobuoniSkumo galimybés derinys, racionalistai — kaip neZinojimg ir i§samios
informacijos trilkuma, kognityvistai — kaip painiava priimant sprendimus sudétingoje tarptautingje
aplinkoje, o konstruktyvistai — kaip neapibréztuma, kai be normy truksta socialiai sukonstruotos
prasmés. Susistemintos neapibréztumo reikSmeés, priskiriamos minétoms tarptautiniy santykiy

paradigmoms, pateiktos lentel¢je Zemiau (Zr. [ lentelg).

Realizmo ir racionalizmo poziiiriu netikrumas yra problema, susijusi su informacijos apie kity
ketinimus trukumu, taciau ja galima spresti itin ryZtingai. Baimés vaidmuo realizmo paradigmoje
pasireiskia sprendziant neaiskiy ketinimy problema, o gaunama informacija apie gerus ketinimus taip
pat yra vertinama skeptiskai ir selektyviai. Pagal §j realizmo variantg valstybés gali pripazinti, kad jy
veiksmai gali sukelti nereikalingg konflikta, taciau dél anarchijos ir baimeés dél ketinimy jo iSvengti
sunku ar net nejmanoma. Baimés nulemtas netikrumas skatina saugumo dilemas, kai valstybés
ginkluojasi, kad i§vengty potencialiy grésmiy, taip nety¢ia didindamos jtampg. Realistai mano, kad
netikrumas néra tai, ka galima jveikti mokantis ar dalijantis informacija — valstybés visada turi ruostis
blogiausiam scenarijui. Taigi pagal §j aiSkinimg valstybés kaupia galig ne tam, kad uZzsitarnauty
tvirtumo reputacija, bet siekdamos apsisaugoti nuo agresijos. Racionalizmo perspektyvoje
neapibréztumas apibréziamas kaip informacijos apie kity ketinimus ir galimybes trikumas. Be to,
racionalistai valstybes modeliuoja kaip labiau agnostines, o neapibréztumg kaip informacijos apie
ketinimus trikuma be baimés atspindi nezinojimo sgavoka. Vis délto racionalizmo paradigmoje

teigiama, kad nezinojimg galima sumazinti pasitelkiant strateginj signalizavimag ir keitimasi
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informacija. PrieSingai nei realistai, racionalistai teigia, kad valstybés gali mokytis ir laikui bégant
atnaujinti savo jsitikinimus apie kity ketinimus?°.

Kognityvizmo ir konstruktyvizmo pozitriu, skirtingai nuo ankstesniy aiskinimy, valstybés
néra tikros ne tik dél kity ketinimy, bet ir dél to, kaip suprasti turimg informacija. Paminétina, kad
kognityvistai pabrézia tarptautinés politikos sprendimy priémimo sudétinguma. Jie teigia, kad
neapibréztumas kyla dél Zmogaus paZinimo ribotumo ir turimos informacijos dviprasmiskumo.
Valstybeés ir lyderiai, siekdami suprasti pasaulj, remiasi euristika, SaliSkumu ir jsitikinimy sistemomis,
o tai daznai lemia neteisingg suvokimg ir politikos klaidas. Mokytis sudétinga, nes valstybés gali
laikytis jau egzistuojanciy jsitikinimy net ir tada, kai susiduria su prieStaringais jrodymais. Tuo tarpu
konstruktyvistai neapibréztuma laiko socialiai konstruojamu reiskiniu. Kitaip nei racionalistai ir
realistai, kurie daro prielaida, kad pasaulj galima objektyviai pazinti, konstruktyvistai teigia, kad
tarptautinés politikos prasme¢ formuoja normos, tapatybés ir bendras supratimas. Be $iy socialiniy
struktiiry tarptautiné politika biity neapibrézta. Siuo pozidriu mokymasis néra vien tik daugiau
informacijos gavimas, bet ir tapatybiy bei normy keitimas per socialing sgveikg ir diskursg?!.

Analizuojant D. Trumpo rinkimy kampanijos emocinj diskursa, Siame tyrime netikrumas bus
analizuojamas tik i$ realistinés perspektyvos, pabréziant baimés, pasirengimo galimam konfliktui ir
galios aspektus Sio lyderio retorikoje. Skirtingai nuo kity neapibréZtumo tarptautiniy santykiy
paradigmose perspektyvy, realizmas j neapibréztuma Zvelgia kaip | neiSvengiama politikos salyga,
kuri jprastai pateisina kontrolés ir dominavimo siekj. Kaip bus parodyta véliau, D. Trumpo retorikoje
neapibréztumas buvo nuosekliai jvardijamas kaip grésme, reikalaujanti stiprios lyderystés ir ryZtingy
veiksmy. Be to, pasitelkdamas baimés ir nerimo emocijas, D. Trumpas jau pirmosios kadencijos metu
akcentavo galig, nacionaliniy interesy gynimo svarbg ir transakcinj poziiirj j vadovavima. Taigi,
akivaizdu, kad tokia pragmatiSka, j galig orientuota politika glaudZiai siejama su realistine paradigma,
kuri gali geriausiai paaiSkinti, kaip netikrumas strategiSkai iSnaudojamas politinio lyderio

priesrinkimingje retorikoje.

1.2. Emocijuy suvokimas ir apibréZimai tarptautiniy santykiy literatiiroje

Verta pabrezti, kad politiniams tyrimams svarbus socialinis emocijy matmuo. Tai reiskia, kad
emocijos yra ne tik individualiis iSgyvenimai, bet ir formuojamos platesnio socialinio, kultiirinio ir
politinio konteksto. Kaip teigia Neta C. Crawford, emocijos yra ne tik asmeninés reakcijos, bet ir
socialiai konstruojami reiSkiniai, darantys jtaka politiniam elgesiui, vieSajam diskursui ir grupiy
tapatybéms?4. Taigi emocijos padeda sustiprinti esamus ideologinius rémus ir gali bati
mobilizuojamos politiniams sprendimams pateisinti ar vieSajai nuomonei formuoti. PanaSiai
Jonathanas Merceris, siekdamas pabrézti jy intersubjektyvy pobudi, jveda ,,socialiniy emocijy*
savoka, taip parodydamas, kad emocijos yra ne tik vidiniai i§gyvenimai, bet ir bendri jausmai,
skatinantys kolektyvinius veiksmus?’. Si perspektyva pabrézia biidus, kuriais emocijos daro jtaka
tam, kaip Zmonés jsitraukia | pagrindines politines problemas, tokias kaip galia, statusas ir
teisingumas, formuodamos ne tik individualias nuostatas, bet ir platesnes visuomenés bei politikos
reakcijas. Tuo tarpu, pasak Brento E. Sasley‘io, uzsienio politikos sprendimai néra kolektyvinio
grupinio sprendimo rezultatas, o yra priimami konkre¢iy asmeny, uzimanciy valstybés vadovy ar
pagrindiniy sprendimy priéméjy pozicijas. Tai iSrySkina svarby niuansa, padedant] suprasti
sprendimy priémimo procesg valstybés lygmeniu, nes jis néra tik kolektyvinio grupinio mentaliteto
atspindys, bet veikiau atskiry veikéjy atspindys platesniame socialiniame ir politiniame kontekste?S.

Remiantis suvokimu, kad emocijos yra socialiai sukonstruotos ir atlicka lemiamg vaidmenj
formuojant politinj elgesj, svarbu atsizvelgti | jy ambivalentiSkumg ir sudétingumag pasaulingje
politikoje. Naujausiuose moksliniuose tyrimuose vis daugiau démesio skiriama nelinijiniam emocijy
pobiidziui, pabréziant, kaip emociniai naratyvai atsiranda dél daugiasluoksniy sgveiky jvairiais
lygmenimis?’. Pabréztina, kad Sios sgveikos gali arba sustiprinti, arba apriboti tam tikrus emocinius

rémus, darydamos jtakg tam, kaip individai ir grupés suvokia politinius jvykius. Emocijos yra giliai

Tai dar labiau pabrézia
emocijy ir politinio diskurso sgveika, iSrySkinant, kaip kampanijos retorika gali formuoti tiek
individualias, tiek kolektyvines politines reakcijas.

Kaip pastebi Sybille Reinke De Buitrago, kai tam tikro konteksto ar situacijos supratimas
emocionalizuojamas, padidéja jo emocinis turinys ir intensyvumas. Todél emocionalizavimas gali
biiti vertinamas kaip emocinio pagrindo papildymas ar esamo sustiprinimas®'. Siuo atveju pabréztina,
kad politiniai lyderiai taip pat gali biiti suinteresuoti iSnaudoti esamg situacijg ar konteksta per tam
tikry klausimy emocionalizavima, tokiu biidu padidinant pateikty teiginiy svori. Pavyzdziui, grésmiy
ir pavojy, susijusiy su kita valstybe, arba santykiy su ta valstybe pasikeitimo pabrézimas gali sukelti
tam tikras reakcijas. Tai implikuoja mintj, kad neapibréztumo tarptautingje politikoje salygomis
politiniy veikéjy retorika kinta ir tampa dar stipriau paveikta emocijy.

Taigi rinkimy kampanijy metu politiniai lyderiai, siekdami iSrySkinti tam tikrus klausimus,
savo komunikacinése Zinutése daznai pasitelkia emocijas. Toks emocinis kreipimasis padeda geriau
suprasti, kokig reikSme politinis lyderis teikia tam tikroms problemoms, ir leidzia suprasti jo pozicija
svarbiausiais klausimais. Pabrézdami emocijas, kandidatai gali sékmingai emocionalizuoti
atitinkamus klausimus ir tokiu biidu strategiskai paveikti plataus masto auditorija bei demonstruoti

savo pranaSuma.

1.3. Emocinés reakcijos | netikruma politiniame diskurse

Netikrumas politiniame diskurse daznai sukelia stiprias emocines reakcijas, pavyzdziui,
nerimg ir baime, kuomet jZvelgiama grésmé vertybéms ar stabilumui, arba viltj, kai matomos
teigiamos pokycCiy galimybés. Neapibréztumo arba Zinojima ribojan¢iy emocijy Seimai ir jprastai
priskiriamos §ios dvi emocinés reakcijos — nerimas ir viltis — turincios savitg episteminj profilj. Nors

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tokios emocijos kaip viltis, pasibaiséjimas, kurios nukreiptos i ateitj. Atsizvelgiant i tai, kad viltis ir
nerimas yra nukreipti j biisenas, kuriy atsiradimas yra neaiskus, atrodo, kad Sios emocijos apima tiek
suvokima, kaip jvykiai gali susiklostyti teigiamai, tiek suvokima, kaip jvykiai gali susiklostyti
neigiamai. Taigi viltis neiSvengiamai susijusi su tikétino rezultato nepasiekimo rizikos suvokimu, o
nerimas nei§vengiamai susijes su grésmingo rezultato nepasiekimo galimybés suvokimu®?.

Bitent tod¢l, kad viltis yra teigiamai vertinama, ji skatina mus motyvuotai siekti mus tenkinancio
scenarijaus. O nerimas yra neigiamai jvertintas, todél mes motyvuotai vengiame tam tikro scenarijaus.
Kitaip tariant, esminis faktas, kad viltis ir nerimas yra susij¢ su skirtingomis vertybémis, paaiskina,
kodél jie jgauna tokias formas: viltis jgauna siekimo, skatinimo ir troSkimo forma, nes tai yra biidas
jsitraukti | pageidaujamy rezultaty galimybe, o nerimas jgauna atsargumo ir budrumo forma, nes tai
yra biidas jsitraukti j grésmingy ar zalingy rezultaty galimybe3. Vis délto mokslininkai pripazjsta,
kad neapibréztumas pats savaime yra nemalonus, todé¢l yra didesné tikimybé, kad jsitrauks elgesio
slopinimo sistema, atsakinga uz stresg ir su juo susijusias neigiamas emocines blisenas, ypa¢ nerimg
ir baime**. Todél tyrimuose daugiau démesio skiriama neapibréZztumui, susijusiam su nerimu ir
baime, o ne kitoms neigiamoms ar teigiamoms emocinéms blisenoms.

Kaip jau minéta, Sio tyrimo rémuose bus susitelkta ties nerimo ir baimés emocinémis
reakcijomis, kadangi netikrumo reik§mé analizuojama tik i§ realizmo perspektyvos. Daugelis tyréjy
baime¢ apibuidina kaip emocijy kategorija, kuri paraleliai susijusi ir su tokiomis emocijomis kaip
nerimas, pyktis, sumiSimas, liidesys, siaubas, pasibjaur¢jimas ir pan. Atitinkamai, tai leidzia
preziumuoti, kad baimé gali biiti iSgyvenama kartu su begale kity emocijy kategorijy, nes jos ribos
yra neaiskios*. Todél pabréztina, kad $io tyrimo rémuose baimé, nerimas ir kitos susijusios emocijos
vartojamos kaip sinonimai. Kaip teigia Kevinas S. LaBaras, baimé paprastai atsiranda susidiirus su
numatoma grésme arba potencialiai neigiamu rezultatu, kuris yra neaiskus, neapibréztas ir sunkiai

nuspéjamas. Todel baimes apraiskos, ypac uzsienio politikos srityje, daznai sietinos su pasiruoSimu

2) Saves—Kito dichotomija — tai lingvistinis jrankis, kuris sukuria ne tik priklausymo tam tikrai
grupei jausma, bet kartu apima kitoniSkumo procesus, kurie paprastai neigiamai formuoja
saves ir kito santykius. Neigiamas socialiniy veikéjy vaizdavimas ir neigiamy savybiy

Pastebétina, kad daznas emociniy terminy, kuriais tiesiogiai referuojama i baimés ar su ja susijusias
emocijas, laiko ir intensyvumo lingvistiniy Zymekliy, konotacijy ir vaizdingumo apraisky vartojimas
sustiprina D. Trumpo iSsireiskimuose perteikiamo netikrumo svorj.

Remiantis S. Koschuto i$skirtais emocijy perteikimo diskurse biidais, D. Trumpo retorikoje
pastebimas didinamas rizikos suvokimas ir pabréziamos pesimistinés ateities perspektyvos, ypac
Rusijos karo Ukrainoje tema ir situacija Artimuosiuose Rytuose. Kalbédamas apie Kinijg ir
transatlantinius santykius D. Trumpas labiau akcentuoja gynybing politika ir ekonominj
izoliacionizmg, kas pagal teorijg atitinka baimés, kaip emocinés reakcijos ] netikruma,
charakteristikas ir jos poveikj politikai. Taciau D. Trumpo retorikoje paraleliai jzvelgiama ir
netikrumo mazinimo strategija, kuri, kaip ir teigta teorinéje dalyje, atsispindi per galig ir politinés
lyderystés demonstravimg. Toks jvaizdis kuriamas, pavyzdziui, pabréziant, kad D. Trumpo
prezidentavimo metu tokios uzsienio valstybés kaip Rusija, Kinija, Iranas ne tik labiau gerbé JAV,
bet ir jauté didesn¢ baime Sios Salies atzvilgiu. Tokiu biidu kalbétojas siekia sukurti nenuspéjamuma
18 JAV pusés, kuris potencialius prieSus gali atgrasyti nuo veiksmy, neatitinkanciy $ios Salies interesy.

Be kita ko, kalbédamas apie prarastg galig ir pagarbos i$ kity Saliy stoka, D. Trumpas siekia
parodyti, kad per pastaruosius ketverius metus jam neuzimant valstybés vadovo pareigy, tiek Kinija,

tiek Rusija nebejaucia tokio pat atgrasymo, koks buvo jo prezidentavimo metu. Tai leidzia daryti
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prielaida, kad silpna J. Bideno administracijos uzsienio politika tapo palankia terpe Rusijai pradéti
invazijg ] Ukraing. Atsizvelgdamas j tai, D. Trumpas savo emociniame diskurse siekia jrodyti, kad jo
pozitris } uzsienio politikg 20162020 m. kadencijos metu sékmingai padéjo iSvengti konflikty
tarptautiniu mastu ir, atitinkamai, mazinti neapibréztuma, kuris vyrauja Siuo metu pasaulyje. Tad
zvelgiant i§ D. Trumpo perspektyvos chaosas pasaulyje yra vertinamas kaip netinkamy J. Bideno
administracijos veiksmy ir sprendimy uzsienio politikoje pasekmé.

Tiesioginés referencijos | baimg¢ ir nerima, kaip pagrindines emocines reakcijas | netikruma,
pastebimos Rusijos karo Ukrainoje ir Artimyjy Ryty temose. Savo nebuvimg prezidento poste
ivardija kaip esminj $iy uZsienio politikos temy rémuose iSaugusio geopolitinio nestabilumo,
nesaugumo ir netikrumo veiksnj. Nors didzigja dalimi D. Trumpo uzsienio politikos diskurse
pasitelkiama baimé ir nerimas, galima pastebéti ir kity emociniy reakcijy j netikruma. Sios emocijos
D. Trumpo retorikoje varijuoja priklausomai nuo uZsienio politikos temos. Salia baimés ir nerimo
iSryskeéja ir tokios susijusios emocinés iSraiskos kaip, pavyzdziui, pyktis, nusivylimas, susirlipinimas
del nesaziningos kity Saliy vykdomos politikos. Tai labiausiai atsispindi pareiskimuose, kuriuose
kalbama apie Kinijos ir Europos elgesj JAV atzvilgiu. Siuo atveju pastebima, kad D. Trumpas laikosi
tvirtos ir nepalauziamos politikos, kuri paremta ne nuolaidziavimu Sioms Salims, o, atvirkséiai,
grasinimais pritaikyti grieztas priemones joms, jei nebus atsizvelgta j JAV interesus.

Si frazé, kuri taip pat implikuoja mintj apie galios
ivaizdzio kiirima, aptinkama ne vieng karta Sio kandidato | prezidentus pareiSkimuose rinkimy
kampanijos renginiy metu. Vis délto D. Trumpo pareiskimai leidzia daryti prielaida, kad jis §j principa
interpretuoja kiek kitaip nei R. Reaganas. D. Trumpui tai apima ne tik karing jéga, bet ir ekonoming
galia, strateging diplomatijg ir poziiirj ,,Amerika pirmiausia“ (angl. America first). Atitinkamai, frazé
,»taika per jéga® leidzia daryti prielaida, kad D. Trumpo uzsienio politika atspindi realistinj pozitirj }
neapibréztuma, kai baime dél neaiskiy ketinimy skatina valstybes (o taip pat ir politinius lyderius)
veikti ryztingai ir imtis radikaliausiy sprendimy. Sio principo pasitelkimas diskurse implikuoja mintj
apie politinio lyderio galig ir gebéjima imtis lyderystés, kas i§ esmeés gali biiti vertinama kaip tam
tikra neapibréZtumo mazinimo strategija siekiant iSvengti dar didesnio konflikto tarptautiniu mastu.

Siame magistro darbe sickta i§siaiskinti, kaip emocinés israiskos D. Trumpo priesrinkiminéje
retorikoje leidzia tiksliau jvertinti blisimus JAV administracijos sprendimus ir veiksmus esant didelio
geopolitinio neapibréztumo salygoms. Bendrai analizei pasirinkta 71 D. Trumpo vieSai prieinama
2024 m. JAV prezidento rinkimy kampanijos renginiy kalba laikotarpiu nuo 2024 m. liepos 18 d. iki
lapkri¢io 5 d. Nors rinkiminés kampanijos kalbos didzigja dalimi nukreiptos j vidaus auditorijg, vis
delto D. Trumpo pareiskimai rinkimy kampanijos metu, ypa¢ uzsienio politikos srityje, svarbiis ir
uzsienio auditorijai, nes nuo biisimo JAV prezidento pasirinktos uzsienio politikos trajektorijos
priklauso daugelio valstybiy likimas, saugumo ir uzsienio politikos strategijy pokyciai. Be to,
atsizvelgiant | Sio tyrimo tiksla, taip pat pateikti konkretiis D. Trumpo administracijos veiksmai,
sprendimai po rinkimy uzsienio politikoje pirmaisiais jo vadovavimo ménesiais (nuo 2025 m. sausio
20 d. iki 2025 m. balandzio 10 d.).

Pasitelkus emocijy diskurso analizés metodologing prieiga, visy pirma, buvo siekiama
jvertinti, kaip D. Trumpo retorikoje per emocijas atsiskleidzia netikrumas ir kokig jo mazinimo
strategijg sitilo politinis lyderis. Kitame Zingsnyje buvo analizuojama, kaip netikrumas, atpazjstamas
per baimés ir nerimo uzuomazgas D. Trumpo priesrinkiminiame diskurse, leidZia jvertinti galimus jo
administracijos uzsienio politikos veiksmus ir sprendimus. Ivertinus §io tyrimo rezultatus ir
patvirtinus bei papildzius darbo pradzioje iSkeltus ginamuosius teiginius, pateikiamos tyrimo i§vados.

Per emocijy perteikimo diskurse biidus galima pastebéti
kuriamg neigiama pasaulio vizijg ir pesimistinius scenarijus tiek karo Ukrainoje, tiek situacijos
Artimuosiuose Rytuose atzvilgiu. Taip pat D. Trumpas akcentuoja, kad prie jo nebuty kile Sie
tarptautiniai konfliktai. Be to, D. Trumpo retorikoje iSryskéjes poziiiris ,taika per jéga“ rodo JAV
uzsienio politikos sugrjzimg prie prioritety, grindZziamy saugumu ir galios demonstravimu. Kita
vertus, kalbédamas apie Kinijg ir transatlantinius santykius, D. Trumpas didzigja dalimi referuoja j
pyk¢io, nusivylimo ir susiripinimo dél neteisingos bei nesaziningos kity Saliy vykdomos politikos

Antra, d¢l darbo apimties
ribotumy buvo pasirinkti tik D. Trumpo rinkimy kampanijos renginiy pareiskimai, taciau nejtraukti
jo interviu ar praneSimai socialinéje ziniasklaidoje. Kita vertus, atsizvelgiant | didelj pasirinkty
pareiSkimy kiekj, galima preziumuoti, kad to uZtenka siekiant susidaryti bendra vaizda apie
vyraujancias emocines reakcijas j netikrumg atskiry uzsienio politikos temy atzvilgiu. Trecia, emocijy
diskurso analizés interpretacinis pobiidis implikuoja galimg subjektyvumo problema, ypac
atpazjstant, konceptualizuojant ir priskiriant emocijas konkreciai reikSmei. Be to, psichologijos
tyrimuose baimé ir nerimas neretai traktuojami kaip skirtingi reiskiniai, vis délto Sio tyrimo rémuose
nebuvo siekiama pabrézti skirtuma tarp $iy emocijy. Ketvirta, nors rinkimy komunikacijos analize
tampa potencialiu instrumentu numatyti galimas politikos kryptis, veiksmus ar sprendimus, vis tik tai
nebitinai garantuoja, kad Siy pazady bus visada laikomasi jiems einant pareigas (tai gali lemti
daugybé aplinkybiy, bet labiausiai tai, kad situacijos visada yra dinamiskos ir gali pasikeisti ne kartg
jau politikui vykdant savo pareigas).

Todé¢l buty prasminga pratesti §j tyrimg analizuojant
baimés ir susijusiy emociniy reakcijy i netikruma dinamika D. Trumpo diskurse bégant laikui (pvz.,
visos antrosios kadencijos metu). Antra, praplétus atvejo atranka, biisimuose tyrimuose netikruma
galima biity nagrinéti ne tik per nerimo, bet ir per vilties prizme, tokiu bidu integruojant ir
konstruktyvisting tarptautiniy santykiy perspektyva.

US Foreign Policy in the Era of Trump 2.0: How Emotions Signal the President’s Response to

Geopolitical Uncertainty?

The last few years can be described as a period of extreme geopolitical uncertainty, with
Russia's ongoing war against Ukraine, the conflict between Isracl and Hamas, the rising power of
China, etc. Notably, the increased uncertainty in 2024 is also largely attributable to the uncertain and
changing geopolitical direction of the United States (hereinafter referred to as the US). This
uncertainty was most pronounced during the 2024 US presidential election campaign, when the
visions of the two presidential candidates, Donald Trump and Kamala Harris, diverged sharply on a
number of issues, including key foreign policy issues.

This master’s thesis raises the following problem: while campaign rhetoric is often seen as
more of a strategic tool to mobilise voters but not necessarily to shape actual governance, Trump’s
current foreign policy decisions show that certain elements of his emotional discourse before the
election were not just rhetorical but were translated into concrete actions on foreign policy. However,
it remains unclear how and when the discourse of the election campaign, especially in a context of
high geopolitical uncertainty, can serve as an indicator for assessing the likely foreign policy
trajectory of future leaders.

The object of this research is Trump’s foreign policy statements and decisions related to
Russia's war in Ukraine, the Middle East, China, and transatlantic relations during the 2024 US
presidential election campaign and in the first months of his presidency.

This master’s thesis aims to examine how emotional expressions in Trump’s pre-election
rhetoric allow for a more accurate assessment of future fundamental US foreign policy directions,
decisions, and reactions in a context of high geopolitical uncertainty. In order to achieve this purpose,
the following tasks were determined: 1) to construct a theoretical framework: to define the concept
of uncertainty in international politics and to discuss the emotional reactions associated with it; 2) to
present an Emotion Discourse Analysis methodological approach; 3) to collect and systematise
Trump’s statements on foreign policy issues during election campaign events; 4) to find out how
Trump’s pre-election rhetoric, based on emotions, allows for a more accurate assessment of his future
actions/ decisions in foreign policy in the face of increased geopolitical uncertainty.

The data collected and the empirical analysis reveals that Trump’s campaign rhetoric on
foreign policy is largely dominated by uncertainty, which can be detected through specific emotional
expressions and reactions. Uncertainty is strategically constructed through the accentuation of fear
and reduced through the demonstration of power. For example, the emotions of fear/ anxiety dominate

the topics of the Russia’s war in Ukraine and the Middle East. Through the ways in which emotions

are conveyed in the discourse, one can see a negative world view and pessimistic scenarios being
created with regard to both topics. Trump also emphasises that these international conflicts would not
have happened under his watch. Moreover, the “peace through strength” approach that has emerged
in Trump’s rhetoric is a sign of a return to US foreign policy priorities based on security and the
demonstration of power. When it comes to China and transatlantic relations, Trump is largely
referring to anger and frustration about the unfair policies pursued by other countries towards the US.
On China, it is stressed that Trump would not have allowed China to grow so strong that it now
threatens US national interests. This creates a narrative of Trump’s power and determination as an
indispensable leader that is unmatched by any other political leader, which is in line with a realistic
approach to reducing uncertainty.

Based on the empirical study, it was discovered that the emotional reactions identified in
Trump’s pre-election discourse and the directions signalled for future actions and decisions are
repetitive, consistent and unchanging. Both in the pre-election emotional discourse and in the post-
election actions, it is evident that Trump seeks to amplify perceived threats and justify his decisions
under conditions of uncertainty. This is demonstrated through specific foreign policy actions, such as
negotiating peace agreements, imposing tariffs on other countries, and implementing other strategic
initiatives. Thus, the data collected and the empirical analysis carried out do indeed reflect Trump’s
realistic approach to uncertainty and demonstrate the consistent behaviour of this political leader.

Given the prevailing theses about Trump’s supposed unpredictability, his post-election
foreign policy actions can nevertheless be easily predicted, even under conditions of uncertainty.
Moreover, the results of this analysis therefore suggest that a systematic examination of electoral
communication can increase the predictability of future leaders' foreign policy decisions. Further
research could explore the dynamics of fear/ anxiety and related emotional reactions to uncertainty
in Trump’s discourse throughout his second term in office or examine uncertainty in the statements
of political leaders not only through the prism of fear/ anxiety but also through the prism of hope,

thus integrating a constructivist perspective on international relations.
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
