At the time Mrs Juodaityté, just after gradu-
ation of secondary school decided to become a
teacher, her parents, late Juozas and Aldona, were
caught by surprise: they wanted their daughter to
be a doctor, just like themselves. Audroné, howe-
ver, demonstrated persistence: in 1961 she entered
and in 1964 graduated from Siauliai K. Preik3as
Pedagogical Institute and gained qualification of
a teacher of grade I-IV. She then taught history in
Ariogala secondary school in Raseiniai region; ho-
wever, after a few years, she was invited to Siauliai
K. PreikSas Pedagogical Institute, Department of
Pedagogy, to take up position of a lecturer. She de-
monstrated persistence and will for improvement
and continue her studies also in the future; hence,
in 1973-1978 she left to study at Leningrad Herzen
Pedagogical Institute and sustained doctoral thesis
on “Didactic framework for organisation of kno-
wledge of subject of social and natural sciences
in grades V-VI of general education schools”. It is
likely that some renown Russian scientists, mem-
bers of the Academy of Pedagogical Sciences, pro-
fessors S¢iukina, Liublinskaja, Ganelin etc. as well
as Lithuanian teachers recognised widely even at
that time, including professor Bitinas and late pro-
fessors Vaitkevicius, Karéiauskiené, Rajeckas, as-
sistant professor Grabauskiené had an impact on
scientific determination of Mrs Juodaityté, i.e. to
dedicate her life to scientific search and detailed
studies of secrets of childhood phenomena. The

results of her long-term studies of childhood phe-
nomena brought successful defence, in 2002, at
the joint committee of doctoral studies at Vytautas
Magnus University and Klaipéda University, of a
dissertation of habilitated doctor of social sciences
(educology) on “Pedagogical reconstructions of
childhood phenomenon”.

For twenty years, professional activities and
life of professor, habilitated doctor Juodaityté
were based in Klaipéda: in 1981-1991, the scien-
tist held position of an associate professor at the
Department of Pre-school Pedagogy and Psycho-
logy, Klaipéda Faculty of Pre-school Education
at Siauliai University (former Siauliai K. Preik3as
Pedagogical Institute); in 1991-2000, she headed
and held position of an associate professor at the
Department of Childhood Pedagogy; in 2000-
2002, she headed and held position of an associate
professor at the Department of Social Pedagogy.
In 1995-2002, Mrs Juodaityté held position of di-
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moksly (edukologijos) daktaré, Siauliy uni-
versiteto Edukologijos katedros profesore,
Edukaciniy tyrimy mokslo centro direktoré,
Nacionalinés vaikystés tyréjy asociacijos pre-
zidenté. Profesoré yra universitetiniy vaikys-
tés pedagogikos bakalauro ir magistro studijy,
rengiant naujo tipo pedagogus ikimokyklinéms
jstaigoms ir pradinéms mokykloms, iniciatore¢,
viena pirmyjy mokslininkiy Nepriklausomoje
Lietuvoje, iSkélusi vaiko asmenybés ir vaikys-
tés problemg j visuotinio susidomégjimo ir tyri-
my centrag. Mokslininké tyrinéja vaikystés feno-
meno socialinj-pedagoginj reikSminguma ir juo
grindZiamg ugdymo pertvarka bei naujojo peda-
goginio mastymo formavimo(si) galimybes. Sia
tema yra paskelbusi daugiau nei 200 straipsniy
moksliniuose, praktiniuose, metodiniuose leidi-
niuose Lietuvoje ir uzsienyje. 2002 m. A. Juo-
daityté isleido aukstyjy mokykly pedagogikos
specialybiy studentams vadovélj ,,Socializaci-
ja ir ugdymas vaikystéje®, kurj 2003 m. SMM
Studijy kokybés vertinimo centras pripazino
vienu geriausiy Lietuvoje edukologijos kryp-
ties vadovéliy. Po mety (2003 m.) mokslinin-
ké parengé ir iSleido monografija ,,Vaikystés
fenomenas: socialinis edukacinis aspektas®.
2009 m. kartu su bendraautoriais iSleista dar
viena knyga ,, Informavimas apie ikimokyklinj,
prieSmokyklinj ugdyma ir Svietimo pagalba®.
2012 m. profesorés pastangomis buvo pareng-
ta mokslo studija ,,Kokybiniai edukaciniai ty-
rimai: teorijos, duomeny rinkimas ir analizé®,
kurioje apibendrinti turin¢iy pripazinima ir pa-
tirt] bei jaunyjy mokslininky atliekami aktua-
lGs tyrimai.

Profesoré A. Juodaityté visada aktyviai da-
lyvavo Lietuvos visuomeniniy organizacijy
veikloje, riipinosi vaiky socialinémis teisémis
ir jy apsauga. Profesor¢ taip pat yra Mazy vai-
ky ugdytojy asociacijos (JAV) naré, Atviros
Lietuvos fondo ir G. Soroso atviros visuo-
menés instituto (JAV) vykdyty ikimokyklinio
§vietimo programy ir projekty koordinacinés
grupés naré. Profesoré A. Juodaityté aktyviai

rector of the Childhood Study Centre at Klaipéda
University, and a senior research staff member. In
2002, professor Juodaityté returned to Siauliai, to
her native Alma Mater.

Today Mrs Juodaityté is one of the most recogni-
sed Lithuanian teachers, habilitated doctor of social
sciences (educology), professor at the Department
of Educology of Siauliai University, and director
of the Educational Research Scientific Centre, pre-
sident of National Association of Childhood Rese-
archers. The professor initiated preparation of uni-
versity study programmes of childhood pedagogy
(on both bachelor and master level), preparation of
innovative teachers for pre-school educations and
elementary schools, and some of the first scientists
in independent Lithuanian to have brought forward
the issue of personality of a child and childhood to
public interest and study centre. The scientist in-
vestigates social-pedagogical significance of chil-
dhood phenomenon, educational reform based on
the same and opportunities for establishment of a
new pedagogical reasoning. On that topic, she has
published over 200 articles in scientific, practical
and methodological publications in Lithuania and
elsewhere. In 2002, Mrs Juodaityté published a
textbook on “Socialisation and education in chil-
dhood” (Socializacija ir ugdymas vaikystéje), de-
dicated to students of pedagogy in higher educati-
on institutions; in 2003 the Centre for Quality As-
sessment in Higher Education under the Ministry
of Education and Science awarded a prize for the
same textbook as some of the best Lithuanian text-
book in the field of education. In a year (2003), the
scientist prepared and published a study on “Phe-
nomenon of childhood: social educational aspect”
(Vaikystés fenomenas: socialinis edukacinis aspek-
tas). In 2009, the author with co-authors published
yet another book, “Information on pre-school edu-
cation and educational assistance” (Informavimas
apie ikimokyklinj, prieSmokyklinj ugdymaq ir svie-
timo pagalbg). In 2012, the professor contributed
to a study on “Qualitative educational studies: the-
ories, collection and analysis of data” (Kokybiniai
edukaciniai tyrimai: teorijos, duomeny rinkimas ir
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dalyvauja seminaruose, konferencijose, kituo-
se renginiuose, kuriuose kuriami universiteti-
niai pedagogy rengimo bei ikimokyklinio ug-
dymo tobulinimo projektai.

Professor Juodaityté has always remained ac-
tive in relation to Lithuanian public organisati-
ons, in taking care of social rights of children and
their protection. Professor is also member of the
National Association for the Education of Young
Children (USA), member of coordination group of
pre-school educational programmes and projects,
carried out by the Open Society Fund Lithuania
and G. Soros Open Society Institute (USA). Pro-
fessor Juodaityté is active in seminars, conferen-
ces, other events developing university projects on
improvement of teachers’ training and pre-school
education.

Professor habilitated doctor Juodaityté carries
out her scientific ideas and innovations in coope-
ration with her students, through leading of master
and doctoral students, cooperation with colleagues,
involvement in preparation and expert assessment
of study programmes of every level, involvement
in various international and national scientific
programmes and projects, and editorial boards of
academic publications (academic journals: Jauny-
ju mokslininky darbai, Aukstojo mokslo kokybé,
Profesingés studijos: teorija ir praktika). Since 2002,
she is editor in chief of Mokytojy ugdymas scien-
tific journal.

In 2010-2011, professor habilitated doctor Juo-
daityté, together with a group of scientists from the
Department of Educology of Siauliai University
joined priority national scientific programme of the
Lithuanian Research Council “Social challenges to
national security” and carried out project-study of
particular relevance to Lithuanian education on
“Impact of insufficient consistency of social and
education policy on social mobility of children in
rural areas”.

It would be difficult to review all the works by
the professor in the fields of science of education,
improvement of training of teachers, training of
future scientists of educology, etc. We know that
there are still many works ahead. Let us therefo-
re congratulate professor Audroné Juodaityté on

As I entered the university, I selected studies of
childhood and thank to professor, I discovered edu-
cation in Childhood. This field has become part of
me, cherishing of lasting childhood values. We have
worked together since bachelor to doctoral studies.
Over that period I realised that journey to the mea-
ning of scientific life starts from life “from the he-
art”. In the professor, I discovered an advocate of
children who has helped Lithuania to understand
phenomenon of childhood in political, legal, social
and cultural aspect; the professor assembled young
scientists and built a way from child-free pedagogy
to phenomenological studies of modern childhood.

During numerous talks where I immediately
observed process of creative reasoning of my tutor,
with new ideas coming up, the culture of my reaso-
ning also changed. It turned contextual and metho-
dological from spontaneous and inconsistent. Meta
language became a tool of daily scientific work.
Communication with my tutor helped me to dis-
cover discourse of social philosophy, educational
policy and management. I cherish those moments
as gems, as an opportunity to get to know person
whose meaningful words on childhood are one
with her life and her works. Let me thank you, my
dear teacher, for human touch including respect,
attention, care and aid to those who need it” (as-
sistant professor doctor Sergejus Neifachas).

“The world belongs to strong and clever perso-
nalities”, these are the first ideas that come to me as
Iremember professor habilitated doctor Juodaityte.

It was professor Juodaityté who turned doctoral
studies some of most valuable stage in my life full
of diverse ideas, scientific exploration and joy of
discovery, also some hard work. On the other hand
that was also period in my school of life where
most of us became personalities, honest and sin-
cere members of academic community, apprecia-
ting importance of word and new academic ideas,
respect to other human beings and their “different”
ideas, scientific and civil responsibility. This was

Scientific tutor is a key figure in drafting dis-
sertation, as he/she becomes a companion and
adviser concerning not only academic but also
personal life. Professor Juodaityté was excellent in
her part of tutor of dissertation study, as she lived
those aims and values that were important to me
as a doctoral student; however she simultaneously
and perfectly changed to tutor as a teacher, creator,
close friend, caring comforter, and helping hand, I
can now firmly state that the personality of profes-
sor, exceeding limits of academic environment, her
hard work and professional approach and all these
roles lit a scientific intrigue in me and discovered
creative potential.

Professor habilitated doctor Juodaityté is a gui-
ding star in complex and tricky scientific mazes,
full of passion for cognition, unlimited academic
interest, infinite scientific ideas and joy of discove-
ry; she is an example not only to her colleagues but
also to future scientists. According to Confucius
,»good book, good speech any be of use and bring
benefits, yet a good example is still most useful®.

I wish to say best and most touching words,
pick most colourful field flowers, as I wish the pro-
fessor to have many more joyful moments in life,
undiscovered paths of cognition and never ending
energy, as she is a person of rare talent, having bro-
ught up many scientists and contributed in a nume-

“I would like to start my memories on the kind
and respectable professor habilitated doctor Au-
droné Juodaityté not from the period when she be-
came tutor of my scientific dissertation in progress,
but from 1980. As I was still a student at the Fa-
culty of Pre-school Education of Siauliai Institute
in Klaipéda, the professor was one of key lecturers
who has revealed key subtle features of pedagogy,
didactics and other fields of pre-school education.
Our paths in life later crossed again in Department
of Educology, Faculty of Educology of Siauliai
University, where I, still an experienced lecturer

As I shared my dream
with the professor, I was taken by surprise at her
reply; she said “Go on and study, we need educo-
logists of pre-school education, and I can be your
tutor of the scientific work”™. I consider this simple
yet sincere incentive in the academic field to be
most important step in scientific activity, and I am
grateful for it to professor Audroné.

As 1 started my doctoral studies, I keep good
and warm recollections on my tutorials with pro-
fessor Audroné Juodaityté, tutor of my work. Tu-
torials were never “official”, as the professor wo-
uld always enquire on my help, on my daughters,
on my husband and only then would we talk busi-
ness. This ability to be not merely a competent and
recognised scientist, ability to direct on to a rele-
vant scientific course but most importantly, ability
to understand another, to have emphasis, to advice,
lastly to have simple women talk tells a lot about
Audroné as someone of exceptional character. I can
never forget our meetings in Palanga, Lithuanian
seaside. Whenever professor would come to Pa-
langa for recreation, we would immediately meet
in her recreation place and the room would turn
into an academic area. We have had so many dis-
cussions, arguments, search, moments of sadness
and joy. What mattered most was that after four
years of meetings in Siauliai university and Lithu-
anian seaside, dissertation was sustained in time.
For what I went through, for what I learned, what I
took and what I created, for that I am grateful to the
dear professor, habilitated doctor Audroné Juodai-
tyté. And it is very important to me this opportu-
nity to convey theoretical and scientific experience
and new competences to young generation and to-
gether with the professor carry out scientific ideas
and innovations (dr. Dalia MartiSauskiené).

Ilearned, to a degree (I cannot say that [ have maste-
red it completely) to “enter” the world of children,
to view it through the “eyes” of children rather than
grown-ups and constantly seek understanding. It is
hard to enumerate all the things that professor has
shared; I can only be proud of the trust she has sho-
wn me. I can prefer to academic friendship as that
feeling of community, inexplicably strong link that
unexpectedly emerged in the course of preparation of
the dissertation, as I was studying on of phenomena
of childhood world, i.e. independent learning of chil-
dren, simultaneously looking for an answer to ques-
tions as “what is modern child like?”, “what does it
become through independent leaning?”, etc... At the
defence of a dissertation I remember saying words
that [ want to repeat very much today: over doctoral
studies and years of cooperation Professor has beco-
me (and will remain) my scientific mother; this mea-
ningful existence is incomparable to anything else. It
seems that each of us meet such a person in our life
and then we change. We simply understand that we
shall never be the same. The professor is a person
whom I shall ever be grateful for her contribution to
making me what I am today and what I shall still be-
come” (dr. Kristina Riidyteé).
