Profesorius
iSugdé per keturiasdesimt doktoranty, kurie sékmingai
apgyné disertacijas ir darbuojasi akademingje, tiriamo-
joje, Svietimo, vadybos ir kitose srityse tiek Lietuvoje,
tiek uzsienyje.

Paminétina, jog Salia ilgamecio vadovavimo Peda-
gogikos teorijos ir istorijos katedrai, profesorius Le-
onas Jovaisa inicijavo ,,Acta paedagogica Vilnensia“
zurnalo leidyba, parasé per 30 knygu, daugybe meto-
diniy leidiniy ir straipsniy, du poezijos rinkinius bei |
lietuviy kalbg iSverté I. Kanto leidinj ,,Apie pedago-
gika“ (1990). Jo plunksnai priklauso ir pirmieji Lie-
tuvoje sudaryti Enciklopediniai edukologijos Zodynai.
Profesorius taip pat yra dazniausiai cituojamas Lietu-
vos edukologas.

Leono JovaiSos nuopelnai mokslui 2001 m. buvo
vertinti Lietuvos Didziojo Kunigaik§¢io Gedimino
ordinu.

THE UNSEEN TEACHER:
REFLECTIONS ON PROFESSOR
LEONAS JOVAISA

On January 11, 2011, we shall commemorate
professor Leonas Jovai$a’s ninetieth jubilee. The
professor was born in 1921, in Lieplauké, TelSiai
district. As it is known, in 1950, Leonas JovaiSa
graduated from Vilnius University, in 1964, he defended
the dissertation in Moscow Academy of Pedagogical
Sciences, in 1971, he became a habilitated doctor and
in 1972, a professor. Before his scientific and academic
career Leonas JovaiSa had taught in Anyksciai,
Telsiai, Kelmé, in Trakai and TelSiai Teachers’
Seminaries, Klaipéda Teachers’ Institute, worked as
a secretary in the Research Institute of Schools run
by the Ministry of Education. Later he worked in
Vilnius Pedagogical Institute, Conservatoire, Vilnius
University and Kaunas Technological University.
The professor supervised over forty doctoral students
who successfully defended dissertations and work in
academic, research, educational, managerial and other
areas both in Lithuania and abroad.

It should be mentioned that alongside with long-
lasting management of the Department of Theory
and History of Pedagogy, professor Leonas Jovai a
initiated publication of the journal “Acta Paedagogica
Vilnensia”, wrote over 30 books, numerous methodical
publications and articles, two collections of poetry
and translated 1. Kant’s publication “About Pedagogy”
(1990) into the Lithuanian language. He is also the
author of first Lithuanian encyclopaedic dictionaries
of educology. The professor is also the most quotable
educologist of Lithuania.

In 2001, in appreciation of his merits for science,
Leonas Jovai a was awarded the Order of the Lithuanian
Grand Duke Gediminas.

Because quite many scientific and biographical
works were written about the professor, including his
own publication “Such is Life” (2000), the authors
of this article would like to share their ideas about
Leonas Jovai a as a personality, manager, head of the

2000 m. JAV pasirod¢ daktaro Thomas Stanley
bestseleris ,,Milijonieriaus protas* (angl. The Millio-
naire Mind), kuris knygos autoriui padéjo tapti milijo-
nieriumi. Kol kas neteko aptikti studijos pavadinimu
,,Mokslininko protas*, taciau jei kas nors tokia rasytuy,
jos prototipu galéty pasirinkti profesoriy Leona Jo-
vais$a. Neurologai nustaté, jog miisy kairysis smegeny
pusrutulis kontroliuoja logini mastyma ir jo domina-
vimas biidingas mokslininkams. DeSiniojo pusrutulio
funkcijos daugiau susijusios su kiirybiskumu, o jy ita-
ka biidingesné menininkams. Manau, kad profesoriaus
JovaiSos abu smegeny pusrutuliai funkcionuoja labai
darniai ir intensyviai. Profesoriy galima prilyginti po-
etui su mokslininko protu. Galbtit smegeny pusrutuliy
veiklos balansas yra viena jo erudicijos, produkty-
vumo, optimizmo, novatoriSkumo, geranoriskumo ar
empatijos priezasciy...

Niekada nesu mates profesoriaus nedirbancio. Su-
sitikimuose bei konferencijose net per kavos pertrau-
kéles Leonas Jovaisa dirbo. Diskutuodamas su kole-
gomis jis kiiré ateities planus, dalijosi patirtimi ar kon-
sultavo savo doktorantus. Be abejonés, tuo paciu metu
profesoriaus samongje ar pasamonéje kristalizavosi jo
asmenybés koncepcija ir struktira, ugdymo bei konsul-
tavimo teorijos. Ilgainiui jos buvo paskelbtos knygose
,.Psichologiné diagnostika* (1975), ,,Profesinio orien-
tavimo pedagogika® (1978), ,,Asmenybé¢ ir profesija“
(1981), ,,Edukologijos ivadas* (1993), ,,Edukologijos
pradmenys* (1994), ,,Hodegetika* (1995), ,,Profesinio
orientavimo ir konsultavimo psichologija“ (2009) ir
daugelyje kity leidiniy. Profesoriaus Leono JovaiSos
nenuilstamas darbingumas atsispindi ir jo sudarytoje
,Pensininko devyniolikos mety rasto darby* biblio-
grafijoje (2009). Joje isvardyti SeSiolikos autoriniy
knygu ir desSimties jo sudaryty leidiniy pavadinimai.
Nors gausus straipsniu sarasas baigiasi 2009 m., Zinau,
kad Leonas Jovaisa ir toliau raSo analitinio pobiidzio
mokslinius straipsnis. Dar visai neseniai man teko gar-
bé recenzuoti profesoriaus straipsni apie praktikologi-
ja. Esu tikras, jog profesorius Leonas Jovaisa ir toliau
produktyviai darbuojasi.

Mane, kaip ir daugel; kity kolegy, ypac zavi Leono

department, teacher, mentor and scientist. It should be
mentioned that reflections of four professor’s students,
currently working at iauliai University, who are
sometimes called “jovai a’s kids”, are not listed in the
order of importance or chronology. Some recollections
are joyful, other, nostalgic, and still other unknown
even to the very professor ...

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Rolandas Paulauskas’ reflections
on professor Leonas Jovai a as a scientist.

In 2000, doctor Thomas Stanley’s bestseller “The
Millionaire Mind”, which helped the author of the
book to become a millionaire, was published. So
far 1 have not found a study called “The Scientist
Mind”, but if somebody wrote such study, Leonas
Jovai a could be chosen as its prototype. Neurologists
found out that our left hemisphere of brain controls
logic thinking and its domination is characteristic
to scientists. Functions of the right hemisphere are
more related to creativity and their influence is more
characteristic to artists. I think that both hemispheres
of brain of professor Jovai a function very cohesively
and intensively. The professor can be equated to the
poet with the scientist’s mind. Maybe the balance of
the activity of hemispheres of brains is one of the
reasons of his erudition, productiveness, optimism,
novelty, benevolence or empathy ...

I have never seen the professor idle. At the
meetings, conferences and even during coffee breaks
Leonas Jovai a was working. Discussing matters
with colleagues, he would create future plans, share
experience or consult his doctoral students. No doubt,
simultaneously the professor’s consciousness and
unconsciousness would crystallize the conception and
structure of his personality, theories of education and
consulting. In length of time they were announced in
books “Psychological diagnostics” (1975), “Pedagogy
of Vocational Guidance” (1978), “Personality and
Profession”(1981),“Introductionto Educology”(1993),
“Rudiments of Educology” (1994), “Hodegetics”
(1995), “Psychology of Vocational Guidance and
Consulting” (2009) and many other publications.
Professor Leonas Jovai a’s inexhaustible efficiency is
also reflected in his compiled bibliography “Written
Works during the Pensioner’s Nineteen Years” (2009).
It lists the titles of sixteen authorial books and ten
publications compiled by him. Although the abundant
list of articles finishes with year 2009, I know that
Leonas Jovai a continues to write analytical type
scientific articles. A little while ago I had the honour to
review the professor’s article about practicology. I am
sure that professor Leonas Jovai a continues to work
efficiently.

Like many other colleagues, I am particularly
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JovaiSos mastymo gilumas, nuoseklumas ir platumas.
Savo 1988 m. apginta disertacija grindziau profeso-
riaus sudaryta asmenybés struktiira ir koncepcija.

Kaip Zzi-
nia, Leono JovaiSos asmenybés koncepcija vainikuoja
solidi edukologijos ,,mokymo(-si) ir ugdymo(-si) visa
gyvenimg“ paradigma. Jis asmenybe traktuoja kaip
plastiska unikuma ir pirmasis suskirsté ugdymo teorija
1 pedagogika, andragogika ir gerontagogika.

Kita daznai minima profesoriaus kaip mokslininko
savybé yra jo zingeidumas. Dar sovietmeciu Leonas
JovaiSa neapsiribojo vien rusy ir lietuviy kalbomis is-
leisty darby analize. Jo asmeningje bibliotekoje gausu
knygu angly bei vokieciy kalbomis. Neseniai vieno
asmeninio susitikimo metu profesorius papasakojo,
jog Soviety Sajungai okupavus Lietuva jis slapta pe-
réjo sieng su Vokietija ir istojo { Berlyno universiteta.
Ten ir jvaldé vokiecCiy kalba. Prasidéjus karui Leonas
Jovaisa grizo | Lietuva. Salia vokieciy kalbos, pro-
fesorius laisvai naudojasi angliskais, lenkiskais ir kt.
mokslo Saltiniais, kuriuos jis ne karta skolino savo
doktorantams.

Be abejo, trumpose refleksijose nejmanoma iSvar-
dyti visy profesoriaus Leono JovaiSos kaip mokslinin-
ko ypatumy. Taciau noréciau paminéti profesoriaus
mokslini optimizma. Skirtingai nuo kai kuriy uzsienio
tyréjy, profesorius teigia, kad individas savo prigimti-
mi néra vien ,,tabula rasa“. Adekvaciu ugdymu palan-
kiame socialiniame kontekste prigimtis yra mus paren-
gusi pasiekti savo maksimalias galimybes. ,,Zmogaus
prigimtyje glidi daug gyvybinés energijos, kiirybiniy
galiy, kuriy neturi joks kitas Zemés gyvinas“ (2007).
Leono JovaiSos praktini optimizma ir humoro jausma
taip puikiai charakterizuoja jo tradicinis atsakymas |
klausima, kaip jis laikosi.

Gyvenime yra dalyky, nuo kuriy budamas ir toliau-
siai niekada nenutolsi. Tai ne tik miisy Tévai, Téviske,
bet ir Mokytojai i§ didziosios raidés.

Savo Mokytoju i$ didziosios raidés vadinu ir Pro-
fesoriy Leona Jovaisa, susitikima su juo laikau didziu-

fascinated by profoundness, consistency and breadth
of Leonas Jovai a’s thinking. I grounded my thesis,
defended in 1988, on the professor’s compiled structure
and conception of the personality. This year, based
on comparative analysis methodology, I analysed
it repeatedly in more detail (2010). I came to the
conclusion that professor Jovai a’s conception of the
personality by its logic, thoroughness and adaptability
for educational practice excels Z. Froid’s, A. Maslow’s,
G. V. Alport’s and other researchers’ personality
theories. As it is known, Leonas Jovai a’s personality
theory is crowned with a solid educology paradigm of
life-long learning. He treats the personality as a plastic
unique and he was the first to break down the education
theory into pedagogy, andragogy and gerontogogy.

Another feature of the professor as a researcher,
which is often mentioned, is his curiosity. Even during
the Soviet period Leonas Jovai a did not confine
himself to the analysis of works in Lithuanian and
Russian languages. His personal library is abundant in
books in English and German languages. Not long ago
during one private meeting the professor told that when
the Soviets occupied Lithuania, he secretly crossed the
boarder with Germany and entered Berlin University.
This is where he mastered the German language. When
the war began, Leonas Jovai a returned to Lithuania.
Alongside with the German language, the professor
also easily used English, Polish and other scientific
source materials, which time and again he would lend
to his doctoral students.

Undoubtedly, short reflections cannot encompass
all peculiarities of professor Leonas Jovai a as a
scientist. However, finally I would like to mention the
professor’s scientific optimism. Unlike other foreign
researchers, the professor states that the individual
by its nature is not just “tabula rasa”. In the presence
of adequate education in a favourable social context,
human nature had enabled us to reach our maximum
potential. “Human nature contains the abundance of
vital energy, creative powers that are not possessed by
any other animal in the Earth” (2007). Leonas Jovai
a’s practical optimism and a sense of humour is also
very well characterised by his traditional answer to the
question “How are you?”. You will always hear a firm
statement “Vertically”.

There are things in life which you will never move
away, no matter how far you go. These are not only our
Parents, Homeland but also Teachers with the capital
letter.

Kai nepatyrusi aspiranté vaziavau i pirmaji susiti-
kima su profesoriumi, labai jaudinausi, nors jau buvau
girdéjusi, kad profesorius nepaprastai Siltas zmogus,
nuosirdziai bendrauja su aspirantais. Buvau susipazi-
nusi su profesoriaus darbais, mokiausi i§ jo vadovéliy.
Jis buvo zymus mokslininkas, todél, nattralu, nega-
l¢jau jaustis drasiai, juolab kad tuometiniy aspiranty
poziiiris i profesorius buvo i$ tiesy pagarbus.

I paskesnius susitikimus su profesoriumi vaziuo-
davau ramia Sirdimi. Kukliame jo bute Antakalnio
gatvés gale visada pasitikdavo nuostabiosios jo gyve-
nimo bendrazygés, misy visy numylétinés Stefutés
kvapnios kavos puodelis ir kiekvienakart vis kitoks
jos keptas pyragas. Susitikimas prasidédavo pokalbiu
apie ne maziau reikSmingus nei mokslinis gyvenimas
dalykus — Seima, darba, sveikata. Pamazu pereidavo-
me prie svarbiausiy laikmecio problemy (Sajudis, po-
ky¢iai Svietimo sistemoje, politiniai ivykiai ir pan.) ir
priartédavome prie disertacijos problematikos. Kai su
profesoriumi aptarinédavome ivairius analizuojamos
problemos aspektus, atsiverdavo jo mokslinés min-
ties klodai. Nuolatos zavéjausi ir stebéjausi, kokiais
ivairiapusiskais jgymiais apdovanotas §is zZmogus.
Koks globalus jo izvalgumas, gebéjimas nuo antikos
iki Siandienos aprépti mokslini palikimg ir sintetinti
savo idéja, koks ryskus jo mokslinis nuoseklumas ir
begalinis darbStumas. Manau, profesorius nemégsta
aplaidumo jokioje srityje. Salia profesoriaus kiekvie-
nas jausdavosi saugus dél jo dvasinés pusiausvyros
ir mokslinés pozicijos tvirtumo, kuri optimaliai inte-
gravo ne tik socialinius mokslus. Noréciau akcentuoti
didelg profesoriaus ,,meile psichologijai ir filosofijai.
Pozityvizmas, orientacija i sekmés potyri, kiirybisku-
mo sklaida, vertybinius pamatus, tikéjimas, veikimas,
saviugda — tokie paties profesoriaus gyvenimo ir jo
ugdymo mokslo prioritetai.

Savo knygoje ,,Toks gyvenimas” profesorius teigia,
kad gyvenimui ji brandino namai ir darbas. Bendrau-

Leonas Jovai a, and the possibility to meet him is a big
gift of life for me.

When being an inexperienced postgraduate student
I was going to the first meeting with the professor,
I was very worried, though I had heard that the
professor is as very warm person and communicates
with his postgraduate students with ease. I had known
the professor’s works, studied from his course books.
He was a famous scientist; therefore, it is natural
that I could not feel at ease; moreover, at that time
postgraduate students’ attitude to professors was really
very respectful. The first meeting with the Professor
proved the truth that genius lies in simplicity. I was
fascinated by modesty, efficiency of the professor’s
personality, his ability to wake up creativity of the
person next to him. Already during the first meeting
the professor mentioned that traditionally before the
dissertation defence his postgraduate students prepare
methodical aids, which have to demonstrate the
significance of their researches for improvement of
the educational process. This tradition proposed by the
professor witnesses that preparation of the dissertation
is not the main purpose to be reached. It is essential
what novelties can be offered to educational practice.

I would go to succeeding meetings with the
professor calmly. In his modest flat in the end of
Antakalnis street | would always be welcomed with
a cup of fragrant coffee and every time different
home-made pie baked by the professor’s adorable
life fellow and our mistress Stefuté. The meeting
would start with the conversation about none the less
important matters like family, work, health. Gradually
we would progress to the most important problems
of the times (the reform movement, changes in the
system of education, political events, etc.) and would
approach the problems of the dissertation. Discussions
about various aspects of the analysed problem would
open up the depth of the professor’s scientific idea.
I would always be fascinated and wondered at such
versatile inborn abilities of this man. How global is
his insight, the ability to bridge scientific inheritance
from antiquity to nowadays and synthesize his idea,
how distinct is his scientific consistency and boundless
diligence. I think the professor disfavours neglect in
any area. With him everyone would feel safe due to
the professor’s spiritual balance and firmness of his
scientific position, which optimally integrated not
only social sciences. I would like to emphasize the
professor’s big “love” to psychology and philosophy.
Positivism, orientation to the experience of success,
spread of creativity, value foundations, belief, action
and self-education are the priorities of both the very
professor’s life and his science of education.

Profesoriy Leona Jovaisa pirma karta sutikau 1981
m., nors su jo darbais buvau susipazings dar studijuo-
damas Vilniaus pedagoginiame institute. Kai kreipiausi
1 ji dél mokymosi Vilniaus universiteto aspirantiiroje,

As the professor states in his book “Such is Life”, he
was matured for life by home and work. Talking with
the professor, it is easy to notice how significant were
these two values for him and how much plenitude they
gave. Constantly being full of insights and sticking
to his own ideas in the whirl of changes and routines,
professor Jovai a always used to be concentrated on
what was valuable, this way maintaining his identity
and the measure for valuing the world. I have never
had any doubts of the principles of this immensely
decent and intelligent man, which he observed in life.

Being near the professor, one could not help feeling
that he encouraged your inner potential to unfold and
that he trusted you, and this encouraged everyone’s
creativity accompanied by responsibility for a word
and idea.

I addressed professor Leonas Jovai a many times
after the defence of the dissertation too. His opinion
and advice were particularly necessary and valuable,
consolidating the concept and conception of the science
of educology in the academic community.

I call the professor the Teacher with the capital
letter. The picture of his personality is distinct and
varicoloured. His man’s and scientist’s charisma would
always attract everyone who had the honour to be near
him. I have learned a lot from the professor. I regret
that the time spent together was too short. I am truly
grateful for the professor for the provided opportunity
to speak to him directly, feel his support in scientific
searches and issues of human existence.

* Ancient Eastern wisdom says:

* Go to the people. Live among them. Learn from

them. Love them.

» Start with what they can do.

» Create, based on what they are able to do.

And remember: the best guide is the one whose
people, having implemented the task, will say: “We
did all ourselves”.

This Eastern wisdom is the essence, paradox and
key of how professor Leonas Jovai a as a Teacher with
the capital letter educated future scientists. Because of
that our Teacher deserves the utmost respect and love.

On the occasion of the respectable jubilee I
congratulate the professor and wish to BE ... be near
us, with us, in our hearts, thoughts, works...

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Henrikas Volodka’s reflections
on the professor Leonas Jovai a as the head of the
department.

I first met professor Leonas Jovai a in 1981, though
I had familiarised with his works studying at Vilnius
Pedagogical Institute. When I addressed him regarding
studying a postgraduate course at Vilnius University,
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profesorius vadovavo Vilniaus universiteto Pedagogi-
kos teorijos ir istorijos katedrai. Miisy pokalbis buvo
labai konkretus ir aiSkus — man buvo nurodyta atvykti
1 stazuote Vilniaus universitete, gerokai padirbéti uni-
versiteto bibliotekoje, surasti aktualia ir tinkama savo
darbui tema, ja pristatyti katedroje, o paskui jau bus
matyti...

Kai buvau priimtas i Vilniaus universiteto aspiran-
tira nuo 1982 m. prival¢jau dalyvauti katedros posé-
dziuose. Jau tada profesoriaus Leonas JovaiSos vado-
vavimo katedrai stilius labai skyrési nuo man pazis-
tamy stiliy — katedros vadyboje vyravo labai aiskus,
konkretus, tiesiog precizinis kiekvienam katedros dés-
tytojui paskirstytas darbo kriivis ir nuolating atsiskai-
tomybé uz atlikta darba. Sitoks darbo organizavimas
leido katedrai pasiekti nejtikétiny rezultaty akademiné-
je, mokslinéje ir metodinéje veiklose. Katedros nariai
sparciai gynési habilitacinius darbus, vadovavo savo
mokiniy disertacijy gynimui, rengé¢ mokslines mono-
grafijas, rasé mokslinius straipsnius. Profesorius Leo-
nas JovaiSa savo kolegoms nuolat pasitilydavo vairiy
naujoviy — buvo leidziami testiniai Pabaltijo universi-
tety (Vilniaus, Rygos, Tartu) déstytojy ir ju aspiranty
straipsniy rinkiniai, kurie kiekvienais metais iSeidavo
vis kitoje respublikoje; organizuojamos tarprespubli-
kinés konferencijos; katedros déstytojai pradéjo lan-
kytis kolegu paskaitose ir jas aptarinéti per susirinki-
mus, buvo organizuojami metodologiniai ir metodiniai
uzsiémimai tiek katedros nariams, tiek aspirantams.
Taciau didziausig démesi profesorius, mano nuomone,
skyré moksliniam darbui: katedros déstytoju moksli-
nio darbo problematika buvo gana plati, taciau labai
aktuali Lietuvos Svietimui.

Profesorius Leonas Jovai$a, vadovaudamas kate-
drai, labai daug pastangy déjo pedagogikos moksly
plétrai universitete. Tuo metu vyravo nuostata, kad
universitetas — tai akademiné kalvé, todél pedagogikai
ir pedagoginiam rengimui buvo skiriama mazai déme-
sio. Profesoriui pavyko itikinti dekanus ir universiteto
administracija, kad Lietuvos mokykloms reikalingi
mokytojai, igij¢ universitetinj iSsilavinima. Daugelis
universiteta baigusiy ir mokyklose dirbanciy pedago-
gu yra klause profesoriaus Leono Jovaisos psichologi-
jos ir pedagogikos paskaity, o kai kuriems profesorius
netgi vadovavo pedagoginei praktikai.

Baigdamas noréciau paminéti, kad iki Lietuvos Ne-
priklausomybés paskelbimo profesorius Leonas Jovai-
$a buvo tikriausiai vienintelis nepartinis pedagogikos
katedros vedéjas visoje Soviety Sajungoje. Tuometiné
vadzia ji vertino kaip asmenybg, lyderj ir produktyvy

the professor was the head of the Department of
Theory and History of Pedagogy of Vilnius University.
Our conversation was very concrete and clear: I was
told to come on internship at Vilnius University, work
substantially in the university library, find a topic that
was relevant and suitable for my work, present it in the
department and then we will see...

When | was admitted to the postgraduate course
at Vilnius University, since 1982, 1 had to addend
the meetings of the department. Even then professor
Leonas Jovai a’s style of management of the department
significantly differed from the styles that were familiar
for me: every teacher was given a very clear, concrete,
even precise work load and continuous accountability
for the carried out work was dominating. Such work
organisation enabled the department to reach incredible
results in academic, scientific and methodical activities.
Members of the department were rapidly defending
habilitated works, supervised their students’ defences
of theses, prepared scientific monographs, wrote
scientific articles. Professor Leonas Jovai a would
always offer his colleagues various novelties: issuing
of continuous collections of articles of the universities
of the Baltic states (Vilnius, Riga, Tartu), written by
teachers and their postgraduate students, which were
issued every year in another republic; organisation
of conferences among the republics; teachers of the
department started to visit colleagues’ lectures and
discuss them during the meetings, methodological and
methodical sessions for both teachers and postgraduate
students were organised. However, in my opinion, the
professor paid the biggest attention to scientific work:
problems covered in research work of teachers of the
department were quite broad but very relevant for
education of Lithuania.

Managing the department, professor Leonas Jovai
a put many efforts for the development of pedagogy
sciences at the university. At that time the dominating
approach was that the university was an academic
smithy; therefore, too little attention was paid to
pedagogy and pedagogical training. The professor
succeeded to convince the deans and university
administration that Lithuania’s school needed
teachers with university education. Many graduates
of the university who work in schools had listened to
professor Leonas Jovai a’s lectures on psychology and
pedagogy and some of them even had their pedagogical
placement under the professor’s supervision.

To conclude I would like to say that until declaration
of Lithuania’s Independence  professor Leonas
JovaiSa was probably the only non-party head of the
department of pedagogy in the whole Soviet Union.
The then authorities valued him as a personality, leader
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mokslininka.

Bendra-
darbiavome su profesoriumi itin lengvai ir sklandziai.
Zavéjo fenomenali L. JovaiSos atmintis, kai jis lengvai
vardydavo straipsniy autorius, jy pavadinimus, nuro-
dydamas tikslias datas ir Saltinius. Patyriau vadovo
zodzio laikymasi, pareiginguma: netgi gydydamasis
ligoningje profesorius perskaitydavo paraSytas bisi-
mos disertacijos dalis, pateikdavo pastabas, pasitly-
mus. Bendravau su démesingu, atidziu, geranorisku
vyresniuoju draugu, Mokytoju didziaja raide bei pui-
kiu psichologu, kuriam riipéjo ne tik darbinés, bet ir
asmeninés doktoranto problemos, Seimos riipeséiai,
dziaugsmai. O malonius pasSnekesius su profesoriumi
daznai Sildydavo jo Zmonos paruosta kvapni arbata su
citrina.

Visada stebéjausi Leono JovaiSos gebéjimu tiksliai
planuoti savo laikg. Pries dvideSimt mety profesorius
yra pajuokaves, kad labai mégsta patinginiauti, todél
turjs i$ anksto susiplanuoti, kiek puslapiy per diena
parasys. Tik tai padargs, profesorius biitinai eidavo
pasivaikscioti tolimu marsrutu, reikalaujanciu valios ir
uzsispyrimo.

Assoc. Prof. Dr. Asta Siriakoviené’s reflections
about professor Leonas JovaiS$a as a mentor

Time flies, carrying away experiences, feelings,
people’s faces, swirling into never-ending works and
events. Professor Leonas Jovaisa is one of those people
whom you rarely meet and never forget throughout all
your life. Like his all former doctoral students, I had
an unique possibility to feel the professor’s warmth,
care, sincerity. During several years spent in Vilnius
the road from the station to the university, then to
the professor’s home in the end of Antakalnio street
became familiar and dear. Time spent at professor
Leonas Jovai a’s home consulting, discussing
various problems would fly insensibly. I would leave
being calm, having received advice how and what
to elaborate, analyze in more detail and study. We
collaborated with the professor particularly easily and
smoothly. I was fascinated by L. Jovai a’s phenomenal
memory, when he would easily name authors of the
articles, their titles with exact dates and sources. |
experienced how the supervisor was keeping the word,
his sense of duty: even staying in hospital, the professor
would read the written parts of the future thesis, give
comments, proposals. I talked with a considerate,
careful, good-natured senior friend, the Teacher with
the capital letter and a wonderful psychologist, who
was concerned with both thesis-related and personal
problems of the doctoral student, family worries and
joy. Pleasant conversations with the professor were
often warmed up by fragrant tea with lemon prepared
by his wife.

I would always be amazed by Leonas Jovai a’s
ability to plan his time precisely. Twenty years ago the
professor joked that he liked to be lazy, that is why he
had to plan in advance how many pages during the
day he would write. Only after he had done this, the
professor would by all means go for a walk choosing a
distant route which required will and persistence.

I would like to agree with the ideas said by the
professor’s doctoral students a decade ago: “In the
current of time life gave us a gift: happiness to be Your
doctoral students, collaborate, feel Your attention”.
