PROBLEMS AND
POSSIBILITIES OF OPEN
ACCESS TO LITHUANIAN
SCIENTIFIC PUBLICATIONS

ABSTRACT

The aim of this article is to share information
about importance of the open access to scien-
tific publications and to examine the problems
and possibilities related to the access of scien-
tific publications in Lithuania. An investigation
described in this article proves that majority of
Lithuanian scientific production is not acces-
sible to scientists of this country via subscribed
databases that are available in Lithuania. In
addition, most of publishers have their official
statements on open access and allow scientists
to put their articles to open access repositories
with or without any specific requirements. An
overview of the strategic recommendations
prepared by the most key European scientific
policy institutions which could be adopted for
development of Lithuanian research, dissemi-
nation as well as application of the scientific
results is also provided in the article.

o Bibliographic Database - the database, in
which bibliographical data about sources
of information is collected, managed and
delivered.

Naujausiy mokslo laiméjimy ir moksliniy
tyrimy rezultaty pazinimas praplecia turimy
Ziniy apimtj, skatina naujus mokslinius atra-
dimus, mokslo ir ekonomikos pazangg. Tam
buatina sglyga — nevarzoma mokslinés infor-
macijos prieiga, uztikrinanti didesnj moks-
liniy tyrimy rezultaty matomuma, platesnj
ju panaudojimg ir pritaikyma. Prieiga prie
moksliniy publikacijy naudojantis prenume-
ruojamais Zurnalais bei duomeny bazémis
ankséiau tenkino mokslininkus, déstytojus,
studentus ir kitus visuomenés narius.

INTRODUCTION

Knowledge of results of latest achievements
in science and scientific research expands the
scope of attained knowledge, motivates for new
scientific discoveries and promotes progress of
science and economics. But the necessary con-
dition for progress is the unrestricted access to
scientific information which ensures greater vis-
ibility of research results as well as wider use and
application of them. Scientists, lecturers, stu-
dents and other interested members of society
were satisfied with access to scientific publica-
tions via subscribed journals and databases for
some time. However, constantly rising prices for
subscription forced them to look for new ways to
ensure unrestricted scientific communication.

Notably increased prices of scientific jour-
nals made it difficult for scientists publishing
their works in prestigious editions to recom-
mend their articles to their students, as aca-
demic libraries are incapable to subscribe those
journals. In recent years database subscription
prices have been increasing no less than by 5
percent annually. Due to this reason, a new
movement fostering open access was started in
1999 and it is joined by more and more insti-
tutions which either sponsor and fund science
or are engaged in performing scientific investi-
gations all over the world. Open access means
availability without any restrictions on the in-
ternet and free scientific research results — ar-
ticles, conference reports and other published
and unpublished (e.g. report presentations, sci-
entific research reports) materials.

Open access movement is accelerating
today. Lots of universities and scientific in-
stitutes all over the world have the approved
strategies on open access to research results
that have been obtained in those universities
or institutes. Furthermore, lots of institutions
are developing such strategies; others are in
the start of discussion about them.

The aim of this article is to share informa-
tion about importance of the open access to

Antrajame skyriuje apra§omas
Lietuvos mokslininky straipsniy, paskelbty
uzsienio $aliy moksliniuose recenzuojamuose
zurnaluose, prieigos per Lietuvos bibliotekose
prenumeruojamas duomeny bazes galimybiy
tyrimas. Tre¢iame skyriuje pateikiamas uZsie-
nio $aliy moksliniy Zurnaly leidéjy suteikia-
my teisiy autoriams talpinti savo straipsnius
atviros prieigos talpyklose tyrimas. Abiejy ty-
rimy duomenys jrodo, kad yra batina apgal-
voti atviros prieigos strategija Lietuvoje. Tai
gali buti daroma atsizvelgiant i ketvirtajame
skyriuje apzvelgtas Europos mokslinius tyri-
mus remianciy ir finansuojanciy institucijy,
su kuriomis yra susijes ir Lietuvos moksliniy
tyrimy finansavimas bei plétra, strategijas ir
rekomendacijas atviros prieigos klausimu. I§-
vadose pateikiamos apibendrintos rekomen-
dacijos atviros prieigos prie mokslinés pro-
dukcijos strategijai formuoti.

JUDEJIMAS DEL ATVIROS PRIEIGOS
LIETUVOJE

Lietuvoje judéjimo dél atviros prieigos pra-
dzia galima laikyti UNESCO inicijuotg ir
keturiolikos Lietuvos universitety pradéta
bandomajj projekta elektroniniy teziy ir di-
sertacijy (ETD) informacinei sistemai sukur-
ti, kuris véliau peraugo j didesnius Lietuvos
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scientific publications movement when seek-
ing to ensure openness of science and supply of
the newest scientific literature to society. To this
end, problems and possibilities related to access
of scientific publications in Lithuania are exam-
ined, statements and recommendations on open
access prepared by European institutions which
either sponsor and fund science or are engaged
in performing scientific investigations are dis-
cussed, and the necessity to develop strategy on
open access in Lithuania is highlighted.

The start of open access movement in Lith-
uania and main difficulties that slow down its
evolution are discussed in the first section of
this article. The second section provides infor-
mation about the survey describing the possi-
bilities to access articles of Lithuanian scientists
published in foreign scientific journals through
the databases subscribed by Lithuanian librar-
ies. The third section presents the survey of
rights that publishers of scientific journals give
to authors when they put their articles into open
access repositories. Both surveys prove that it is
necessary to think about open access strategy
in Lithuania. It could be done by considering
strategies and recommendations of European
institutions which either sponsor and fund sci-
ence and which are associated with funds and
development of Lithuanian research. The strate-
gies and recommendations are discussed in the
forth section of this article. Summarized recom-
mendations to model the open access strategy
in Lithuania are provided in conclusions.

OPEN ACCESS MOVEMENT IN
LITHUANIA

The open access movement in Lithuania was
initiated by the UNESCO when Lithuanian
universities began a pilot project aimed at
creation of information system of electronic
theses and dissertations (ETD) which later
developed into several larger projects of the
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akademiniy biblioteky tinklo (LABT) pro-
jektus. 2003 m. Vilniaus universiteto Onko-
logijos institutas ir Kauno medicinos univer-
siteto biblioteka tapo BioMedCentral nariais
ir pradéjo skelbti straipsnius ,,auksinés® atvi-
ros prieigos portale BioMedCentral (Kreta-
vi¢iené, 2008). 2005 m. Lietuvos moksliniy
biblioteky asociacija surengé pirmajj atviros
prieigos mokslinés komunikacijos seminarg
Vilniuje. Siame seminare pranesimus skaité
Zymis $ios srities specialistai i§ uzsienio Me-
lissa Hagemann, Raym Crow, Lilian van der
Vaart, Jean-Claude Guedon ir kiti. ] seminarg
buvo pakviesti Svietimo ir mokslo ministe-
rijos, universitety moksliniy tyrimy centry
atstovai. Sio seminaro i§dava buvo dar tais
paciais metais Lietuvos moksliniy bibliote-
ky asociacijos kartu su Vilniaus universiteto
biblioteka suorganizuotas antrasis seminaras
Vilniaus universiteto senato saléje ,,Atviros
prieigos iniciatyva - revoliucija mokslinés
produkcijos leidyboje? (Lietuvos moksliniy
biblioteky asociacija, 2005).

Taciau iki Siol néra patvirtintos valstybés
nuostatos atviros prieigos klausimu, o moks-
lo bendruomené $j judéjima vertina labai
priestaringai. Tai jrodo ir 2008 m. geguzés
7 d. Svietimo ir mokslo ministerijos inicijuo-
tas ir kartu su Lietuvos moksliniy biblioteky
asociacija suorganizuotas Lietuvos Respubli-
kos Vyriausybés ramuose jvykes pasitarimas
atviros prieigos reglamentavimo Europos Sa-
jungoje ir Lietuvoje klausimais. | §j pasitari-
ma kaip pagrindinis praneséjas buvo pakvies-
tas SPARC Europe direktorius David Prosser,
taip pat buvo kvie¢iami Lietuvos mokslo stra-
tegijos formuotojai, Lietuvos mokslo tarybos,
Studijy kokybés vertinimo centro ekspertai,
mokslo prorektoriai, leidéjy, biblioteky ir
eLABa atstovai. D. Prosser supazindino su-
sirinkusiuosius su pagrindiniais atviros pri-
eigos principais, keliamais reikalavimais ir
atveriamomis galimybémis. Jis taip pat jvar-
dijo svarbiausiy Europos mokslinius tyri-
mus remiandiy ir finansuojandiy institucijy

Lithuanian Academic Libraries Network
(LABT). The library of Vilnius University In-
stitute of Oncology and the library of Kaunas
University of Medicine became members of
BioMedCentral in 2003 and started to pub-
lish articles in the “golden” open access por-
tal BioMedCentral (Kretavi¢iené, 2008). The
next step was in 2005 when the Lithuanian
Research Library Consortium organized the
first seminar on open access scholarly com-
munication in Vilnius. Melissa Hagemann,
Raym Crow, Lilian van der Vaart, Jean-Claude
Guedon and other key specialists of this area
made presentations at Vilnius seminar. Rep-
resentatives from Lithuanian Ministry of
Education and Science, Lithuanian universi-
ties and research centres were invited to this
seminar. As the outcome of it, the second
seminar “Open access initiative — revolution
in scholarly publishing?” was organized the
same year the by Lithuanian Research Library
Consortium together with the library of Vil-
nius University (Lithuanian Research Library
Consortium, 2005).

Although no state provisions on the open
access issue have been approved, the scien-
tific society has contradictory views towards
the movement. Ambivalent opinions were
displayed at the meeting initiated by the Min-
istry of Education and Science and organized
together with the Association of Lithuanian
Academic Libraries on issues of open access
regulation in European Union and Lithuania
which took place on 7th May 2008. David
Prosser, the Director of SPARC for Europe,
was invited to this meeting as key presenter.
Lithuanian science strategy makers, experts
of Lithuanian Board of Science and Study
Quality Evaluation Centres, vice-rectors for
science, publishers, representatives of librar-
ies and the eLABa also participated in this
event. Prosser introduced the main prin-
ciples, requirements and opening vistas of
open access to the audience. He also listed the
main institutions in Europe which support

Siekiant iSsiaiSkinti prieigos prie Lietuvos
mokslininky moksliniy tyrimy rezultaty ga-
limybes, buvo atlikta uZsienio $aliy zurnaly,
kuriuose savo straipsnius skelbé Vilniaus uni-
versiteto mokslininkai nuo 2007 m. pradzios
iki 2008 m. geguzés ménesio vidurio, prieigos
per Vilniaus universiteto bibliotekos prenu-
meruojamas duomeny bazes analizé. Ana-
lizei buvo atrinkti 246 jvairioms mokslo $a-
koms skirti uzsienio recenzuojami moksliniai

Vilniaus universiteto moksliniy publikacijy
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and fund scientific research as well as have
official statements and recommendations on
open access and gave real examples of the
best practices in this field. During active dis-
cussions initiated by this report, possibility
of open access implementation was negated
by a number of participants who pointed out
following obstacles: the publisher‘s claim of
copyright prohibition which does not allow
to publish scientific article in other journals
or repositories, emerging better conditions
for plagiarism, and additional work for the
scientist who in the case of open access mod-
el should have to negotiate with the publisher
the right to include the article into the open
access repository.

Such negation of open access showed that
most participants are not familiar with the
problems which arise nowadays when access-
ing scientific information, as well as with rec-
ommendations of European research funding
and sustaining institutions and do not know
that lots of publishers have official statements
on open access which are included in the ar-
ticle or journal publishing agreement that is
signed by an author too.

POSSIBILITIES OF ACCESS

TO ARTICLES PUBLISHED BY
LITHUANIAN SCIENTISTS IN
FOREIGN SCIENTIFIC JOURNALS

In order to find out possibilities of access to
the results of scientific research of Lithuanian
scientists, the analysis of access to articles in
foreign journals written by Vilnius Univer-
sity scientists from the beginning of 2007 till
May 2008 via databases subscribed by Vilnius
University Library was performed. 246 peer
reviewed foreign scientific journals publish-
ing articles in various fields of science were se-
lected for the analysis. The list of journals was
obtained from Vilnius University publications
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duomeny baze', kurioje registruojama visy
Vilniaus universiteto mokslininky paskelbty
publikacijy bibliografiné informacija.

Vilniaus universiteto biblioteka, kaip ir
kitos Lietuvos mokslinés bibliotekos, prenu-
meruoja visatekstes duomeny bazes, per ku-
rias galima prieiga prie mokslinés publikacijos
bibliografinés informacijos, publikacijos san-
traukos ir viso publikacijos teksto. Prenume-
ruojamos ir bibliografinés duomeny bazés, per
kurias prisijungti leidziama tik prie bibliogra-
finés informacijos apie moksline publikacijg ir
jos santraukos, taciau viso publikacijos teksto
gavimas yra apribotas, o tai rodo, kad uz priei-
ga prie viso teksto reikia mokéti papildomai.

Prenumeruojamy duomeny baziy paieskos
sistemose atlikta atrinkty zurnaly paieska paro-
dé, kad i$ 246 moksliniy zurnaly 123 (50 proc.)
yra pasiekiami per visatekstes prenume-
ruojamas duomeny bazes, 88 (36 proc.) - per
bibliografines duomeny bazes, o 35 (14 proc.)
yra visi$kai nepasiekiami (1 pav.).

Atliktos analizés rezultatai rodo, kad Vil-
niaus universiteto moksliné bendruomené

database' where all bibliographic information
about all publications written by Vilnius Uni-
versity scientists is being registered.

Vilnius University Library as well as other
Lithuanian research libraries subscribes full-
text databases where access to bibliographic
information on scientific publication (sum-
mary of this publication as well as full text
of this publication) is allowed. Bibliographic
databases which allow access only to biblio-
graphic data and summaries of publications
but where one has to pay for accessing the full
text of publication are also subscribed by this
library.

The research displayed that 123 items
(50 percent) of 246 scientific journals are ac-
cessible via full-text subscribed databases, 88
items (36 percent) — via bibliographic data-
bases, and 35 (14 percent) are not accessible
at all (Fig. 1).

The results of the performed analysis
revealed that Vilnius University scientific
society has no access to 14 percent of the
University scientific publications published

Vilniaus univer-
siteto mokslinés produkcijos yra neprieinama
universiteto mokslo bendruomenei.

Naudojantis Lietuvos virtualios bibliotekos
suteikiama galimybe vienu metu atlikti paieska
visy moksliniy institucijy publikacijy duome-
ny bazése buvo nustatyta, kad i§ 246 zurnaly,
119-oje (tai sudaro 48 proc.) skelbiasi ir kity
Lietuvos moksliniy institucijy specialistai. Be
to, Vilniaus universitetas yra vienas i$§ Lietuvos
akademiniy institucijy duomeny baziy prenu-
meratos lyderiy. O tai rodyty, kad prieigos gali-
mybés prie Lietuvos mokslininky produkcijos
mokslinéms bendruomenéms Lietuvoje, o tuo
labiau visuomenei taip pat yra ribotos.

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in foreign scientific journals. Access to bib-
liographic information of the article most
often does not meet the needs of scientists,
lecturers or students because they need not
only bibliographic data about article but its
full text. It leads to conclusion that near 50
percent of Vilnius University scientific pub-
lications are not accessible to its scientific
community.

It was found out that researchers from
other Lithuanian science institutions had
published their articles in 119 (48 percent)
of 246 examined journals too. All databases
on publications of science institutions were
reached by using Lithuanian Virtual Library
search function. Moreover, Vilnius Univer-
sity is the leading Lithuanian research in-
stitution that subscribes such databases.
It means that access possibilities to Lithu-
anian scientific production for scientific as
well as other communities in Lithuania are
restricted.

STATEMENTS OF SCIENTIFIC
JOURNALS PUBLISHERS' ON OPEN
ACCESS

The analysis of the above mentioned 246 sci-
entific journals served another purpose as well.
It helped to find out the provisions of journal
publishers on the issue of open access: whether
publishers permit authors to place their publica-
tions into open access repositories and on what
terms and conditions. ROMEQ?, a service of the
project SHERPA® (Securing a Hybrid Environ-
ment for Research Preservation and Access) was
used to perform this analysis. It is an information

registry about the publishers” policy, authors
rights and permission for authors themselves to
place their publications into open access reposi-
tories. Projects SHERPA and RoMEO are funded
by well-known European organizations which
sponsor scientific research: JISC - Joint Infor-
mation Systems Committee, Open Society Insti-
tute and SOROS Foundations Network, already
mentioned SPARC Europe and others. Projects
are implemented at Nottingham University.
Information provided in the SHERPA
RoMEO registry showed (Fig. 2), that 126 (51
percent) of 246 journals, where the works of
Vilnius University scientists are published,
permit authors to place both peer-reviewed
but still not published, and published publica-
tions into personal or institutional open access
repositories. 15 (6 percent) journals permit
to place only peer-reviewed and already pub-
lished publications, 22 (9 percent) journals —
only accepted for publishing, but still not peer-
reviewed and not published publications, and
only 4 (2 percent) journals do not formally
permit to publish works in open access reposi-
tories while in about 79 (32 percent) journals
there is no information on this issue at all.

EUROPOS SAJUNGOS MOKSLO
POLITIKA IR ATVIROJI PRIEIGA

Atviros prieigos judéjima palaiko daugelis
mokslinius tyrimus skatinan¢iy ir finansuo-
janc¢iy mokslo plétra remianciy Europos insti-
tucijy ir organizacijy. Jy nuostatos ir rekomen-
dacijos yra svarbios ir Lietuvos mokslo plétrai
bei prieigai prie mokslinés informacijos ir
moksliniy tyrimy rezultaty uztikrinti. Toliau
apzvelgiamos tokiy organizacijy pastaraisiais
metais paskelbtos atviros prieigos prie moksli-
nés informacijos nuostatos ir rekomendacijos.

4.1. EURAB (EUROPOS MOKSLINIY
TYRIMY PATARIAMOSIOS TARYBOS)
NUOSTATOS

Europos moksliniy tyrimy konsultaciné ko-
misija (angl. European Research Advisory
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Some of scientific journals do not reg-
ister their statements in the SHERPA Ro-
MEO. Information about these journals was
checked in their websites where the exam-
ples of publishing agreements with author
or written conditions and regulations on
publishing can be found. 22 of 79 such jour-
nals allow open access to full-text via web-
site of journals, 4 allow to put publications
into personal or institutional open access
repositories, 3 of them allow open access
only for additional payment. 50 journals did
not provide any information on this issue in
their websites.

This analysis shows that 78 percent of
journals where scientists of Vilnius Univer-
sity publish their texts with some or without
any conditions allow putting their articles into
open access repositories. All this shows that
number of publishers who try to be flexible as
well as meet changing publishing related con-
ditions established by the European and inter-
national institutions is increasing.

4
THE EUROPEAN UNION POLITICS ON
SCIENCE AND OPEN ACCESS

Major European institutions and organizations
which sponsor and fund science or are asso-
ciated with development of science support
open access movement. Their statements and
recommendations are important for develop-
ment of Lithuanian science and for assuring
access to research results. Overview of recently
adopted statements and recommendations of
such organizations is provided in the follow-
ing section.

4.1. THE EURAB (EUROPEAN RESEARCH
ADVISORY BOARD) STATEMENTS

The European Research Advisory Board
(EURAB) published its recommenda-
tions on open access in the report “Scientific
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Board - EURAB) 2006 m. gruodzio ménesj
atviros prieigos rekomendacijas paskelbé atas-
kaitoje ,,Mokslinés publikacijos: atviros priei-
gos politika“ (angl. Scientific Publications: Po-
licy on Open Access). Rekomendacijos skirtos
Europos Komisijai kaip mokslinius tyrimus
finansuojanciai agentarai ir juos skatinanciai
institucijai ir kaip politinei organizacijai.

Pagal Europos moksliniy tyrimy pata-
riamosios tarybos rekomendacijas, Europos
Komisijos, kaip mokslinius tyrimus finan-
suojancios agentiiros, politikoje dél moks-
liniy tyrimy skelbimo turéty bati akcentuo-
jamas siekis didinti Komisijos finansuojamy
moksliniy tyrimy pasiekiamuma per priei-
gos gerinimag, taciau neturéty buti apribota
mokslininky laisvé savo darbus skelbti ten,
kur jiems atrodo labiausiai tinkama. Komi-
sijai rekomenduojama jpareigoti visus moks-
lininkus, kurie gavo finansine paramag pagal
7 Bendraja Programa (angl. 7" R&+D Frame-
work Programme, toliau BP7), skelbti savo
publikacijas atviros prieigos talpyklose kiek
jmanoma greiciau po jy paskelbimo, bet ne
véliau kaip per 6 ménesius.

Autoriai turéty jdéti j talpyklas recenzuo-
jamuose zurnaluose ar tarptautiniy konferen-
cijy prane$imy medziagos rinkiniuose (angl.
conference proceedings) publikuoti priimtus ir
iSspausdintus straipsnius (angl. post-prints) ir
metaduomenis. Moksliné informacija ir publi-
kacijos turéty biti dedamos j institucines arba
temines atviros prieigos talpyklas, kuriose au-
toriams buty uztikrinta nevarzoma prieiga prie
ju publikacijy ir ilgalaikis jy i$saugojimas. Tal-
pyklose gautai mokslinei informacijai nedel-
siant turéty bati sukurti metaduomenys, kartu
apribojant prieiga prie visatekscio straipsnio,
jei to reikalauja leidéjas, o atvira prieiga turéty
bati galima po reikalaujamo embargo periodo
arba véliausiai po $esiy ménesiy.

Europos Komisijai, kaip tyrimus remian-
diai ir skatinandiai institucijai, rekomenduo-
jama kreipti démesj j mokslinés informacijos
déjimo j talpyklas proceso supaprastinamg ir

Publications: Policy on Open Access” on De-
cember 2006. These recommendations were
prepared for the European Commission which
performs a research funding body, an institu-
tion which supports scientific research and a
political body functions.

According to the European Research Ad-
visory Board’s recommendations, the aim to
increase the availability of research results
funded by Commission through improved
access should be highlighted in the policy
of the European Commissions, as a fund-
ing body, for scientific research publication,
but the freedom of scientists to publish their
work in the most appropriate places should
not be limited. The EURAB recommends the
European Commission to bind all research-
ers who have received financial support under
the 7" R&D Framework Program (hereinafter
“FP7”) to publish their articles in open ac-
cess repositories as soon as possible after their
initial publication but no longer than after 6
months.

According to the EURAB recommenda-
tions, authors should place their articles which
were accepted for publishing in international
reviewed by peers journals or conference pro-
ceedings and post-prints with metadata into
repositories. Scientific information and pub-
lications should be placed into institutional or
thematic open access repositories which ensure
unrestricted access and long-term preserva-
tion of these publications. Additional metadata
should be prepared immediately about publi-
cations in these repositories and the access to
their full-text should be restricted only if a pub-
lisher requires this but no longer than embargo
period finishes or no later than 6 months after
publishing.

The EURAB recommends the Euro-
pean Commission as a research supporting
body to pay attention to simplification of the
process of depositing scientific information
into repositories and to standards which
should stimulate the interaction of digital

4.2. EUROPOS SAJUNGOS TARYBOS
NUOSTATOS

2007 m. lapkricio 23 d. vykusiame Europos
Sgjungos Konkurencingumo tarybos susi-
rinkime buvo priimtas Europos Sajungos
Tarybos parengtas dokumentas ,Tarybos
iSvados mokslinés informacijos skaitmeni-
niame amziuje klausimu: prieiga, sklaida ir
iSsaugojimas“ (angl. Council Conclusions on
scientific information in the digital age: ac-
cess, dissemination and preservation). Siame
dokumente pripazjstama, kad per kelis pas-
taruosius metus moksliniy biblioteky gali-
mybés teikti mokslininkams prieiga prie jvai-
rios mokslinés informacijos buvo veikiamos
nuolat kylan¢iy moksliniy Zurnaly kainy,
taciau, nepaisant to, nauji, internetu parem-
ti sklaidos modeliai kelia karstas diskusijas
tarp mokslinés informacijos prieigos ir sklai-
dos srityje dirbanciy organizacijy, ypa¢ dél
prieigos prie recenzuoty moksliniy straips-
niy. Dél to Europos Sajungos Taryba laikosi
nuostatos, jog yra strategiskai svarbu Euro-
pos mokslo vystymo iniciatyvas nukreipti j
atviros prieigos prie mokslinés informacijos
modeliy vystymg ir kad Sioje srityje yra labai
svarbus universitety, tarptautiniy moksliniy
tyrimy organizacijy, moksliniy tyrimy insti-
tucijy, biblioteky ir kity vie$yjy organizacijy,
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repositories funded under the FP7. It is also
recommended to include the requirement
covering all FP7 thematic priorities for re-
searchers supported by the funds from the
program to publish their research results in
open access repositories. Researchers should
be given guidelines explaining what, when
and where to deposit their works. These
actions should be coordinated within the
framework of FP7.

The European Commission as a politi-
cal organization is recommended to actively
encourage all member states to develop and
maintain the strategy for open access to scien-
tific information (EURAB, 2006).

4.2. THE STATEMENTS OF THE COUNCIL
OF THE EUROPEAN UNION
A document “Council Conclusions on sci-
entific information in the digital age: access,
dissemination and preservation” was adopt-
ed at the European Union’s Competitiveness
Council meeting in Brussels, 23 November
2007. This document acknowledges that pos-
sibilities of research libraries to provide re-
searchers the access to scientific information
were influenced by constantly rising prices of
scientific journals. Despite this, the new web
based dissemination models raise hot debate
between organizations that work in the field
of the access and dissemination of scientific
information and in particular of the access to
peer-reviewed scientific articles. Therefore,
the Council of the European Union stands
on the statement that it is strategically im-
portant to bring initiatives of development
of European science to improvement of open
access models and the collaboration of uni-
versities, international research organiza-
tions and institutions, libraries and other
public organizations who are active players
of the scientific information dissemination
process.

The paper emphasizes a need to ensure
access to publicly funded research results,
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pavyzdziui, moksliniy publikacijy leidéjy,
bendradarbiavimas mokslinés informacijos
sklaidos procese.

1. Stiprinti nacionalines strategijas ir
struktiiras mokslinés informacijos prieigos,
jos i$saugojimo ir sklaidos srityse, kartu
sprendziant organizacines, teisines, technines
ir finansines problemas. Rekomenduojama:

o per 2008 metus apsibrézti aiskias stra-
tegijas mokslinés informacijos sklaidos ir
prieigos klausimu, taip pat numatyti su tuo
susijusiy finansy planavima;

 remiantis Siomis strategijomis per 2008
metus ir toliau vieSinti valstybés finansuoja-
my moksliniy tyrimy prieiga per internetg be
jokio mokescio skaitytojui ekonomiskai priei-
namomis salygomis, jskaitant ir atvirg prieiga
po tam tikro laikotarpio;

and interest of member countries to have an
efficient scientific information system that
would increase social and economic impact
of public investments in research and tech-
nology development. It is also important to
ensure free of charge availability as well as
open access after certain period of the sci-
entific output resulting from publicly funded
research to readers via Internet under eco-
nomically favourable conditions. In addition
to scientific publications, it is important to
improve access to the raw data that could be
used and analyzed. The Council of the Eu-
ropean Union notes that the new forms of
electronic communication allow creating the
open access to data and publications and is
an excellent opportunity for development of
the tools for open search, analysis and inte-
gration of specific data.

In the “Council Conclusions on scientific
information in the digital age: access, dissemi-
nation and preservation” the Council calls the
Member states to:

1. Reinforce national strategies and struc-
tures in the fields of scientific information ac-
cess, preservation and dissemination, and to
address organizational, legal, technical and
financial problems. It recommends:

o to identify strategies for dissemination
of and access to scientific information, and to
provide related financial planning during the
year 2008;

« according to these policies, to promote
access at no cost through the internet to the
results of publicly financed research to the
reader in economically sustainable ways of
doing this, including open access after certain
period;

o to assess conditions affecting the access
to scientific information during the year 2008:
ways of how scientists use their copyrights to
scientific articles; investments in the dissemi-
nation of scientific information in relation to
investments in scientific research; financial
strategies (for example, return of value-added

2. Didinti suderinamumga prieigos, infor-
macijos iSsaugojimo, sklaidos strategijos ir
praktikos formavimo srityse tarp $aliy nariy,
didziyjy mokslinius tyrimus atliekanciy ins-
titucijy, moksliniy tyrimy finansavimo insti-
tucijy. Rekomenduojama:

o per 2008 metus istirti nacionaliniy fi-
nansavimo organizacijy galimybes apibrézti
bendruosius pagrindinius atviros prieigos
principus;

o iki 2009 mety savo veiklg nukreipti i
mokslinés informacijos nacionaliniy talpykly
sgveikavima siekiant uztikrinti mokslinés in-
formacijos sklaida ir prieigg uz $aliy sieny.

3. Didinti prieigg prie moksliniy publi-
kacijy mokslininkams ir studentams, ypac
tobulinant vieSo aprapinimo jgyvendinimg,
susijusj su moksline informacija. Tai galéty
apimti keitimasi gerosios patirties pavyz-
dziais, sutartiniy nuostaty skaidrumo didini-

o by 2010, to ensure the maintenance of
repositories of scientific information and in-
teraction between them;

o to bring together key individuals and
institutions (the research and research fun-
ding organizations, libraries, publishers)
for debate on open access during the year
2008.

2. To increase the compatibility of fields
of access, preservation, dissemination strate-
gies and practices among member countries
engaged into activities of major research in-
stitutions and research funding bodies. It
recommends:

« to examine the possibilities of national
funding organizations to define the common
basic principles of open access during the
year 2008;

o until the year 2009, to focus activities
on interacting of scientific information in
national repositories in order to ensure the
dissemination of scientific information and
access to it.

3. To increase the access to scientific pub-
lications for researchers and students, in par-
ticular by enhancing the implementation of
public welfare in relation to scientific infor-
mation. This could include the exchange of
good practice, increasing the transparency of
contractual provisions as well as investigation
on opportunity of research funding bodies,
research institutions and scientific publish-
ers in different countries to work together. It
recommends:

o during the year 2008, to increase the
transparency of contractual arrangements
supported by public finances and to evaluate
the capacity to work together in accordance
with evolving needs;

o during the year 2008, collaborate for
reviewing the work progress in Europe and
for informing the Commission on the results
and experience about the alternative models
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o per 2008 metus bendradarbiauti apzvel-
giant Europos pazanga ir informuojant Komisi-
ja apie rezultatus ir patirtj naudojant alternaty-
vius mokslinés informacijos sklaidos modelius.

4. Uztikrinti ilgalaikj mokslinés informa-
cijos, jskaitant duomenis ir publikacijas, i$-
saugojima ir kreipti daugiau démesio j moks-
ling informacija nacionalinése informacijos
i$saugojimo strategijose. Rekomenduojama:

o iki 2008 mety vidurio apibrézti sialymus
dél mokslinés informacijos ilgalaikio i$saugo-
jimo ir jtraukti $iuos sialymus j nacionalinius
skaitmeninés informacijos i$saugojimo planus;

o iki 2009 mety apibendrinti specifines
mokslinés informacijos ypatybes, bittinas ku-
riant teisine sistemg ar praktinj skaitmeninés
informacijos i$saugojimo modelj (Council of
the European Union, 2007).

4.3. EUROPOS MOKSLINIY TYRIMY
TARYBOS REKOMENDACIJOS

ruotus ar j duomeny bazes jkeltus duomenis ir
mokslines publikacijas. Interneto amziuje lais-
va ir veiksminga prieiga prie informacijos, taip
pat ir prie moksliniy publikacijy bei originaliy
duomeny taps ilgalaikés pazangos pagrindu.
Recenzavimas yra svarbiausia pagrindiné prie-
moné aukstos kokybés moksliniy tyrimy ser-
tifikavimui ir sklaidai uztikrinti, todél atviros
prieigos prie recenzuoty moksliniy publikaci-
ju strategija turi garantuoti sistemos galimy-
be toliau teikti aukstos kokybés sertifikavimo
paslaugas, pagristas mokslo integralumu.
Rekomendacijy dokumente apzvelgiamos

for the dissemination of scientific informati-
on that have been used.

4. To ensure conservation of long-term
scientific information, including data and
publications, and pay more attention to pres-
ervation of scientific information in national
strategies. It recommends:

o until the middle of the year 2008, to de-
fine the proposals for long-term preservation
of scientific information and to include these
proposals in the national digital preservation
plans;

o until the year 2009, summarize the
specific features of the scientific informa-
tion necessary for establishing the legal
framework and practical digital preservati-
on model (Council of the European Union,
2007).

4.3. RECOMMENDATIONS OF THE
EUROPEAN RESEARCH COUNCIL

In December 2007, Scientific Council of
the European Research Council has issued
guidelines which primarily explain that sci-
entific research creates a huge and constant-
ly growing amount of information, covering
raw structured into a database or uploaded
data and scientific publications. Free and
effective access to information, as well as
to scientific publications and original data,
will be a base for long-term progress in the
internet age. A peer review is the most im-
portant basic measure assuring high qual-
ity research certification and dissemination,
and that’s why the strategy on open access to
peer-reviewed scientific publications must
include continuous provision system of high
quality certification services, based on sci-
entific integrity.

The guidance document provides an
overview of repositories and databases that
currently are operating in Europe and serves
for free to scientists for publication and data
storage. This document states that more than
400 repositories belong to the European

o Europos moksliniy tyrimy taryba mano,

4.4. EUROPOS UNIVERSITETY
ASOCIACIJOS REKOMENDACIJOS

2008 m. sausio 25 d. Europos universitety
asociacijos taryba vieningai priémé Europos
universitety asociacijos 2007 m. sausio meén.
sudarytos Atviros prieigos darbo grupés pa-
rengtas rekomendacijas. Sios rekomendacijos
buvo sudarytos atsizvelgiant j 2006 m. sausio
ménesj Europos Komisijos paskelbta ,,Moks-
liniy publikacijy rinkos Europoje ekonominés
ir technologinés plétros studijg“ (angl. Study on
the Economic and Technical Evolution of Scien-
tific Publications Markets in Europe), Europos
moksliniy tyrimy tarybos (angl. European
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scientific research institutions, and a num-
ber of research areas have their own inter-
national repositories for the separate field of
science, for example, the UK PubMed Cen-
tral is designed for reviewed publications on
nature and medical sciences, the arXiv - for
publications on physics and mathematics.
Despite a few exceptions, social and human
sciences do not have the possibility to pub-
lish their publications in specialized public
repositories.

In this context, Scientific Council of the
European Scientific Council has formulated a
position on open access:

o The European Research Council
requires that all reviewed publications pre-
pared on the basis of the European Research
Council-funded research and projects are
published in the relevant open-access repo-
sitories — the UK PubMed Central, the ArXiv
or institutional repositories in containers —
and in 6 months time an open access to them
is guaranteed.

o The European Research Council belie-
ves that it is very important to place the raw
data in appropriate repositories immediate-
ly after their publication or no later than 6
months from the date of publication (Europe-
an Research Council, 2007).

4.4. RECOMMENDATION OF THE
ASSOCIATION OF THE EUROPEAN
UNIVERSITIES

On 25 January 2008, recommendations which
were prepared by The European University
Association’s Open Access Working Group
established in January 2007 were unanimously
adopted. These recommendations have been
prepared considering the European Commis-
sion’s “Study on the Economic and Technical
Evolution of Scientific Publications Markets
in Europe’, published in January 2006 and the
recommendations and statements on open ac-
cess of the European Research Council (ERC),
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Research Council - ERC), Europos moksliniy
tyrimy patariamosios tarybos (angl. Europe-
an Research Advisory Board - EURAB), kity
mokslinius tyrimus finansuojanciy organiza-
cijy atviros prieigos nuostatas.

Europos universitety asociacijos Atviros
prieigos darbo grupés rekomendacijos grin-
dziamos prielaidomis, kad universitetas turi
prisiimti atsakomybe saugoti mokslines Zi-
nias ir rapintis jomis kaip vie$u gériu ir kad
vie$ai finansuojamy moksliniy tyrimy rezul-
tatai turi bati vieSai prieinami kiek galima
grei¢iau. Taip pat yra svarbuis kokybe uztikri-
nantys recenzavimo procesai kaip i$ankstiné
salyga mokslinei leidybai, todél tai turéty buti
jtraukta j elektroninés leidybos model;.

Pagal Europos universitety asociacijos re-
komendacijas universitetai turéty vystyti savo
institucijy strategijas, skatinancias jy moksli-
niy tyrimy rezultaty prieinamuma kiek ga-
lima didesniam skaiciui vartotojy, taip pat
maksimaliai didinti jy akivaizduma, prieiga
prie jy ir jy jtaka mokslui. Tam pasiekti reko-
menduojama kurti institucines talpyklas, ku-
rios turéty buti organizuojamos ir valdomos
atsizvelgiant j esamus gerus pavyzdzius (pagal
DRIVER ir panasiy projekty rekomendacijas
bei gaires), remianc¢ius OAI-PMH protokolg
ir leidziancius talpykly sgveikavima.

Europos universitety asociacija rekomen-
duoja, kad universitety institucinés strategijos
reikalauty, jog mokslininkai po priémimo jy
mobkslines publikacijas spausdinti jas patal-
pinty | institucine talpykla. Jy strategijose tu-
réty buti atsizvelgta j plétojamas nacionaliniy
ir Europos mokslinius tyrimus finansuojanciy
agentiiry, pavyzdziui, Europos moksliniy ty-
rimy tarybos (ERC), strategijas. SprendZiant
autoriy ir nuosavybés teisiy klausima, univer-
sitetui rekomenduojama prisiimti atsakomybe
ir informuoti savo mokslininkus apie intelekti-
nés nuosavybés teisiy ir autoriy teisiy valdyma
tam, kad baty uztikrinta platesné elektroninio
mokslinio turinio sklaida ir jo panaudojimas.

European Research Advisory Board (EURAB)
and other research funding organizations.

The recommendations of the European
University Association’s Open Access Working
Group are based on assumptions that the uni-
versity must be committed to the protection
of scientific knowledge and care for them as a
public good and that research results funded
by public should be available to general public
as soon as possible. Reviewing processes as-
suring quality are also important as a precon-
dition for scientific publishing, therefore they
should be included in the electronic publish-
ing model.

According to recommendations of the
European University Association, universities
should develop their institutional strategies
to promote the accessibility to their research
results for bigger numbers of consumers, as
well as to maximize their obviousness, access
to, and their impact on education. To achieve
this, it is recommended to develop the institu-
tional repositories which should be organized
and managed according to existing good mod-
els (DRIVER and similar projects) to support
the OAI-PMH protocol and allow interactivity
among them.

The European University Association rec-
ommends including the requirement for the
scientists to post their scientific publications to
the institutional repository after publication in
ajournal into the university institutional strat-
egy. Their strategies should be taken into ac-
count when developing strategies of national
and European research funding agencies such
as the European Research Council (ERC).
What concerns the copyright and property
rights issue, the university is recommended
to take responsibility and to inform their re-
searchers about the Intellectual Property
Rights and copyright management in order
to ensure the wider dissemination and use of
electronic scientific content. There should be
a clear policy on the ownership and copyright
management of scientific publications, as well

4.5. LIETUVOS UNIVERSITETY REKTORIY
KONFERENCIJOS MOKSLO KOMITETO
NUOMONE

Lietuvos universitety rektoriy konferencijos
Mokslo komitetas 2008 m. vasario 21 d. pa-
rengé atsakymo j Europos universitety asocia-
cijos rekomendacijas mokslinés informacijos
atvirai prieigai projekta, kuriame konstatuo-
jama, kad egzistuoja mokslinés informaci-
jos prieinamumo Lietuvos mokslininkams,
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as clear procedures for ensuring that the insti-
tution has the right to use the materials devel-
oped by staft for further research, training and
other institutional purposes. If the optional
open access model requires paying the fee for
including publications, it is recommended to
foresee the compensation possibilities to au-
thors in the university strategy.

The European University Association has
made recommendations to the national Rec-
tors’ Conference:

o Working together with national re-
search funders and government agencies
in their countries and considering the exis-
ting good practical models, to establish the
requirement to publish scientific publicati-
ons in institutional or other relevant open
access repositories. Rectors’ Conferences
in separate countries should encourage the
governments to work in consideration with
the European Union Council’s recommen-
dations “Council Conclusions on Scientific
Information in the Digital Age: Access, dis-
semination and preservation”, which were
adopted on 23 November 2007 at the mee-
ting of the European Union’s Competitive-
ness Council.

o Rectors’ Conferences of the individual
countries should take more responsibility for
developing understanding that the university
plays the leading role in increasing the im-
portance of open access strategy, access to,
obviousness as well as impact of research re-
sults (Suber, 2008).

4.5. OPINION OF THE SCIENTIFIC
COMMITTEE OF RECTORS OF
LITHUANIAN UNIVERSITIES

On 21 February 2008, the Scientific Commit-
tee of Lithuanian Rectors Conference prepared
a response project on the recommendations of
the European University Association concern-
ing open access to scientific information which
states the problem of scientific information
availability for Lithuanian scientists, lecturers
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déstytojams bei kitiems suinteresuotiems
asmenims problema. Taip pat apZzvelgiama
$iandienos atviros prieigos talpykly Lietu-
voje padétis, pabréziama, jog nesant teisinés
bazés, mokslininkas ar kitas suinteresuotas
asmuo bei institucija negali bati garantuoti
dél mokslinés produkcijos tokioje talpykloje
ilgalaikio saugojimo, saugumo ir prieigos.

Dél Sios priezasties Lietuvos universite-
ty rektoriy konferencijos Mokslo komitetas
pritaré Europos universitety asociacijos reko-
mendacijoms kurti mokslinés informacijos
talpyklas ir pasitlé Lietuvos universitetams
palaikyti atviros prieigos idéjas ir remti bei
skatinti nacionalinés talpyklos eLABa plé-
tra. Be to, sitloma jvertinti atskiry univer-
sitety atviros prieigos talpykly karimo tiks-
linguma, | tas talpyklas dedamos mokslinés
informacijos kokybés uztikrinimo budus ir
inicijuoti teisinés bazés, nustatancios univer-
sitety mokslinés produkcijos autoriy teisiy
bei atviros prieigos talpykly nuosavybés tei-
siy savininkus, sukarimg.

and other interested individuals. In the over-
view of the current state of the open access
repositories in Lithuania it is emphasized that
without legal basis neither an individual scien-
tist nor any other interested person or institu-
tion are guaranteed that such a repository will
provide long term storage, access or safety of
scientific publications.

Due to this reason, the Scientific Commit-
tee of Lithuanian Rectors Conference assented
to the recommendations of the Association of
European universities to create scientific in-
formation repositories and invited Lithuanian
universities to sustain open access ideas as
well as to support and promote development
of national repository - the eLABa. In addi-
tion, it was proposed to evaluate expedience
of creation of separate university open access
repositories and ways of ensuring the qual-
ity of scientific information placed in those
repositories, and initiate creation of legal ba-
sis establishing rights of authors of university
scientific production and property rights of
proprietors of open access repositories. The
Scientific Committee proposed to address the
Lithuanian Ministry of Education and Science
concerning financial support to publish open
access scientific journals that are included in
the Directory of Open Access Journals or free-
ly accessible via scientific databases, and also
to invite and promote universities to register
in open access scientific portals and to pay the
fee of University member for publication of
scientific information in open access databases
(LURK Mokslo komitetas, 2008).

CONCLUSIONS

The analysis of access possibilities to scien-
tific full-text publications for Lithuanian
scientific community showed that probably
about 50 percent of Lithuanian scientific re-
search works are not accessible to Lithuanian
scientific community and other interested

Apzvelgus mokslo plétrg remianciy ir
mokslinius tyrimus finansuojanciy instituci-
jy rekomendacijas, ai$kéja kertiniai formuo-
jamos atviros prieigos strategijos principai ir
reikalavimai:

o Atvira prieiga yra batina mokslinei ko-
munikacijai, spartesnei mokslo ir ekonomi-
kos pazangai, platesniam mokslo produkcijos
akivaizdumui ir jos pritaikymui praktikoje.

o Atvira prieiga yra remiama pagrindi-
niy Europos moksliniy tyrimy plétrg skati-
nandiy ir remianciy institucijy, o tai vercia
apgalvoti galimus atviros prieigos jgyvendi-
nimo budus finansuojant ir atliekant moks-
linius tyrimus Lietuvoje, remiantis $iy ins-
titucijy rekomendacijomis rengti atviros
prieigos strateginius planus Lietuvos moksla
palaikanciose valstybinése institucijose bei
mokslinius tyrimus atliekan¢iuose universi-
tetuose ir institutuose.

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groups. It certainly proves the need of open
access to the Lithuanian scientific produc-
tion. The study of statements of publishers
on the open-access to scientific publications
included into their journals shows that they
(publishers) conform to the changing condi-
tions of publishing as well as dissemination
of scientific information and decide to allow
scientists to publish their research articles
in open-access repositories. Actually, about
78 percent of journals in which Lithuanian
scientists publish their articles allow doing
this with some or without any additional
conditions.

On this basis, formation of the develop-
ment strategy for science primarily should be
focused on informing the Lithuanian scientific
community - education policy makers, lead-
ers responsible for research activities in aca-
demic institutions, scientists, academics, and
research library staff — about the open access
movement, its goals, benefits and the need of
supporting it.

Review of the recommendations of sci-
entific development and support of research
funding bodies highlights the key principles
and requirements on open-access included in
the formed strategy:

o Open access is essential for scientific
communication, faster scientific and econo-
mic progress, wider obviousness of scientific
output and its application in practice.

o Open access is supported by major
European research supporting, developing
and funding bodies; that seems to reflect on
possible ways of implementing the open ac-
cess funding and research in Lithuania - in
accordance with the recommendations of
these institutions, to develop strategic plans
for open access in Lithuanian educational
and research institutions, universities and
institutes.

o European or national scientific or re-
search organization should establish condi-
tions for supported researchers to publish

their research results in open access repo-
sitories, to pay the payment of placement if
it is required, prepare the instructions and
guidelines to help a researcher to put his/
her articles into the open access repository,
to help a researcher to identify his/her righ-
ts and publisher’s statements on open access
publishing.

o Researchers that are supported by Eu-
ropean or national institutions can not be
deprived of their liberty to publish their re-
search results in places where they seem most
appropriate, but they have to comply with re-
levant requirements.

o Authors who are doing research in
support of the public or the scientific body
funds have to publish results of research in
the relevant open access scientific informati-
on repository.

o To ensure scientific quality of publica-
tions published in repositories, the authors
have to provide peer-reviewed articles and, if
possible, the print version of publisher to the
repository.

o The authors have to add their scienti-
fic articles in the institutional repository im-
mediately after publication. If the publisher
provides an embargo period, the publication
has to be placed in the repository at the end
of this period, but not later than six months
after the article was published.
